legs, neting mpon their appropriste
bones, shove him wway from the noun-
Yain, bat shoye the monntain sway from
him, Ridiewlous; howover, as this may
scem, leb every intelligent man, and
especinlly every astronomer, think be-
fore ke lauglis; for it is identicnlly the
principle whieh is adopted in the gravest
and sublimest of seiences, whon it de-
seribos the zenith, the highest point of
the visible universe, ns enlminaking
directly nbove the observer's hond, and
tlie nadir ns tho poing dircatly benoath
his feet, and the. horizon, the apparent
honndary bobtweon carth and’ sky, a8 a
virele of which his eye is the center.

Having thuns secured our starting-
point and our unit of measure, we give
our nttention first to the lesser veloeitios,
A man's rate of locomotion, as deduced
from the mareh of an army, is fairly
slated at bwenty miles n day, two miles
wr honr, and three fect per geeond,
I'he slow pnee of the ox, and the still
slower of the torloise and tho snail,
whatsoover lessons they may teach ol
tho  wonders: do be accomplishoed
by persovernnee, have little the aspeet
of romance,  Welet them pass.

The slowest motion in nature, of
which the naked cye ean tike cogniz-
nnee, is that of a slar, s it passes over
u small moveless twig, while the wateh-
or rests hig hoad agamst a support. The
star, we mean a fixed star, can never Lo
muognified by the most powerful tele-
geope to bo more than a point of light,
and wo might reasonabiy expeet that 1
pussing the bwig it would Do suddenly
and wl’]rnull_v quenched on one side, and
as suddenly appear in full glory on the
other. Dt l]hls 15 mot so; its fnding
occnpies o number of secomds, probably
beeanse the pupil of the watoher’s eye
i broad enough to graduate its light
into a kind of penambra,

fully suggestive of necident, to anather
which 18 far groater, yob gontle and
pleasant,  Any one who will watch the
play of a woodman's ax, at the distinee
af nquarfer of o mile, will be nmused,
no molter how often it has been wit-
nessed, to nole the difference in timo
between the fall of the ax and the sound
of the blow reported to the ear. At
that distance the stroke is heard while
lie nx is lifted in tho air, rendy for the
siccerding blow, A ecareful measnre-
menbof theveloeity of sonnd shows that,
althongh it varics much with varying
cirenmstances, it travels nsnally ut the
rate of about five miles a minnte.  This
speed is oftentimes mnde visiblo in the
flight of 0 ennnon-ball; for,although the
initinl velocity of the boll is so much
greator than of sonnd that persons killed
within the rauge of o mile aré nsually
struck before the report eould be heand,
yot so groatly is ats flight retarded by
atmosplierie “resistance that 1t soon
slnekens to less than the velocity of
sound, The two rtes are theroforo so
nearly alike that either may be takon us
a pretty fair ropresentative of the other,

Should the time ever arrive—and thero
is mo tolling whnt may or may not be ox-
pected-—when  railway speed shinll equal
thnt of sound, then several rather queer-
lpoking phenomenn will be within the
bounds of possibility ; ¢, g., were signal
cannon to be planted at cach mile-post
along tho rond, and fired ot the instant
of the cars pasting ab this rate, no roport
wonld bie heard by any of the passengers
nboard, until the train had slackened
speed ot the next station, five, ten, or
twenty miles shead, st which time all
the reporks wonld come thmulering to-
pether ! Apnin, were a cannon=hall fived
after the teain, fram a point directly in
the rear, ot the distanco of p gquarter ol
a mile, it is doubiful whether it would
overfake (e train af all, undeas swifter
than some cannon-balls of our day ; or,

Dul
who yet, nnless it be whilom Juek, of
moon-climbing memory, ever professed
to sce the growth of anything, evew of |
the most rampageous vines ?
Slow ns these molions are, howover,
thoy are rapid in compurison with others,
which are familiar cnough to ns all,
though few persons may have ever had
the curiosity to ealenlate theirrte,  We
find it to be three fect in dinmeter, and
one linndred and fifty feot in length,
from the earth to its topmost twig.  On
counking ils concentrie rings, each one
of which required a yeor forits deposi-
tion, we learn that it is threo hundred
and sixty years old. These figures
cnable ns to determine that the growth
of the treo npward has been at the aver-
apro rate of Lve inches n year—a low rate
of velogily, trnly! But what sghall wo
say of that other velocity, represented
by the increase of size from the center
n{l-lw trunk ontward ? - Eighteon inches
in the three hundred aod sixty years is
at the rate of one-twentieth of nu inch in
one year, or 1-T300 ef anineh a doy, or
1-176800 of an ineh an hour,

