Most people have foo great anti-
pethy to spiders Lo spend even few
minutes in watching them, Dot we
mist confiess that we rather cultivile
their aequainkance, as they eateh and
devour onr encmics, the flies. The
spinning apparatus of aspider is very
enrions, On the under part of the
bodds sive severnl small prominences
covered with miny hundredsof small
holes throngl which exudesa gummy
snhstance whieh hardons on exposure
to_lhe air. Thus each little hole
produces a thread of inconceivable
fincness: and when these many
threads are joined together, they
form what we scv rs s single thread.
When a spider wiches to Torm a web,
if Le belongs to tha race of geomet.
rical apiders, which lnild & wheel-
ghaped web, be collects soma conve-
nient place, and procecds lo luy the
foundation by attaching the epokes
of his wheels to proper objecls; he
then conmences ub the eentre formed
by the crossing of these lines and
travels round and round, spinning
his web, employing his feelers for
guides as lo dislance.  He always
nses the outer web as a pathway, and
every lime he crosses one of the
spokes he attaches oue of his lines to
it. When he has finished, he takes
his position at the eentre, head down-
ward, ond waite for the unlucky
ingeet whicli heigeure will soon hap-
pen alonz.  As soonas he perceives
that gome awkward fly has run
against his delicate framework, he
bounecs ot on him and quiekly ties
him fast hand and fool, so that he
may devour him atleisure.  Butitis
not alone for layiug traps and tying
fust his unlucky vietims that the
spider uges his web. If he wants to
cross from one tree Lo auwother, as
from one side of o stream to the op-
posite, he uses the seb for a bridge.
T'his he construets by taking a favor-
able position and then spinning a
web, which he lets float in the wind.
As soon us it strikes ome object to
which il adheres, e pulls it, to see
that it iz secnre, and then crossos on
this single line.  Tis is an achieve-
ment in enginecring (hat far sur-
passes the suspension bridges built by
human skifl.  Ifere isa bridge, often-
times from fifty to one lLundred feet
long, spun by o insignificant an in-
geot that we may liaye some trouble
