DIGEST OF SUPREME-COURT DECISIONS,

moneys is required by. the statute to be
made by orders druwn on the assessor
by the director and countersigned by the
moderator; and all money's belonging
to the district in the town treasurer's
hands are required to be paid to the
assessor on warrants drawn by the di-
rector and countersigned by the moder-
ator.
