Tue Russian Emperor has approved regula-
tlons prohibiitng Jews from-setthng outside
of towns or villages, forbidding them from
trading on Sundays and Christian holidays,
and suspending all contrhets of purchase or
tenancy with Hebrews.

A DubLIN telegram of thee 25th states that
a letter from Michael Davitt to the Rev.
Thomas Nulty, Bishop of Meath, violently de-
nouncing the landlords and demanding home
rule, had been published. Bishop Nulty read
the letter'to the assembled clergy of his dio-
cese, who recelved it with enthusiastic ap-

plause. .

1% the British Housoof Commons on the
25th an amendment to the Represslon bill,
offered by Mr. Cowen, that the House disap-
proves of restrictions upon the free expresaion

It was reported on the 25th that the Imme-
diate repression of outrages had been prom
fsed by the Chief of Police of Balta to the
persecuted Hebrews. The Governor of Kieff
bad announced that the authors and instiga-
tors of outraiges on the Jews would be tried
by court-martial,

A Beruiy dispatch of the 25th states that
reports had reached there that a terrible con-
flagration prevailed at Kieff. The fire bad
then been raging for two days. Four hun-
dred houses belonging to Jews had recently
been burned at Vasilishki

WinLiax A, flavr, the Assistant Auditor
of Newark, N. J,, who some time ago left the
country after embezzling £40,000, Lias been ar-
rested at Toronto, Canada. Extradition pro-
ceedings have been commenced: - :

Tue representatives of England and France
have demanded of the President of the Egyp-

tion and removal of Arabi Bey, and the resig-
nation of the Ministry. . They state that they

Tue Egyptian Ministry resigned on the 26th,
after referring the demands of England and
France.to the Sultan.

Graphic Account of the Sinking ef th
Ship Western Belle. :

The ship Western Belle, which sunk in the
foe-pack in the mouth of the Bt. Lawrence,
was in latituds forty-four degrees thirty min-
utes, and longitude forty-seven degrees twene
ty minutes, according to thestory of the mate,
between seven and eight on the evening of
Mayl She was going at s moderate spoed
under ghort canvas, with the Weather very
thick. They had that afternoon sighted the
ship President, about six miles off, but as night
came on the rain poured down in torrents,
and none could see more than a ship's length
through the fog. The first mate had been on
watch and ‘had just bunded the charge of the
ghip to the second mate and Captain, the latter
remarking that, as the weather wus thick, he
would remain on deck, 61

At a quarter past eight the watoh on deck
were startlod by a huge, unproportioned
ghostlike something bearing down upon them,
while the wateh below heard’ the sharp, quick
ory of “loe aheadl"” instantly followed by the
order *Hard up the helm!" The next instant
there was a crash, pnd before the men could
rise from their feet the water was pouring into
the ship in tons through & breach jn her port
bow. Confusion ruled for the fnext five min-
utes, as every man felt that the vessel was
soon to sink from under him, and acted for
himself. She was fast settling by the head,
while the huge, phantom-like icebarg passed on
astern of the ship and was lost to view as sud-
denly as it had come upon them.

The earpenter and Captain were quickly be-
low to ascertain the damage, The next order
was: “Cut.away the boats!” These were two
{n number, and were lashed upon skids in the
manner of most salling vessels. The Captain
got twelve men to take ons boat, The mate
had eharge of the other, and some men worked
for dear life to get her launched. Others
skulked abont terror-stricken. There Was no
time to load her with provisions, The lash-
{ngs had been cut with the carpenter's ax, and
everything was done that could be done to fa.
cilitate the launching of the Captain’'s beat.
“Come away, Captain; come away, to our bdat!
The ship's not going to stay afloat till you get
your boat out,” shouted the mate. *For
God' sake, come away! Come, all of you!
We have room for you all in our boat.'" 8till
the Captain and his men stuck to their places
at the boat. John Kelley, the wheelsman, re-
fused all entreatics to enter the boat and died
at his post. The mate, noticipg that the stern
of the vessel was lifting, ordered his men to
pull astern. There was a heavy sea running
and a blinding rafn. There might have boen
twenty v to succor them within a mile,
yet none could be seen. The mate, sitling in
his boat, waited a little and wagchoed anxiously
the sinking ship, whilc the carpenter sat at the
helm. All at once the stern of the Western
Belle rose higher, and the mate cried out to
his men: *“Pull away, men!" They pulled
with a will, but got no further than a ship's
length from the vessel when she disappeared
from view, going down like adiver.

It was less than twenty minutes from the
time she struck that the ship went down.
Thirteen persons were in and around the
boats on deck, which they were trying to
launch, but not one of them floated. 1f they
did they uttered no cry that could be heard by
the survivors in the boat. Nothing could be
seen of elther Captain or crew. It was ques-
tionable - whether the survivors were much
better off, They were in an open boat with no
provisions, They had saved no clothing, and
the carpenter was in his shirt and drawers,
without shoes. The sea was running high, and
all that could be dene was to keep the boat’s
hend to the sea, bail her out when she was

Washington; that the death of the President in
New Jersey, except as affeoted by the loeal
gtatute, could not change the jurisdiction. Tho
assassin had not been in New Jersey, had com--
mitted no offense against New Jersey laws, and
the mere fact of the victim belng removed to
Elberon to prolong his life or save it, if possi
ble, could not be made to affect the character
of the crime.

If nature has not given intellect to
these animals, it has given them au in-
stinct very much akin to it. A man has
only to hunt them in their wilds to learn
how wonderfully Providence has taught
them to choose the most favorable

ind, whether for feeding or encamp-
!ng. snd to resort to jungles where their
ponderous bodies so resemble rocks or
the dark foliage, that it is very difficult
for the sportsman to distinguish them
from surrounding objects; while their
feet are so cqnstruelmll that not only can
they tramp over any kind of ground,
whether hard or soft, thorny or smooth,
but without emitting a sound. Some of
their encamping grounds are models of
ingenuity—some of them perfect for-
tresses  1'once followed up a herd and
found them in a small forest surrounded
on three sides by a tortuous river, im-
passable for ordinary mortals by reason
either of the depth of water, its precipi-
tous banks, quicksands or entangling
weeds in its bed, while the fourth side
was protected by ‘a tangled thicket,
further protected by a quagmire in front.
To get at them withou} disturbing them
was impossible; at last, when I did get
within shot of the forest, tle elephants
retreated hy the opposite side to that by
which I had approached, and after fol-
lowing them for several hours I did not
get a shot. The damage done to rice
crops, Mr. Sanderson thinks, is exag-
erated. It may be so in Mysore; but in
urmah, in many places, it is excessive.
While employed on survey work in the
Tharawaddie district, I have been fol-
lowed about by villagers pointing out the
damage done and asking for a remission
of tax, mistaking mefor a revenue officer.
