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THE POSTAL NOTEB LAW.

A Description of_th?-o Noto--ﬁm-
tages of the Plan--S to;h_o J

The law authorizing the three-cent
‘postal note'” directs that its provisions
shall be put into opération by the Post-
master-General within six months after
the date of its approval by the President.
‘The act was signed on March 3, and the
postal notes must, therefore, be ready
for the public by September 3, 1853, at
the latest The Department officials
are net ready to state precisely the time
at which they ca# be issued, but there
seems to be no good reason why they
should not be available at the opening
of the new fiscal year, July 1, as the
new law regquires little additional

in advertising for proposals for the new
blanks, ete., that are necessary, which
however, are to be furnished by the
Public Printer and the Bureau of En-
graving and P'rinting, if their estimates
are below those received from private
persons.

THE POSTAL NOTE PESCRIBED. I

A mode] of the proposed pestal note '
is printed on the back of the reports of |
the committees of both houses. Itis
about as large as a greenback. At the
right hand are two columns giving the |
months of the year, and the dates of |
twelve years béginning with the present. |
At the left hand are three columns of |
tigures. One represestting dollars, is |
numbered up to 4; the second, represent- |
ing dimes, is numbered up to Y; the
third, representing cents, is alse num-
bered up to 9, nn;reach series ends with |
a cipher. The note is for sums less
than 5. The postmaster at the office
issuing the note will punch the menth
and the year, the number of dollars,
number of dimes and number of cents
in their respective columins, thus pre-
venting any alteration of the amount or
date. By this system the postal notes
can be issued for any sum from 1 cent
up to $4 99, :

No written application will be neces-
sary. The note will be bought like a
postage stamp and will be payable to
the bearer at amy time within three
months from the last day of the month
of issue, The body of the note is a
form stating the office at which it is is-
sued and the oflice to which itis sent.
When paid the person obtaining pay-
ment pats his signature upon the note,

SLIGHT DECREASE IN SECURITY,

It is mot claimed that the postal note l
furnishes the same elements of security
as the postal order new in use, where
vritten application is made and  where
the sender’'s name is privately forward-
ed to the office where the order is to be

aid; but it is believed that its conven-
lence to all elasses of people will be so
great as to render the Jecn-nsc in secur-
ity of trifling importance. It is expect-
ed that it will m[w the place for trans- |
mission of money through the mails of |
the old fractional currency. Since that |
was withdrawn there has been no safe |
and agreeable way of transmitting small
sums except by postage stamps, which
are not regarded with favor as currency,
or by the cumbersome process eof the
postal order, .

The postal note system has been in |
use in Great Brimin just two years with |
great popular acceptance: The lastan- |
nual report of the British Postmaster-
General shows that 4,462,920 of these
postal orders, amounting to £2 006,917, |
had been issued in one year. The -gy- |
erage time they were in sireulation was |
six days, showing that there was no|
foundation for the idea that they would |
be devoted to permanent use as cur-|
rency.
SUPERIORITY OVER THE BRITISH SYSTEM. :

The United States postal note is, how- |
ever, better adapted to popular use in |
several respects than the British postal |
note. - The note, eosting 3 cents, can be
issued, as already stated, for any sum |
from 1 cent up to $4.99, while the Brit- |
ish notes can be issued only for ten fixed
amounts from 1 shilling to 20 shillings,
no provisien being made for intermedi- |
ate sums.  Our postal note will require |
ouly a single blank form, while the |
British system calls for ten different |
blanks for the ten grades of orders. The |
fee for the lowest British postal note is |
a half-penny; for the highest, 2 pence. |
The fee for United States postal note |
will be the same in all cases up to $5— |
Joeents,
~ .The new rates for postal orders,
vhich are to some extent reductions on
existing rates, are as follows: For or-
ders not exceeding %10, 8 cents: be- |
tween 810 and 815, 10 cents; between
$15 and $30, 15 cents; between $30 and
$40,50 conts; between $40 and 8350, 25
ceuts; between 830 and $60, 30 cents;
between 860 and 870, 35 cents; between
¥70 and 850, 40 cents; between $80 and
$100, 45 cents. No money order is to
be issued for & greater sum than $100,

‘A writer
in the Fortnightly Review states that
the very anticipation of the coming rail-
ways has created new life and activity;
that every steamer from the United
States brings in farming implements
and other machinery; that sewing-ma-
chines have come into use; that the
price of lJand has risen, new mills are
building, more than one town is lighted
by electricity, and signs of progress are
seen on every side. He prediets a rapid
growth of the coffee trade and the open-

000,000 acres in the northwest, and lays
stress upon a rich supply of eosl in Co-
ahuila and Nuevo Leon as a fact of
fupreme importance in conneetion with
the successful operation of the new rail-
ways and the development of the iron
mines in Northern Mexico. The result,
according to this writer, so far as the
Americans are concerned, is *‘the same
as if England should suddenly find a
Japan or India on her border and sepa-
rated only by the Tweed and an invis-
ible frontier line,”” Mexioco has become
an American ‘‘grocery-store,’’ *‘promis-
ing & traflic unequalled in variety and
extent in any utixcr part of the conti-
nent."”

The practical conclusion to be drawn
from the statistics compiled by the
consular agents of the state livlmrlmvnl
and the reflections of this English trav-
eler is that Mexico promises to be a
most profitable field for American com-
mercial enterprise.

Its industrial development will not be
rapid, but there will be a ¢constant prog-
ress, so that by the close of another de-
cade an erg of prosperity may be con-
fidently anticipated, The advantages
of position already acquired by Ameri-
can manufacturers and traders must be
retained, They must keep well in ad-
vance of their English and French com-
petitors, and if a reciproeity treaty will
improve their chances, let them have it,
although a similar policy proved disud-
vantageous on the northern frontier,
We are glad that the Seaate deferred
action upon that treaty until December,
There was no pressing need of haste, as
the Mexican Congress has not yet rati-
fied the convention. It was too im-
portant a treaty to be accepted without
mature reflection and critical knowledge
Weé eaution: protection-
ists, howevér,againstopposingithe treaty
capriciously, or in any narrow spirit.

They must remember that the home in-
dustries, which have been built up by
the high tariff, and have afforded good
wages and a diversity of employment
to a conglomerate population, will event-
ually outrun the t‘uuu-stic demand and
require foreign markets. If free trade
with Mexico implies the development
and prosperity n} American  manufac-
turers, 1‘1rulm-tiunisls need have no hesi
tation about aceepting with good grace,

Worked
by two keys, and positively or nega-
tively electrified, the coil swings the
siphon point now to one side, now to the
other, along the tape. Responsive to
the trained hand of the operator, the
filament of ink marks out on one notch,
two notches, three notches, then sud-
denly it may be a higher elevation or
depression until the delicate line tracec
on the tape looks like the tiny outline o
a mountain range. But it isa rangc
whose every hill top, peak and valley
mean an alaphetical symbol to the tele-
grapher's eyes. The recorder is the in-
vention of the famous electrician, S
William Thompson. How delicate an
interpreter it is may be inferred from
the fact that 10 jars work 1,800 miles of
cable between Valentia and Heart's
Content, while 25 jars of the same elec-
tric power would be needed to work 350
miles of land wire; m other words, the
recorder is more than 12 times as efli-
cient for its purpose as the ordinary
Morse instrument. The recorder traces
its chapacters on the tape about as fast
as a slow penman copies a letter. Be-
sides its delicacy of work, the recorder,
as its name imports, has the merit of
leaving the record of the message.™
