CRUSHED TO DEATH,

Thie entire roof, inside walls, iron and stone
columns of the new south wln&of the capitol
at Madison, Wis, fell in the other afternoon,
burying a large nymber of workmen {in the
ruins,” The causé of the terrible accldent 13
.somewhat uncertain, but the most plausible
theory is that the heavy iron pillars support-
ing the roof of the second story balcony suunk
into the plank on which they rested, thus pull-
ing the sound wall outward which in turn
cauaed the roof of the emire wing to .cave in.
These columns were made of large pieces of
boiler fron rolled into circular form,stove pipe
fashion, the gglmum not being bolted togeth-
‘er. About 25 men were burled beneath the
wall, four of whom were killed, and the others
wounded, many dangerously. It is the opiniou
of the contractor thet the loss will fall on the
commenWwealth, as the plans were approved by
the state architect, and the blame can be as-
cribed to no one.  The loss cannot be estimated
at present. The additions were to be com-
pleted March 1, 1884. Two hundred thousand
dollars were appropriated by the legislature to
meet the necessary expense, The wing was
destgaed for the use of the historical society.
