An 0ld Landmark Conc.

Another ancient landmark of Detroit,
of Michigan, Indeed of American history, has
reached the end of its course. The Pontlac
tree is dead. For some years its virility has
been waning, and it has been knowa that this
Interesting relic of the forest primeval and
survivor of the Bloody Run massacre was
dying. Last year it was noticed that the end
was approaching, and the saps of his life have
just run out altogether. The Pontiac tree was
one of the historlc trees of Ameriea. Its an-
tquity was demonstrated by its slze. Its in-
terest, however, came from the fact that {t was
a surviving witness of one of the most melan-
choly events of the history of Michigan. It
was an old whitewocd, and * in ite prime a fine
looking monarch of the forest. The following
accouut of the event that gave the old tree its
celebrity appeared in  Harper's Magazine in
May, 1862,in an illustrated sketeh of the leading
American historical trees:

“In July, 17°8, Pont!ac was encamped behin(
a swamp a mile and & half north of the fort at
Detroit, (.‘npt.

Good potatoes can bé bought at the
market for $1.80 a barrel.  They are
not the highly cultivated vegetable—
the Early Rose orsuch varieties —but
they are big, wholesome potatoes that
contain fully as much nutriment as the
more expensive Kinds.  The price
charged at the corner grocery for a
small measure of ordinary potatocs is
ten cents. As not a few of the meas-
ures are arranged with false bottoms,
there is sometimes tive of them to the
reck. But allowing that the men are
onest enough to give fair measure, the
cost of apeck is forty cents, or $1.60 a
bushel, and $6.40 a barrel. This method
of selling potatoes enables the grocer to
obtain a profit of 225 per cent. on a
single barrel of potatoes.
