A
slightly larger amount produced nausea, vom-
iting and diarrhiea.  The poison is volatile at
the temperature of boliing water, and for this
reason even poisonous cheese may be eaten
with imptnity after being cooked.  The sub
stance has also a marked, pungent odor, and
through the nose one can obtain  sufficient of
the volatile po son to produze dryness of the
throat. This Is true, '{n.mc-mr. only uf the iso.
lated poison. In the cheese the taste and odor
of the poison are buth modified to such an ex-
tent that they would noi be recogaized, as has
already Leen stated.

Mill Owners' Ultimatum.

A jint confercnce of m1l owners
from Bay City, West Bay City, SBaginaw and
Fast Baginaw was heid in East Saginaw on the
83rd. Of the elghty cight mills on the river
seyenty were reprosented either by the owners
or by proxy. A committee of four, which had
been appolnted for the purpose, submitted the
following, which was unanimously adopted:

As efforts are being constantly made by de-
signicg men to convey the impression to the
employes that it is the intention of the mill
owuers to soon start thelr mills and salt works
on various plans as to hours of running and
the scale of wazes, and believing that many
employes are.d luded by these false 'prominel.

owners may be fuily understood we make the
following statement and pledge:

First—The wages which prevafled in the
various mills an 1 511t works at the time the
men were compelled to quit work, were fully
as high, and n some cases higher than the em-
ployers could afford to pay without actual &*—
cuniary loss; the wages being higher than the
average pa'd for that class of labor through-
out the United States, the same being §1 70
per day.

Becond—No complalnt has been made by the
employes a% 10 the hours of lator for the past
ten venrs, Some of the mill owners last spring
offered W vun their mills on ten hours' time
with a proportionate pay, which offer was re-
Jected by thelr employes. S

Third—In view of the fact that the wages

id were as h g as we conld afford to pay and

e hours forf labor satisfactoryto our em-
‘ployes until interference by professional agi-

ators, therefore we hereby determipe not
start our mills and salt works until the men
are willing toretarn to work on the same
basis as they w re when the works were shut
«down by an armed mob. .

The Luxury of Btrikes.

The maintenance of the state troops Involves
an enormous expense upon Saginaw and Bay
count'es.

SPEARING SWORD-FISH.

Fishing Which Does not Grow Tireson
From Lack of Excitement.

The fish are always harpooned from
the end of the bowsprit of a sailing
vessel. All vessels regularly engaged
in this fishery are supplied with-an appa
ratus for the support of the harpooner,
which consists of a wooden platform
about two feet square, upon which the
harpooner stands, and an upright bar
of iron three feet high, rising from the

£ tip of the bowsprit just in front of this

atform. At the top of this bar is a
guw of irow in nearly a circular form,
to surround the waist of the harporzpcr,
This structure is called the *“‘rest’ or
the *“pulpit.” A manis always sta-
tioned at the mast-head, whence, with
the keen eye wh ch practice hus given
him, he can easily desery the tell-tale
dorsal fins at a distance of twe or three
miles.- When a fish has Leen sighted
the watch *‘sings out,” and the vessel
i steered divectly toward it.  The skip-
pertakes his place in the pulpit, holding
the harpoon with both hands by the
upper end, and directing the man at
the wheel by voice and gesture how to
steer.
