“ Water covers about three-fourths of
the earth’s surface,” says bon, “and wa-
ter, accordiug to Dr., Whitelaw, forms
about three-fourths of the welght of living
animals and plants.  Prof. Chaussier dried
the body of a man in an oven, like a brick
in a kiln, and after desiccation the body
weighed only 12 pounds. Rather more
than 1 pound of water is exhaled daily by
the breath, about 1% pounds by the skin,
and 28" pounds by the kidneys, making
the daily emission of water by the body
about 513 pounds, or not quite three quarts,
Human blood contains from 79 to 88 per cent.

THE KING OF ANNIM,

Life of the Semi-Savage Monarch in His
Palace at Hue.

Despite the civilizing attempts ol
the French, life in the royal pulace ol
Hue continues unchanged. The King's
harem is composed of a hundred
women, who are recruited chiefly from
among the daughters of functionaries.
Qnee within the palace they cease all
communication with their families,
and become, 0 to speak; prisoners.
They are divided into nine classes o1
ranks, and are fed and clothed at the
expense of the state. Those belong:
ing to the first class receive yearly 50
ligatures (7 ligntures are equal to 75
cents), 250 bushels of rice, and 48
pieces of silk; they have each ten
sorvants. The Queen receives 1,000
ligatures, 300 bushels of rice, and 60
picces of silk. The King's mother,
strange to say, ls allowed more than
the Queen. She receives 10,000 liga-
tures, 1,000 bushels of rice, and pres-
ents of all kinds in the shape of cloth-
ing and jewelry. The King is attend-
ed daily by a number of women, chosen
from all the ranks of the harem.
Thirty of them mount guard at the
doors of his Majesty's private apart-
ments. Five are attached constantly to
his person; it is these who have charge
of his tollette; they dress him, perfume
him, pare his long nails, agd arrange
his turban. They also attend on him
at table. The King takes three meals
a day. Each comprises fifty dishes,
prepared by fifty cooks. The dishes
are borne to the door of the dining-
room by the cooks, who hand them over
to the women on duty, for no males
are permitted to enter the royal apart=
ments. His Majesty drinks, as a rule,
a peculiar kind of scented spirit es-
pecinlly distilled for him, but occa-
sionally, on the advice of the doctors,
he takes a little Bordeaux wine. The
quantity of rice eaten by his Majesty
is always the same; it Is measured and
welghed; but should his appetite fall
off, and he be unable to consume the
preseribed amount, then the dactors

Bpoon river rose sixteen feet in
four hours, sweeping away the crops in the
lowlands, Bridges were washed out on
every railroad in the county. On the up-
lands wheat, oats and grass are flat, The

Prrrsseron, Pa., July 10.-The contin-
uous rain-fall of the past twenty-four
hours has resulted in numerous wash-outs
on the railroads leading to this city and
the trains are badly delayed, but as far as
known there were no serious accidents,
Many of the small streams at the head.

railroad, The railroad bridges from above
town have been carried away .and lodged
against a trestle in Unlontown, The rain
is still pouring down, but it is thought the
worst is past.

arrest was made by United Btates
Marshal Marsh, Deputy Burchard and
Assistant  Superintendent  MeGinn, of
the Pinkerton agency. Godding'd name
appeared in . the warrant on which

Bauereifen was arrested, - but  he
could mnot then be found- about
Aurora.  Godding  was brought here

and taken before United States Commis-
gloner Hoyne, who, after a statement
from Mr. Dawes, held the prisoner under
bouds of #5000 to appear next Friday.
Godding made no application tothe Broth-
erhood here for suceor, On that subject
Chairman Hoge smd: *The Brotherhood
will take no steps to secure either bail
or attorneys for these men. It ia
none of its business, The order would not
sanction snch aeis as these men are
charged with, but if it learns that any of
its members are being persecuted it has
money in plenty to spend in their defense,”

Godding refused to make any statement
to the press, but it is undersiood that in
the presence of his inquisitors ho stead-
fastly declared his innocence of any
knowledge of o dynamito conspiracy,
or - complicity witii sy
having such an object iz view. Heis a
member of the Drotherhaud, belonging to
Post 82 at Aurora. He kas béen in the em-
ploy of the Burlington road for seventeen
years.

The arrest of Godding was about the only
thing of Intercst that transpired in con
nection with the case. He is the sixth man
arrested. Broderick, Wilson anl Bowles
are still in jail and their prospects for find
ing bail appear hopeless at present, Chair-
man Hoge appears to be making no exer-
tions in their behalf, Bauercisen is outon
bail.
