The
railroad company thereupon abandoned
the project, and all employes of the road
are likely to be suspended until the fever

Mewmrnis, Tenn., Bept. 25.—The Board of
Health authorities have determined to
place the same restrictions on the railroads
west of the river as have been enforced
against those on the east side, and after 1

o'clock to night no passengers arriving at

West Memphis on the Kansas C.ty,
Bpringfield & Memphis, Iron Mountain
or Memphis & Little Rock railroads will
be allowed to tross the river unless sup-
plied with passes from the Memphis Board
of Health.  The militia force, consisting
of members of the Chickasaw Guards,
Memphis Merchant Zouaves and Schorr
Zouaves, wént on duty yesterday, and are
now guarding all roads leading into Mem-
phis.

He was pro-
moted tobe a Commanderof the Legion in 1856,
In 1850 he served in the campaign against
Austria, When the Freneh invaded Mexico in
1562 he held high command and sueceeded
Marshal Forey as head of the forces in 1863,
when he received the grand cross, The next
year he wus moade a Marshal of France, In
1800 the Emperor Napoleon promoted him to
pe Commander-in-Chief of the Imperial Guard,

The war with Germany, 1870-1, furn'shed the
scene of Bazaine's highest distinetion and of
hss historie disgrace, At the outbreak of hos-
tilities he commanded the Third Army Corps
near Metz. When the battles of Worth and
Forbach had been fought, disastrously to the
¥French army, Marshall Bazaine took command
of the main armies of the empire,
On August 14, 1550, he Dbegan & ro-
treat from Metz and fought and lost
the bioody battles of Mars-ladtour and
Gravelotte before being forced back into
Metz. This stronghold wus invested promptly
by Prince Frederick Charles, and on October
€7, 1870, Bazaine surrendered. One hundred
and seveaty thousand private soldiers, over
6,000 oMeers, fifty Generals and three Marshals
of France were made prisoners of war on this
oocasion, the largest number of men ever
taken at one time, Bazsine fled to England,

Th's awiul blow to the military pride of the
French people was followed in 1873 by the trial
of Bazaine by court-martial for having failed to
do his duty, He was sentenced to degradation
and death, MceMahon, President of the French
Repuvlie, commuted the sentence to imprison-
ment for twenty years in § fortress.
Bazaioe was taken to tae Isle Sainte Marguer-
ite, in the Mediterranean sea, from whence he
escaped after nine months’ imprisonment. He
vigited Germany and England, then removed
to Spain, and made s residence at Madrid,
where he had since resided. ]
