In order to understand the nature of this
calamity it is necessary to describe the re-
spective locations of the reservolr and
Johnstown. The reservolr lies about
eighteen nil'es northeast of Johnstown,
end is the site of the old reservoir which
was one of the feeders of the Pennayl-
vania canal. It 1s the property of a num.
ber of wealthy gentlemen in Pittaburgh,
who formed themselves intoan association,
the title of which is the South Fork Fishing
Club, This sheet of water was former.

It s
from 200 to 800 feet above the level
of Johnstown, being in the mountaina It
is_about three miles and a half long and
from a mile to a mile and a quarter in
width, and fn some places it is 100 feet in
depth. 1t holds more water than
any other reservoir, natural or arti-
ficlal, in the United States The lake
has been quadrapled in size by artificial
means, and was held in check by a dam 700
to 1,000 feet wide. It is 90 feat in thickness
at the base and the height is 110 feet.

Baxo Horvow, Pa, June §—A reporter
was the first man to cross to Johnstown
proper by means of a basket suspended
from a ocable, as passengers are removed
from wrecked ships, Here the scenes were
ml‘fnllod in thelr horror. Police officers
and others were rendering all possible aid,
but the number of the dead seems. greater
than the number of the living, Cinder,
Market, Main, Looust and Washington
streeta have been swept oclean and
bare of all bulldings of whatever character,
and their inhabitants seein to have fled into
the streets at the first warning of danger,
and others roshed to thelr deaths, for those
who remained in thelr honses had an oppor-
tunity to flee to the upper stories. When
the houses were frame they were Hoated
from thelr foundations, and many were
saved,

The Hotel Hulbert, a brick strocture, had
sixty-five guests, and sixty-three of these
were killed by the falling in of the floors
and walls,

Four travelers who ‘were staylug at
the Hurlbut went to the top floor when
the tlood came, and after wishing each
other “good-bye" swrrenderad themselves
to fate.

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MADE OF PAPIER MACHE,

In l‘u Raw State ana Manufactured—
Forms u Ia Japanese—Where Made,

Ol paper mache the most familiar
object and that oftenest in use is the
ordinary shoe button. Of these little
articles something like thres and a
half million gross come into the coun-
Iry every year, or $100,000 worth,
The manufacturer of papier-mache
goods is confined almost entirely to
Germany and France. The French
have a special name for them—**Ap.
ticles on carton lacque.” There are
manufactories in the United States,
but here are only made the coarser
and more serviceable goods, as pails
for instance, and for the finely var-
nished novelties, fancy goods and odd-
ities the foreign manufacturer must ba
depended upon. The rate of wages is
80 comparatively low on the continent
that after manufacturing, paying
freight and the thirty per cent.
papler-mache import duty he can sell
at @ price too low for the American to
enter into competition. But the pail
class of goods he does not send over.

Papier-mache, in its raw state, is
simply pulp, a cohering mass, worked
up into that condition by a fiery tem-
perature of from 200 to 500, At a
cortain stage, known only to the man-
ufacturers, for much of the process is
secret, it is stamped into its design
and set aside to cool and harden. The
original process, the method of 100
years ago, when snufl boxes were
about the only things made of it, was
that of molding. Within the lust forty
years, however, since when all these
fancy articles have commenced to be
made, this has been discarded for the
stamping method. The papier-mache
dolls’ heads one sees, however, are
still molded.

The wvarnish or lacquer which is
overlaid upon the article, now hard
and tough and rather of a dirty color,
is another trade seovet. It has a high
polish, and neither fine, water nor acid
has any effect upon it. For this reason
o pan or vessel of papier mache s of
the greatest value in the laboratory
and to-the chemist and physician, - It
is about the only material upon which
no acid whatever has auy effect. Un-
less very thin, indeed, an article of
papier mache is unbreakable. = With a
vase or plece of brie-a-brae, and these
are susceptible of and frequently seen
with the painting and elaborate decora-
tion, this has its advantages.

These goods, in the polish and tint
of their surface—those of the black
surface for varnishes of a duller brown
are also in use—seem wonderfully like
Japanese lacquer work. And in the
small finely-finished boxes, with their
covers.carefully painted in Japanese
picture designs, the resemblance is
complete. It is quite an important
part of the trade of_ the papier-mache
manufacturer to sell such articles, as
these to the dealer in Japanese goods,
by whom, it is to be supposed, they are
passed off upon the publious ‘‘genuine
old Japanese lacquer.”

Of the innumerable objects which
find thelr way here from the conti-
nental factories there are firemen's
helmets, used extensively in Germany,
and very much lighter than those
Americans wear; canteen flasks, re-
placing the old glass and wicker ones
of the German army (1,000,000 of them
are said to be in use in the ranks);
tables, stands, with an elaborate top
swinging downward on a hinge; fancy
articles, calahdars, picture frames,
trays, flower pots of every imaginable
style and description.

Another manufacture closely identi-
fied with papier mache is that of com-
pressed paper. The process here con-
sists of tightly rolling and compress-
ing, an adhesive chemical preparation
of albumen being added. As com-
pleted,the manufactured article has the
wearing qualities and the hardness of
steel and an additional elasticity. It
becomes valuable and is much needed
for such things as axle washers, dust
guards and portions of railroad wheels,
formerly manufactured of steel. It has
advantage over the latter that it does
not cause 8o much friction.  The duty
here on manufactures of compressed
paper is 80 high as to be prohibitive.
Thus the foreign manufacturers of
papler mache, who also make articles
 of compressed paper, do not send the
latter products over here. There are
