The detectives had but
Justloft the loan office when Crowe was
seen by Offlogr Linville to enter the
place, As-Crowe was leaving the pawn-
shop Ofeer Linville stepped up to him
and placed him under arrest,

“I'll never go with you alive,” retorts
od the prisoner, whipping a revolver
from his pocket and firing full in the
face of the officer, The bullet struck
just below the left ear, and, passing
completely through the tongue, made
its exit through the rignt side of the
face, The officer fell to the ground with
the blood pouring in torrents from his
mouth,

The shooting took place at & time
when all the employes of the fagtories
and stores in the vicinity were quitting
their work, and a nundred or more oiti-
gens followed the fugitive, who was
running rapidly toward Adams street,
Turning east on Adams, the crowd in
the rear was augmented by hundreds
more, until the street was filled with
pursuers who were yelling: ‘“Stop
thief!" “Stop thief!"

Officer Hiriscon, who stands at the vors
ner of Adams and Dearborn streets, spw
the man- runniug toward him, revolver
in hand and followed by the howling
mobh.  The officer made an attempt to
selze the man, when a shot fronr
Crowe's revolver wounded-~ the offioer
in the left hreast, the bullet enter-
ing - just below the nipple, Oficar
liriscoo foll to the ground wortally®
wounded. As he dropped he pulled his
own revolver .and fired at Crowe, the
bullet crashing through the assallant's
arm, Crowe continued to run toward
Michigan avenue, his pursuers being re-
inforeed by Detectives Munkett, Marsh,
MoDonald and half a dozen uniformed
officers who were attracted by the
sounds of the shooting and the yells and
cries of the excited orowd.

As he was orosaing Niate street Crowe
turned and discharged the only remaln-
ing chamber of his revolver at the
erowd, The bullet plowed thraligh the
arm of C K Cole, who was foremost
among the pursuers. Crowe continfed
rannikg and turned south om Miche
lgan  avenue, taking refuge in a
blind alley_ adjoining the Pullman
bujlding, where, with revolver in
hand, he kept bis pursuers at bay until.
Detectives Plunkett and Marsh struock
him down with well-directed blows from
the butts of their revolvers Hand-
cufls were placed on his wrists and he
was marched toward the statiom, still
followed by at Ioast a thpusand persons
Who had joined in the chase and whose
eries of “Lynch him!"

He read the list of subsoribers,
and sald they were all known men of
wealth and standing, Mr. Gage then
sald that in adout. ten or twelve days
the fair organization would be incor
porated and would begin work., There
was no doubt that as soon as this was
effeoted it would quickly seoure sub.
soriptions for $1,000,000 or more, This
