Sevrn Berurenesm, Pa., July 18—
One of the most destructive storms that
bas visited this section in years passed
across Lehigh valley from a north-
wosterly direction at 4 o'clook Thurs-
day. It was accompanied by rain
and Mail and lasted one hour, in
which time several lives were lost,
many people injured and o great
amount of property destroyed. The
storm was in the nature of a cyclone,
and rain fell .in sheets. Reports from
the surrounding ocountry tell of
great destruction. At Hellertown
the large new agricultural works
were struck by  lightning and
burned. John Freeman was killed
by falling timbors and five other work-
men were hurt, three fatally, Along
the North Pennsylvania road the tele-
graph line was demolished and trees
three feet in circumference ‘broken
like reeds and thrown across the tracks.
Stacks of grain and hay were caught
ap and carried along, and in one fleld
in Baucon valley two horses were
buried <under a.mass of straw and
suffocated. Many houses here were un-
roofed and in West Boethlehem the large
new school-house was demolished. Be-
tween here and Allentown the storm
cut a swath a quarter of a mile wide,
snapping off the thickest trees and car-
rying them along. At Allentown the
375-foot brick stack at Barbour's thread
works wag.blown down, In that place
there were many houses wnroofed.

Two ‘passenger trains on the Lehigh
Valley railroad encountered the storm
between Bothlehem and Allentown and
both narrowly escaped being wrecked.
One of the trains struck a telegraph
pold and the headlight and the smoke-
itack of the engine were crushed.
Trains had to feel their way along, fre-
juently stopping to allow telegraph
poles und trees to be removed from the
track,

Undaunted, how-
ever, two firemen scaled the ladder and
threw a rope to the roof. It was caughs
and tied by one of the brave
girls, who scomed never to lose . her
nerve. The firemen pulled themselves
up hand over hand until they reached
the top of the burning bullding, and
amid cheers from the thousands below,
they let the seyen down to places of
safety. It was accomplished just in time,
for flames immediately burst up through
the cornice and soon enveloped the
rool.

LIVE 8TOCK IN GERMANY,

The Methods  of
Cattle,

Hiram J. Dunlap, formerly editor of
the Champaign (I11.) Gazette, now
Consul to Breslau, Germany, in the
course of an interesting letter to his
paper has this to say of live stock in
that country:

I have alteady mentioned the fact
that all domestic animals here are
taught to lead. Thers being no fences
anywhere, it is therefore necessary to
have them 'very docile so that they can

tied together and prevented from
running into tho growing crops. When
cattle’ure taken to market they aro tied
togother by the head in files of three,
four, or more, and a man goes along to
lead each file. This would be rather ex-
pensive in the United Scates. 1 saw a
lot of cattle going through the streets
here a fow days ago. Thegre were nine-
teen steers in the drove and most of
them had a hole in the loft ear through
which a cord was passed and tied
around the horns of the one alongside,
There were five leaders and one man on
horseback. Hogs, sheep, and goats all
lead, though generally they are mar-
keted in wagons. The hogs are not so
“hog fat"” as American farmers like to
got them, and all that I have seen have
long snouts, coarse bristles, and are
white in color.

Last winter a cargo of American cat-
tle was landed in Hamburg, and many
were sold to German farmers who de-
sired to fatten them. When the cattle
were delivered they were driven into
chutes and a rope tled around their
horns. Then the gate was opened and
the purchaser and his steer became ac-
quainted, There was never before such
excitement in Hamburg, Away would
go the steer, with two or three Dutch-
men holding on to the rope, at a 2:40
gait, running over dog-carts, pedestri-
ans and every thing else that got in the
way. Many of the streets in Hagaburg
are very narrow—too narrow to even
drive acartthrough; others wide enough
to permit one-to pass at a time. . These
narrow streets were the scene of hair
breadth escapes, they being unusually
full of women and children. The mien
hokling to the ropé=were slung here and
there, and generally let go after the
first mile. The *Donnerwetters” that
fell in Hamburg that day oxceeded
those of the English army in Flanders,
It took two or three days to gather up
the lost cattle, and people have not got
over talking about it yet. Since then
they liave learned that the American
steer is not used to being handled in
that way.
