Willlam  Dawson, Well-Known at the
“Shoemaker Astronomer," Passes Away
at Spiceland, Ind,

NEw Castre, Ind., Aug. 15-—Will-
fam Dawson, known in scientifie circles
the world over as the “shoemaker as-
tronomer,” died at his home Wednes-
day, Ia Spiceland, at the age of 57
years, from blood poisoning. ' He was a
poor boy, and was early appren.
