Yankton Charley, now employed as a
scout here, brings particulars of the
murder of Lieutenant Casey, of the
Twenty-second Infantry of General
Brooke's command, near the hostile
camp Wednesday. The Lieutenant had
started out to visit the hostiles in order
to induce the chiefs to come in and talk
with General Brooke. He passedasmall
band of Ogallalas, who were butcher-
ing, and proceeded further, followed,
however, by two of the Indians, who
uppearcd to be friends. He was shortly
afterwards met by Pete Richards, son-
in-law of Red Cloud, who had been sent
by the latter to warn him not to ap-
proach the hostiles, as it was dangerous
to do so. Casey said he would ride
to the top of a little knoll, where
he could get a view of the hostile camp.
Richards dissuaded him, and he and
Casey turned around and departed.
Just then Richards heard a shot, and,
tarning back, saw Casey fall from his
horse, the bullet having passed through
the Lieutenant's head. The shot was
fired by the younger of the two
Ogallalas who had followed Casey.
Richards would have shot the murder-
er but his cartridges would not fit his
gun. Thursday night General Brooke
sent out a detachment under Lieuten-
ant Getty to recover the remains. The
body was found stripped but not mu-
tilated. 1t was borne to Oelrichs,
whence it will be sent to Fort Keogh,
Mont.

DexVER, Col., Jan. 9.—A Salt Lake
City special to the Rocky Mountain
News says: A special from Pocatello
says the town is in a great state of ex-
citement - over the aetion of the Sho-
shone Indians on the reservation. Last
night they indulged in a war dance

and otherwise evinced a desire
or bloodshed.

possible and by this time they are
thonght to be en route. The town
is in a state of wildest confu-
sion. The place is almost entire-
ly destitute of arms and a force of
not over 200 men is all that can be mus-
tered for service. The ranchmen and
cowhoys from the surrounding country
are assembling to the rescue. Requests
from Blackfoot, Idaho, for transporta-
tion of arms have been sent to the
Union Pacific authorities here. People
of Pocatello are pleading with the rail-
road people for the trains to remove
their families from the town.

Sheriff McCloy served the writ on the
speaker only after a pitched battle. Ile
was guarded by a squad of police and
Captain Carder’s clothes were torn off,
but after smashing hats and heads with
their clubs the officers secured an en-
trance and served the writ. Lieutenant-
Governor Meikeljohn then declared the
session adjourned, and Republicans and
Democrats filed out of the house.

Mr. Elder then called the Alliance
members to order and directed the roll
to be called. Mr. Elder called the
eighteen Senators and fifty-five Repre-
gentatives of the Alliance to order as a
joint session, but Attorney-General
Leese advised them to submit to the or-
ders of the court.

The speaker of the House proceeded
to open the returns and the Democratic
candidate for Governor (Boyd) and the
Republican State ticket, with that one
exception, were found elected on the
face of the returns. A resolution was
then passed, receiving the full Alliance

vote, declaring that the canvass
bad been conducted wunder pro-
test and that the Legislature

in nowise recognized the election of the
officers who had been returned. as res
¢elving the highest number of votes.
The officers, however, were sworn in
~promptly by Chief-Justice Cobh. The
contest will now go on as prescribed by
law. There is a prospect that the Leg-
islature will unseat every one of the
new officers.

Matters were further complicated
Thursday night. At 8 o'clock Governor-
elect Boyd called on Governor Thayer
and was informed that the latter would
not give up the office on the ground
that Boyd was not & cltizen of
the United States and was there-
fore mnot eligible. Governor Thay-
er has barricaded the executive of-

fice and remains inside with police andd

a committee of militia on guard. It is
impossible to reach him to ascertain his
purposes, but it is understood that he
will remain Governor if possible until
all questions affecting his successor are
settled.

WAGON ROADS,

A change in the laws relating to the high-
ways of the State is recommended; n large
amount of labor and money is annually wasted
in road building and the establishment of a
general system of road making which would
gradually if slowly result in permanent good
roads throughout the State would be a wise
and beneficent reform.

