The question how to restore this old |
pasture, while continuing to use it as |
such; has been fully canvassed, and 1
have decided what to try.

For vears its fertilizing elements have
been carried off, day by day, in the form |
of flesh and milk, and nothing returned.
My jundgment is that this is not a case of
one-sided  exhaustion,  but of general |
poverty.. A good. top-dressing of stable !
manure would probably be the best pos-
sible application,

but all our manure is |
needed elsewhere.  Shall 1 bay and ap- |
ply chemical fertilizers?  That would
undoubtedly be benelicial, perhaps secure !
all desired results, tut it would be ex- |
pensive. I think 1 have an equally of- |
feetive and more economical plan,

Something must be bought to do this
work, and instead of buving fertilizers 1|
shall buy feed.  The fleld will be over- |
stocked with cows, nearly twice as many :
as it can keep in good order on pasturage |
alone, and to these a few sheep will be
added.  All these animals will be kept
on the pasture, uight and day and the |
cows milked there,and all will be fed a
good ration of grain till taken to winter
quarters. I shall feed liberally of cot-
ton-seed meal aud wheat bran, or some-
times middlings. I would be glad to use
cotton-seed meal alone. But during most |
of the -season equal weights of cotton-
geed an bran can be safely used, and the
rest of the time equal parts of the
three feeding stuffs named.  This has
been written as if all in the future, but!
really the course of treatment, for pas-
ture and cattle, has already begun, and
I have full faith in the satisfactory re-
sult. The mixtnre costs just aboat one
cent a pound a# feed, and it is used at
the rate of five pounds perday for every
cow weighing 1,000 pounds, other ani-
mals in proportion.

According to the numerous excellent
| tables prepared for our guidance in such
matters, the manurial value of the mix-
ture is nearly 817 a ton. That is, with
chémical fertilizers at their present
market rates, the plant food contained
in one ton each of cotton-seed meal,
wheat bran and middlings is worth just
about 850 if applied directly to the land.
Fed to animals “as described,” at least
four-fifths of its manurial value reaches
the land. Then the -pasture gets &40
worth of manure, very well distributed,
for every 60 worth (three tons) of the
feed used.  This Is ~stated ina theoretical
way. Butitis not mere theory, it is
fact! The facts are scientifically (which
means truthfully) obtained for us.at our |
experiment stations, and we can depend
upon them, The difference between the
cost of this grain food and the value of
the manure from itis #20 for every three
tons, or three pounds for a cent.  T-must
get about two cents in food value daily
for every cow fed, and as the result of
this feeding, in order to cover the doetielt,
But it is plain enough that the grain-
feeding gives much better return than
this so there is actual profit in the opera-
tion, quite independent of the better-
ment of the pasture.

Nitrogen and phosphorie acid are the
two elements of fertility, whichare thus
especially returned to the land, in what
I regard as a safe, sure, ecomical man-
ner. There is also some restoration of
potash, but probably not enough, and in
time this will have to be added in a more
direet form, as by application of wood
ashes or potash salts,  But for the pres-
ent 1 am well satisfiecd that what is
wanted is secured with more certainty,
that more is obtained tor the dollar dis-
bursed, and that the langl receives its |
needed manuring i better form by this |
purchase and use of feeding stufls than if |
a like expenditure were made directly for
fertilizers.—American Cultivator,

When ten
months' old it weighed nine pounds. Se-
leeting twelve of the largest hens from
one flock we made our first *‘pen” for
graded Plymouth Rock. The results
were very satisfactory, and there was
money in it., At two years old he
weighedeleven pounds, and got us many
fine birds. Change cocks after the sec-
ond year, and you will soon have a flock
that for market purposes will be almost
standard.

If you are situated so that it pays you
better to raise eggs rather than broilers
or fowls for the market, the same course
pursued will bring you good returns for
the investment in & thoroughbred cock
of some of the laying breeds. 1f you
think you can afford to invest in a small
flock of hens or a few dozen cggs for si
ting, you will improve your flock faster.
The average scrub hen will not lay over
six dozen eggs a year,. while any thor
oughbred fowl will lay at least eight
dozen in w year, and some of them will
lay sixteen dozen in a year, such as the
Leghorn elass of fowls, but we will take
the average of this classand say that she
will only lay twelve dozen a year: thisi
just double the amount that the serub
hen produces, and as it takes no moré
to keep this class of fowls, the profit I8
certainly with them.

With a thoroughbred Leghorn cock
and a little care in selecting neat, trim
pullets from your flock you can S0l
have half and three-fourths blood Leg
horn fowls, that will give you good serve
ice as lavers.

Word comes from the lower part of
Allegheny that a house has been swept
away and all its occupants drowned, but
no names or particulars can be obtained
at present. All the large stores on Penn-
sylvanid avenue, a short way from the
Allegheny River, are flooded, and the
work of removing property is very dan-
gerous and slow. All of the railroads
are seriously disabled by landslides and
waushouts, and all trains which have not
been abandoned are very late. At Jean-
nette many persons have abandoned their
homes to the flood, and have sought per-
sonal safety on the higher ground.
Many bridges and houses have gone
down -already, and the water is rising

at that point very rapidly, All rall-
road trafic has bren suspended at
Washington. Pa, since the bridges

are not considered safe, and at Temper-
anceville, a suburb of this clty, tho
Chartier Creek covers half the town and
Is spreading. Hundreds are homeless,
and since all the trains are tied up they
can only seek the higher ground and
take with them what few belongings
they can carry in their hands

A message from Bradford tells that
both branches of the Turva Creek have
become roaring - rivers, and Davies,
Florence, Foreman and Ann streets are
inundated. The water has come, into
the Bevario and Seifangs mammoth iron
works and all the tires are put out.

