Foroea.ta to Be Dally Displayed In Fo»%
Ofilcea.

Washington, June 10.— Postmaster
General Wilson and postmasters
throughout tho country will cooperate
with Secretary of Agriculture Morton
and the weather bureau in giving the
public the fullest possible advantages
to be derived from the t.au>
weather forecasts. Secretary Morton
submitted a plan to Postmaster Gen-
eral Wilson by which a much wider
dissemination of the daily weather
predictions will be had through the
cooperation of the post office depart-
ment It is proposed to telegraph daily
to postmasters at distributing offices
the weather forecasts, to be bulletined
in their offices for the benefit of the
public and also to be mailed to
outlying offices which can be
reached in time to make the pre-
dictions of value.

The candle power of a light may be
approximately calculated by comparing

the shadow cast by a rod in the light of a

standard candle, with the shadow cast by

the light to be tested. By moving the
latter toward or away from the rod, a
point will be reached at which the shadow

cast by both lights will be of the same

intensity. The intensities of the two
lights sre directly proportional to the

squares of their distance from the shad-

ows; for example, suppose the light to be

tested is three times the distance of the

candle its illuminating power is nine times

as great.

- The value of trees for windbreaks and

shelter is great. It has been estimated

that if one fourth of the fields devoted to

cultivation were planted with trees prop-

erly distributed. the other three-fourths

would produce as much as the whole, be-

sides the Umber and fuel would be clear

gain. Trees planted near marshes render

them no longer noxious to people living

near them. Where the proportion of one-

fourth of the land in Umber, and the other

three-fourths in cultivation, Is not main-

tained, It is only a question of time when

the effect will be noticed. The effect
upon the climate is of a local character,
and this local modification is of great

The av erage condition of wheat in the

southern counties, June 1, was 66, centra

dition has been reported lower in the

southern counties and the State June 1,
only once in ten years, viz., in 1888, when

the figures for the southern section were

62 and for the State 68.

About 83 per cent of the wheat crop o

the State is raised in the southern counties.

section for ten years has been as follows;

1886, 84; 1887, 70; 2888, 62; 1889, 87; 1890,

76; 1891, 96; 1892, 91; 1808, 77. 1894, 92.

1895, 56.

The average condition for the State baa

been as follows: 1886, 87; 1887, 82; 1888,

68: 1889. 89, 1890, 79 1891, 89 1892, 92;
1898. 79; 1894, 92; 1895. 78.

Wheat only six inches to foot high is in

head; it is thin on the ground, and through-

out the southern counties is being dam-

aged by insects. Correspondents in this

section very generally report damage by
“Hessian fly,” “insects,” ‘.midge,” etc.

The number of bushels of wheat re-
ported marketed in Mny is 876,948, as
compared with 118, 747 reported mark-

eted in May, 1894, and the amount mark-
eted in the ten months, August-May is

10.047,489 bushels, as compared with 18,

481, 945 bushels in the same months last
year.

The acreage planted to corn slightly

exceeds, and the acreage sowed to oats

fully equals the acre «ge in average years.

Meadows and pastures are in poor con-

dition. The figures for the southern
counties are 67: central, 76; northern, 85;

and State, 71. The certain deficiency in

the hay crop will he largely supplied by

corn which has been planted for fodder.

Clover sowed this year appears to have

made some growth, but its general con-
dition is not promising.

Our regular correspondents estimates
apples at 47 per cent, and peaches at 68
per cent of an average crop. These low

estimates are confirmed by allarge number

of reports from fruit- special isU. In many

ocalities. however, peaches promis a full
crop.

In the southern counties the wages per

month of farm hands average $15.60 with

hoard, and $21.70 without board, in the

central counties, 1466 with board, and

$22 Ml without board; and in the northern

counties $16.04 with board, and $25.58
without board. The averages for the
State are $15.45 witk board, and $23.81
without board.

Compared with one year ago the wages

are lower m each section, but the decline
in the southern counties of wages without

board is only 29 cents per month.

The farm statistics of 868 townships,

collected and returned by supervisors,
indicate that the number of sheep now on
hand in the State is 16 per cent less than

sheared in 1804. There is a loss of 17 per

cent in the southern counties, of 13 per

cent in the central counties, and of 1 per
cent in the northern counties.

In Scotland tho
name got shortened into Nicol, in
which form it was borne by many a
“kiuless loon,” as well as by the im-

mortal Baillie Nicol Jarvie. Pope
Nicholas V.t who founded the Capella
Niccolina at the Vatican, gave it a
fresh lease of life. Hut the reforma-
tion scotched it. It lingered on awhile

in some half hearted way, and received
its coup de grace from the grotesque
combination of Nicholas Nickleby.

Nevertheless, it was once a very com-
mon name, indeed, in England, as is
witnessed by the answer “N. or M. to
the familiar question: “What is your
name?” in the catechism. The most
probable explanation of this conjunc-

tion is that these mysterious letters
stand for “Nicholas and Mary,” the
one being the patron saint of boys and
the other of girls, so that the initials
cover all possible cases. We must re-
member that in the middle ages a pa-
tron saint was a very real relation; nor
is it bv accident, I think, that in St
Nicholas’ chapel in Westminster Abbey
we find the tombs of Nicholas, Lord
Carew and of Nicholas Bagenall.

