Lewis Heydlanlr in » Moment of Jealous
Anger Murdered his Sweotheart, Kmma

Ussnccsssful Attempt on his own Life,

Tragedy at Wuterloo,

lownship was rudely broken shortly after
9 v'clock Bunday morning by the report
that Lew.s Heydlauff had shot and killed
Miss Emma Moeckel and had attempted
to take his own life.

Withio a short time a Standard report-
er was at the scene of the tragedy, and
the following facts were gathered:

Lewis Heydlaufl, age 22 years, 1s the
sou of Julin HeydlaofY, a well-fo-do farm-
er of Waterloo, and has always been con-
sidered an exemplary young man. Miss
Emma Moeckel, aged 20, was the daught-
er of Fredrick Moeckel, who is also &
farmer in  comfortable eircumstances.
Both families have resided about s half
mile apart for years und the two young
people had grown up together and for
the past four years had been Very warm
friends which, at one time it is said, had
ripened into an engagement. Both were
steady and industrious and were held in
the highest esteem. Recently, however
It seems a coolness had grown up between
them and the engagement had been
broken off. Recently Miss Moeckel had
been going with a young man named
George Tisch, for whose parents she had
been working.

Bhe was expected home to remain Sun-
day morning and young lleydlauﬂ went
to the residence of Mr. Moeckel about 9
o'ciock and asked if Emma was at hcme,
He was informed that she was not but
was told that sne was expected home in
time to go to church and asked to come
in and wait for her. Hedid so and while
waiting exhibited nothing, whatever,
that would indicate the turbulent con-
dition of his mind. About a half an
hour later Mrs. Moeckel arrived, accom-
panied by George Tisch. When she en-
tered the house her parents were prepar-
ing foF church and she had not gréeted
them when she stepped into the parlor
where young Heydlauff followed her and
closed the door and a few moments later
a number of shots were heard. Mr,
Moeckel rushéd into the room and found
Emma lying dead on the floor and Heyd-
lauff also lying on the floor on his back
with the revolver lymg on his breast.
As Mr. Moeckel entered Heydlauff said:
“Help me up, I'm dying.” Mr. Moeckel
replied that he had better lie there and
ran out of the room to notify the other
members of the family. Heydlauff got up,
walked out into the yard and was prepar-
ing to reload the revolver when Mr,
Meockel took it from him. He then
started to run across a fleld, and had gone
about ten rods when he fell. He then
picked np a stone and attempted to beat
out hisbrains.

There is vothing exciting in the
speculative market for exportable pro-
dacts, and the stories about damage to
wheat have been numerous, but the gen-
eral belief regarding the futnre supply is
fairly reflected in the decline of 1.02 cents
per bushel. The western receipts con-
tinue larger—for three weeks 0,818,625
bushe!ls, against 4,362,537 last year, while
Atlanticexports, flour inc!nded, have been
only 3,198,803 bushels for the same weeks,
against 4,740,67% last year. The home
market fails entirely to respond to short
erop stories, for it is known that western
reports indicate a erop exceeding lust
years." :

Excavations at Cnll@.
Prof. T. D. Seymour, of Yale College,

Fatal Explosion on a Steamer,
Oune of the large flues in the boiler of
the steamer Rhoda Stewart exploded off
Presque Isle Sunday morning.

Michigan Farmniers Enffer,

The Secretary of State has recelved
from his regular crop correspondents near-
ly 400 special reports respecting damage
to the wheat crop.

It is
evidently clear that in this section the
¢rop is being very generally und seriously
damaked. It is cstimated the damage
will now reach 20 per ¢ent. The estimate
for the eentral counties is G per cent. The
damage, however, is not wholly chargea-
ble to the Hessian fly. The wheat prob-
ably rusted, which explains the discolora-
tion so gencrally reported. ‘The heavy
wind of Sunday, the 17th, hroke the wheat
down badly, but the insect cannot always
be found in the break. In a number of
counties gome fields have been plowed up
and in others cut for fodder.

Fewer Saloons Open.
Auditor General Turner, in a statement
issued Friday, shows that notwithstand-
ing the number of liguor dealers in the
State decreased 487 since the high license
law went into effect, the mmount of tax
collected exceeds that of the previous year
by $78,754,15.  He furnishes the follow-
ing interesting figures: In 1894 the total
number of dealers in spirituous liquors
in the State was 3,011, and the tax paid
$1,410,804.87. In 1895 the number of
dealers was 3,928, an increase of 917, and
the tax paid $1,880,006,27, an increase of
$470,161.37. In 1804, hewever, the num-
ber of beer licenses taken out was 1,524,
the amount of tax paid being $415,1038.50.
In 1803 the number of dealers showed a
decrease of 1,404, and the amount of tax
paid $12,786.28, a decrease of $402,407.22.

The others fell easy
prey to the fury of the tempest and quick-
ly sank, in many cases earrying down
with them all on board, The Great Re-
public, one of the largest steamers on the
river, was sunk slong with others.
Death List Is Appalling.
Ten millions of damage to property and
five hundred persons killed and a thou-
sand injured, is what has been accom-
plished. “ East St. Lonis is as badly dam-
aged as St. Louis.

The woes
of the wounded and homeless have stirred
the great heart of the country to its
depths. . St. Louis is the stricken child of
the nation, and offers of aid have been
tendered from every quarter. Congress
passed a joint resolution, directing the
Secretary of War to place at the disposal
of the Mayors of the stricken cities a sufi-
cient number of tents to provide for the
tewporary necessities of the homeless and
to render such aid as might be in his
power. There are cight or ten boats used
in the Mississippl river lmprovement
which are able to render assistance, and
these were ordered to the scene of the
disaster. The Mayors of all large cities,
presidents of Boards of Trade and com-
mercial clubs telegraphed offers of assist-
ance. Gov. Stone ordered militia to St.