Slow as these males of molion are, they
are as truly velocities—however they |
may seem rather to be tardities—as the
flight of arrows, or us the flashing of
snnbeams, for all velogities are com- |
parative,

portions of the avernge are compared |
with other well-kuown rates ; for bwenty- |
five thousand milos divided inlo seventy-
four parts gives Lhe averago of not quite
three hundred and forty miles a day, or
fourteon miles per hour,  This rale was
not only attained, but even exceeded, by
many n juvenile savage of the Pacific
islands, who would learn to balance him-
self on the forward declivity of an ocean-
billow, and ride his wild horse shore-
ward until lodged npon the sands,  What
is the speed of theso billows has prob-
ably never been estimated, but those in
mid-ocean have been known o ontrim
the storms that rised them, and to have
nttained a velooity of forty or more miles
the hour, The avernge rate of travel

the world in soventy-four days," is fur
from being the highest atlained in trayel-
ing, ' Forly miles per Lour, equivalent
{o aboul one thousand miles n day, s
not uneommon,  although, if any one
will look out of the ear-window at the
rugged sides of n rilroad-eut, while
traveling past them nt this rate, he will

The deserip-
tion just now given of the maximum
rate of travel attained, and possibly at-
tainable, on mailways, was penned by the
writer with bated  breath, for he had o
vivild recoffection of ¢he thander and
rish of forty miles the honr over a rail-
road not so smooth and safe s ibisnow,
More than one reader, probably, will
sympathize in the fecling, Now, wero
'Ifu-. Lighest rate already attained, of
sixty, eighly, or n hundred miles the
hour, increaszed (enfold, who wounld
willingly trust himsolf aboard any train
of ears, ou any milrond built by haman
Lhands?  Or who, boing aboard, would
think of lying down to sleep, exeept un-
der the full meaning of his ehildhoxl's
prayer, “If 1 shonkl die before 1
wike 27 Yet there is not a mother's son
or danghter of us who has not been rid-
ing at this tonfold rate all our lives, and
been going to sleep, too, every night
of onr journey, ns gquietly and trustinl-
Iy as Tittle ehildren do within reach of a
parent's arm. It is brue, onr road is
very smooth and very safe, nover having
experienced, during the Insk sis thou-
sand vears, the first jolt or jor, much
less the first * mu-off " or eollision. DBut
the fact that our so-ealled earis the
carth, and its great snperintendent the
Almighty Creafor, does not in the least
diminish the velocity with which we
travel ; nor need it diminish onr won-
der, though we mnst admit that it adds
vastly to onr senso of security.

The motion of the earth has been
spoken of as il it were one only ; but, of
conrsp, »o one can forget that it is two-
fold. Inits daily whirl npon its axis,
all who live at the equators are swepl ot
the rate of twenty-five thonsad milesin
twenty-four honrs, or upwarnl of ono
thounsand miles an hour, Those who
live in latitnde 60 degrecs, move nt ox-
actly half the gpeed.  The average mle
nt different points of the United States
may therefore be get down at about sey-
enhundied miles the hiour—mora than
donbile the velocity of sound or of a can-
non ball !

And now what langnage shall we use
in ﬁ!?(‘ﬂkillg of that other motion of the
eartl 3w whicl we 8)) parlicipate! We
mnke a yenrly circuit ronnd the sun of
ahout five hundred and fifty million
miles, To ddo this requires n yelogi-
ty of one million five hundred thonsand
miles o day, or sixty-bwo thousand miles
an hour, which is npward of one thou-
sand miles every minute ! This is o
speed which is netually inconecivable,

cb nb this rate, ns was just now said,
wo travel without jolt, without eollizion,
and even withont fear of ovil.  We sit
comfortably in_our ensy-going ear, look
womplacently at the stars, past which we
so madly rush, then go to bed and sleep
nnd dresm, and awnke in the morning,
und scldom thinlk of the grand equipage
in which we aro teaveling at the nde of
yixtoon aniles a sceond,

At this point of our survey it might
seem the dictate of rensou to stop, since
wes are already boyond the bonndary of
the eonceivable,  But, although post
that boundary, we are far from having
reached the limits of the ealeulable.
The electrie flnid, sliot along our tele-
graph-wires, o {ar ontstrips the daily
motion of the sun that a cable dispateh
dated London, five o'elock p. m., of any
day, is delivered in Washington City
abont twelve o'clock m, of the same day.
The rapidity of its transmission, thongh
seemingly indefinite, or, a8 we ordinarily
sy, instantancous, is nol aetually so,
Thore is an appreciable portion of time
in ils transit, and that tUme has been
mensnred,  The distanee by wire be-
tween Combridge, Mpssachinsctls, and
San Fraueisco, California, is about thir-
ty-six hnndred miles.

dent,  The celebrated Romer had calen-

Inted with great preasion the celipses of
Jupiter's satellitos when that planet and
the earth were on the same gide of the
sun. To his surprise and perplexity,
however, the eclipses took place sixteen
minutes foo lato, whon Jupiter was on
the side of the gun opposite to the earth,
Every obsenration und reappearanco of
those satellites took place exactly in the
arder }vmliehul, and 1t nearly the ealon-
Inted intervals, but they were regulurly
sixtoen minutes bebind time,  The only
golution of the phenomenon was to bo
had in snpposing Lhat light requires six-
teen minntes to pass through the diam-
eter of he earth’s orbit, i, e, one hun-
dred and eighty-four million miles. This
nstounding faet was soon corrohorated
by other testimony, nntil now thero is
soarcely any fact in physical scicnoe
more firmly established than that light
travels with the cnommons veloeity of
one hnndred and ninety-two thousand
miles n second,