TAXATION, '

The subject of taxation was dealt with at
considerable length. The Governor is in favor
of a thorough revision of the system of taxation
for the purpose of equalizing the assessment on
the two classes of property, that subject to-
specific tax and that subject to local taxation,
Every industry, business and property interest
should bear its just share of the burden of taxa-
tion, but, under our present system, that vast
amount of property which pays a specific tax
pays at least one-hall less in proportion to its
value than the property subject to direct and
locu! taxation, thus adding to the burden of
those least able to pay and favoring the cor-
porate wealth of our State,

Another just cause of complaint is that much
property is now exempt from taxation that
ought not to escape. There seems to be no good
reagon why property owned and used by rail-
road, mining, telegraph and telephone compa-
nies and other assoclations for private pur-
poses should be exempt from general taxation.
He doubts the policy of exempting any proper-
ty from equal taxation.

Many who have given thought to the subject

favor a return to the county system for the col-
lection of delinquent taxes, The Governor be-
lieves it would be less expensive and more efli-
clent than the present system, whichis in his
opinion cumbersome and costly.
* Bpecial attention is ealled to the feature of
taxation of real cstate where there is a mort-
gage encumbrance, and the Governor says:
*‘Justice to the owner of the real estate forbids
levying a tax on a larger interest than he may
have in the land, yet, for various ressons, it
may be difficult to ascertain his exact interpst.
All agree that the mortgage is evidence of
property and should be taxed, Mortgagor
and mortgagee should, between them, pay
taxes on the full value of the property.
California has o statute under which
the full tax may be pald by the owner of the
land, and such proportion of the tax so paid as
the indebtedness bears lo tho assessed value
becomes a legal set-off against the mortgage.
As our law stands, the owner of the land pays
tax on the full value, be his real interest great
or small, while the mortgagee, who s usually
the better able to pay, either escapes taxation
or pays another tax on the same property. If
the mortgagee is a non resident of the State
he pays no tax, which is a discrimination
against our own people who have money to
loan.”

He further says: “I consider this question of
taxation the most important with wnich you
have to deal. Nearly all questions would
be easy of solution if the cost was not
to be considered, but every move costs
money, and in the end the people must pay.
The time has come when our people demand
that unnecessary taxation must cease. State
taxes must not increase. Let every request for
public aid be sternly denied unless it can be

The ofices of In-
surance Policy Commissioner and State Game
and Fish Warden he uiso suggests discon-
tinued, and in the latter case recommends that
the law be so amended that the constables,
sherifls and deputy sheriffs of the counties be
specially intrusted with its enforcement, such
officers to recelve the sama fees that are al
lowed them in other criminal matters.

The Federal Government has liberally aided in
providing the funds needed by the management,
and Michigan is honored in the selection of one
of her most esteemed citizens as president of
the world's fair commission.

THE CENSUS PAY-ROLLS.

Figuring Up the Cost of Taking tho Re-

cent Endmeration.
WasnixaToxn, Jan. 8.—Disbursing Of-
ficer Stoddard of the Census Bureau is
glancing over his figures in order to
give Superintendent Porter some data
as to what the census would cost and
how many people were engaged in get-
ting it up. The books show that 2,116
people are on the census pay-rolls here
in Washington, and they draw $155,000
monthly. Of these fully 1,000 are
women who receive from £50 a month
to 81,600 a ycar. It took 48,000 enu-
merators to gather the census figures and
their returns were made to 175 State
supervisors, who employed 700 clerks.
The total number of people, therefore,
who have been at work taking the cen-
sus at one time is about 53,000, the
population ‘of a good-sized town,
including men, women and chil-
dren. The total cost of the census up
to December 31 was £4,510,152. The
pay-roll for last month alone was $050,-
033, Thus far the enumerators scat-
tered around the country have drawn
about £2,000,000. The points will be_
given to Mr. Porter, who will get them
into shape, thus finding the cost of the
census.

GLASSWARE MEN COMBINE.

Nineteen Factorles in Ohlo, Pennsyivania

and West Virginia Join Hands,
MARTIN'S FERRY, O., Jan. 9.—A com-
bine has been formed by nineteen of
the leading manunfacturers of glass
tableware in.