At Pittsburg, the Allegheny and
Monongahela rivers continue to rise and
have reached the highest stage sin-e the
flood of 1884, the
registering 27 feet. The river men and
those in possession of reliable informa-

waters to reach the thirty-foot mark. In
this event all of the First Ward of
Allegheny and a large part of that
city -~ known as Manchester will
be submerged. Every person in both
cities owning property in places liable to
be affected by the flood is preparing for
the worst. Already many of the mills,

An Imposing Procession Escorts the War-
rior to His Last Camping Ground- One
Hundred Thousand People Do Homage
to His Memory.

“Mid the thunder of cannon, the pomp
of war, and in the presence of the civil
l_nd military dignitaries of the land, the
Sherman funeral train rolled into St
Louis, ;

The display moved the multitude, a
hundred thousand persons gazing on the
spectacle in solemuity and silence. Per-
haps the most impressive feature of the
grand display was the appearance of the
remnant of the battle-scarred legions
who in their prime and vigor “marched
to the sea.” To-day they are old and
gray, but the old spirit prevailed. Some
walked as erect as the day they left At-
lanta, many were stooped by the welght
of years, others hobbled on crutches or
limped painfully along behind the bier
of their beloved commander. The old
guard mourned but never faltered.

The
discoveries she has made are simply
appalling. In telling her story in part
sie said that she found that the bours
in stores are excessive and that over
time i« not paid for, Hours are not
specified when an employe is hired. A
child on $2 » week is obliged to work
sixteen hours a day at certain seasons of
the year, and is forced to go long dis:
tances through questionable localities
late at vight. The sanitary arrange-
ments in most of tho stores are wretched.
In a certain fashionable store, Miss
Woodbridge says, the women cashiers
are in the busewent—or rather cellar,
for it is nothing else. In the center of
the cellar & room is walled up and in it
are seated fifteen or twenty cashiers,
The automatio carriers are used. No
air came to the cashiers when the ar-
rangement was first made, and in the
fetid atmosphere, in the strong glare of
the electric lights, with huundreds of
carriers pouring in upon them with »
noise so deafening that two women
seated side by side conld not hear each
other speak without shouting, the ritu-
ation was too much for the strongest
man. (irls fainted day after day and
came out of the cellar at hight looking
like corpses. Finally as the intease
hest of summer cume on it became un-
endurable and the air tube which came
to the surface a long distance away was
opened in the cellar, Even the ther-
mometer registered 90 degress on the
coldest days. No slaves ever under-
weut such tortere. She declares that
the toilet arrangements in many of the
stores are sim ly horrible; vet the board
of health apparently takes no notice of
the fact. ln the manuacturing depart-
ment of oneof New York's largest
stores the same wash basin and towel
has to serve for all. On visiting the
store she was struck by the fact that a
large number of children were suffering
from granulated eyelids.  As this dis-
ease is contagious, it is easy to see how
it eould spread from that single towel.
Moreover, women and children have to
make personal applieations to the floor-
walkers for the keys of the toilet-rooms.
The general condition in the stores of
the eity may be judged from ‘l'e fact
that one of the saleswomen told Miss
Woodbridge thsat the toilet-room in
thix perticular store was better than she
had seen in any store where she had
hitherto been employed.
Miss Woodbridge savs 'that a great
many ehildren under the legal age of
14 vears are employed. The poor little
cash girls are: treated shamefully in
many jstances. Long and fuithful ser-
vice does not meet wiath anyv considera-
tion; on the eontrary it is, in. many in-
stances, customary to make frequent
changes in emploves, less they get the
idea that thex are entitled tv better
wages for eontinuel faithfulness, The
wages paid to women average $4 and
£4.4) ver week, which is often reduced
by nareasonable and excessive fines. The
fiues of a saleswoman in & Sixth Aveuue
house from Seps. 1 to Jan. 1 were $£15.
A cash girl getting $2 a week has some-
times t0o pay fines smeounting to 60
cents. The law requiring seats for
saleswomen is generally ignored. In!
a {ew cases ou= seat is provided &t a coun-
ter where tifteen girls are employed,and
in onhe store seats are provided accord-
ing o law, but a saleswomen is fined il
she s canght sitting down,

Miss Weoedbridge said in conolusion :
“It is simpiy mvossible for any woman

salary a  saleswoman earns
out depriving herself of real necessities.
It s certeinly a most diflienlt mattor to
eleal with from the fact that the charac-
ter of the pure and wupright, who form
the vast majority of the women, might
be injured, and also from the fact of
offending the sense of delicacy und good
laste of the public. But there 1s a ne-
eessity for facing the qnestion. In Paris
it is an wmnderstood thing that women
who are employed in shops cannot exist
without assistance from other question-
able sources, and unless something is
done at once that must also become the