This test extended from May 81st to
Aog. 28th, both Inclusive. The number
of cows entered in the test was 75, com

prising 25 Jerseys, 25 Gornseys and 25
Short Horns. One of the Bbort-Horn
cows, which hsd not calved at the beglon

ing of the test, died in calving, and, by the

rules according to which these tests were

conducted, noprovtolon h.ying been made
to snbatliote mother *nlm»l, the Short-

Home competed with 84 cowi through the

entire period of the test.

This, as well a* all other tesls conducted

at the World’s Fair, was under the com
trol of Chief Buchanan of the Agricultural

Department, and of the Testing Commit-

tee. An analysis of tho milk was made
daily under the Immediate supervision of

Prof. E. H Farrington, of the University
of Illinois. The feed was all weighed and

the milking was done in the presence ot a

representative of the Testing Committee.

The cream was separated from the milk

by cream separators, and the butter W9S

made under the direction and supervision

of Prof. 8. M. Babcock, of the Wesconsin

Experiment Station, a member of the
Testing Committee, or. in his absence,

under Prof. L P. Roberts, of Cornell Uni

versity, another member of the Testing

Committee.

Prof. M. A. Scovell, Chairman of the

Testing Committee, had immediate super-

vision of the records, and also of the
books, in which were entered dally the
feed given the cows, the quantity of milk

and analysis of same, the butter made
each day, and all other data relating to

the cows and their products that were

necessary for an accurate ledger account

of the work of each cow in all the herds
These books were kept by accountants

furnished by the World’s Columbian Ex-

position, and generally from four to five

io number.

All the butter was upon the basis of 80

per cent oil. The skimmed milk and
butter-milk were analyzed each day, as

also the butter. An oil test of the milk of

each cow and of the mixed milk was made

daily, as a check upon the churu, but the

churn governed. The basis of decision

for merit and awards was in this and all

other tests the "net profit” yielded by the

cows and herds.

The same precautions were taken in this

as in the other tests to insure accuracy in

weighing the milk, and the analysis of

thekame, in retaining the milk intact

under seal when sent from the barn to the

dairy, and until takvn out in the presence

of Prof. Babcock or Roberts, it being

retained under their control until churned

The butter was scored by three experts
appointed by Chief Buchanan upon the

following seal of points: Flavor, 65; grain

25; solidity. 10; color, 10. The prices of
butter fixed by Chief Buchanan, based on

the average price at the time for a gilt-

edge article of butler in the markets of the

East and West, were as follows: That

scoring from 75 to 80 points 25 cents per

pound, 80 to 85 points, 80 cents; 85 to 90

points, 85 cents; 90 to 95 points. 40 cents;

and 95 to 100 points, 45 cents.

This was by far the most important test

of all, as it demonstrated the staying

qualities of the cows and breeds. No snap

verdict could be procured, as may be
sometimes achlved in tests of from a week

to a month The cows had to pass
through the vicissitudes of climate, were

subject to the annoyance of flies, and

their environment tended to decrease their

product.

The Jerseys, true to the characteristic of

the breed, maintained a remarkable steady

flow of milk, and achieved a most signal

victory io this os in the preceding test for

cheese.

In the 90 days of the test 25 Jerseys

gave 78488.8 lbs. of milk and 4274.01 lbs.

of butter, of the value of $1747 87.

The milk of the Jersey herd exceeded

that of the Guernseys by 21707.1 lbs , and

that of the Short-Horns by 7225.6 lbs.

The quantity of butter of the Jerseys ex-

ceeded that of the Guernseys by 918.57 lbs

and the Short-Horns by 1888.14 lbs. The
solids not fat of the Jerseys exceeded that

ofthe Guernseys by 963.61 lbs., and the
Short-Horns by 714.22 lbs. The value of

the butter of the Jerseys was $891 91 In
excess of that of the Guernseys, and $575.

60 more than that of tne Short-Horns.

After Redacting the cost of feed giyen each

breed, and leaving out the increase in live

weight, the net profit of the Jerseys was

$307.65 ov. r the Gurnseys, and $504.17
over the Short-Horns. By the rules the
increase in live weight between the be-

ginning and the ending of the test was

valued at 4% cents per pound, and was

credited Io the cows and the breeds at
that rate. After adding the value of such

increase the net profit of tho Jerseys is

$126.17 over the Guernseys and $418.69
over the Short- Horns— or $3.62 net profit

per day per herd, or $0.14 48-100 per day

per cow, oyer the Guernseys, and $4 60

per day per herd, and $019 16 per day
per cow over the Short-Horns (on the
owls of 24 oowb for the latter.)

six Short-Horns; and that, with the ex.

ception of one Jersey that was sick the

greater part of the test, every Jersey cow

shows a daily net profit of 48 cents or orer

while there are but twelve Guernseys and

eleven Short-Horns making that profit

the Jerseys thus having more than the

Gurnseys and Short-Horns combined.

Inasmuch as all the butter was scored

and the value fixed upon the butter wag

regulated by the scale of points, the price

allowed per pound shows the quality of

the butter, because that breed which hu

the highest price for butter scored the

highest points; and the records again prove

that the Jerseys lead fn this respect also,

their butter being at a higher average
price per pound than that of the other
breeds

The award to the best Jireed based upon

the greatest net profit, was declared ia

favor of the Jerseys.