To form p coneeplion, A8 NeAr ns pos-
silile, of this degroe of speed, let us put
two things togethor,  Were the carth
girdled with a speaking-tubo capable of
conveying sound all its leugth, or ab the
rate of five miles n minnto, 0 messago
around wonld ocenpy five thonsand min-
ntes, or cighty-throe and two-third
lLiours, or nearly three and a hanlf doys
for ita passago; whereas light, if il
eonld bo sent aronnd en the samo traok,
would encirelo the earth eight tines boe-
tween each boabof a seeond-mensuring
clock!

Here, now, we nro compalled to stop.
There is no greater veloeity in unture
known to man.  The transmission of
gravitative foree is known to bo greater,
but it is given up that that must b in-
stantancons ; for, if 1ot absalutely so,

" The Cholera Located.

The cpidemiologists of Europs
have heen giving much attention to
ilic cholers, its canses, churacter and
treatment, and ot the Jast meeting of

Hthe Epidemiological Society in Ton-

don, in December last, some very
imporfant faets were presented in
regard to the spread of the cholera
in Russia, by Dr, Frederic J. Monalt,
Inte Professor of Medicine and Med-
ical Jurisprudence at Calentls, e
demonstrated that the extension of
the Russian Bmpire Lo the borders of
India has opencd a gate throngh
which tlie diseage is likely to find its

gceme Lo haye become localized. In
1870 and 1871, there were three dis-
tinct visitutions of cholers in St
Petersbnrg—the first canging 980
deaths: the second, 1,310 ; the third,
1,910—showing an increaging viru-
lence ateach nceessive reappearance.
T'he death-rate to general population
in the Gwo years was 627 per 1,000,
In 1872, the epidemic agnin appéared,
but it died out in September, only to
reappear, a8 we now learn, in Jannary,
Dr. Mouatt and other gkillful ob-
seryers confend that the wandering
pestilence has abandoned its nomadic
character in Europe, and found a
resting place in St Petersburg, where
the houses, saturated with sewerage
matter, invite its ravages. It is
clnimed that the progress of the dis-
case has been seceleraled hy the
introduction of railways into” the
Fast, which iz at least partially con-
firmed by its ravagesin Indin, Rail-
ronds, however, will promote civili-
zation and refinement, and these are
the worst enemies of the cholers.

Open Windows at Night.

Very much hos been written on
this subject, and written unwisely ;
the fucts nre that whoover gleeps un-
comfortably cool will get sick. To
hoista window sky-high when the
mercury ig at zero is an absurdity

"Ilie colder a slecping apartment is
the more unhenlthy doca it become,
because eold condenses the earbonic
acid formed by the breathing of the
slecper. It settles near the floor and
iz rebreathed, and if in a.very con-
densed form he will die before the
morning. Ience we must be gov-
arned by circumstances; the first
thing is, you must be comfortably
warm dnoring leep, otherwise you ave
not refreshed, and inflammation of
the langs may be engendered and life
destroyed within a few days.

An open door and an open fire-
place are gufficient for ordinary pur-
poses in cold weather, Whon outer
windows are opened it is well to have
them down at the top two or three
inches, and np at the bottom for the
£0me space.

In minsmatic localities—and these
aro along water-courses, beside mill-

toms, flat lands and the like—ib is
most important, from the first of
August until several severe frosis
have been notieed, to eleep with all
external doors and windows closed,
because the cool air of sunset canges
the condensation of the poisonous
emanations which were cansed by the
heat of the noonday sun fo rise fur
above the earth; this condensalion
makes the sir “heavy” at sundown,
made beavy by the greater golidifica-
tion of the emanations by cold ; and
resting on the sorface of the earth in
their more concentrated and malig-
nant form, they are breathed into
the lungs and swallowed into the
stomach, corrupting and poisoning
the blood with great rapidity.

By daylight these condensations
are mude so compuct by the protract-
cil coolness of the night, that they
aré too near the surface of the earth
to be breathied into the system ; but |
pg the sun beging to ascend, these
heavy condensalions, minsms, begin
to rise agaity to the height of gevernl
feot above the gronud, and are frecly
taken into the svstem by every breath
and swallow ; hence the hours of
gunrise and gunset are the most un-
healthful of all the hours of the
twenly-four in the loealities named ;
and noontide, when the sun is hat-
test, is the most healthy portion of
the day, becanse the minsm is so
much rarefied that it aseends rapidly
to the upper regions.

The general lessons are, 1st. Avoid
exposure ta the out-door air iu ming-
matic localities for the hours inclnd-
ing sonrise and sunset. 24, Havea
blazing fire on the Deartlr of the
fumily-rooms at these honrs, to rrefy
and send the nrasm upward, ad.
Take breakfast before going owt of
doors in the mormimg, and take. fea
before sundown ; then being ent after
