This decrease
ranged from $247,770 in February to §1,-
708,502 in May, being a decrease for the
latter month of 70 per cent, which is
without precedent in the history of the
consulate. The principgl items affected
were weorsted coatings for men's wear,
closely followed by stuffs, comprising lin-
ings, dress goods, etc., while cotton goods
are credited with a decrease of 28 per
cent. The exception was in the case of
machinery, where the exports increaséd
52 per cent. All of the mills in the Amer-
igan trade have consequently been put on
short time, while there has also been a
falling off in the price of finished goods,
The consul also says that American wool
is meeting with a bad reputation in Brad-
ford, where it does not take well because
the workmen aré a0t used to its handling
and also because it is not considered as
well suited to the staple fabrics of the
district. A lot of 100,000 pounds of Ohio
wool brought 19 cents, although 23 was
esked for it, and several hundred thou-
saud pounds of far western wools went
back to the United States because the
prices asked could not be realized.

The stupendous growth of bicy€ling
since the “safety” and the pneumatic
tire were Invented is Hllustrated by a
statement which comes from London,
where an international exhibition of
horseless carriages, motors and motor
industries is to be held, beginning and
continuing during May, June, July and
August. The Queen and the Prince of
Wales are the patrons of the exhibi-
tion, and the chairman is H. J. Law-
gon, who twenty years ago originated
the bicyele, which is now fn almost uni-
versal use, and known as the “safety.”
Last year a banquet was given to Mr,
Lawson by the mayor of Coventry and
by the chief firms of eycle manufactur-
ers of the country, at which he was
presented a testimonial congratulating
him upon being the original inventor
of the chain-driving safety, and a mag-
nificent gold watch was left with him
as a souvenir, The Bicycling News
gays that, thanks to Mr. Lawson's Lpf
ventlon, over 500,000 machines are
turned out annually by British manu-
facturers, and an equal nu mber or more
in the United States, France and Ger-
many, and it can be justly claimed that
Mr, Lawson has placed gomething like
$50,000,000 in the pockets of cycle man-
ufacturers, steel merchants, iron foun-
ders, wire drawers, rubber works and

asked how he came to patent the safe--
ty, and he laughingly pointed to him-
gelf and said: “I am a very little man
and I wanted to ride a bicycle as well
as the rest, and so I had one cut dowi?

The total pop-
ular vote was 12,110,636. Cleveland
got 5,666,918, Harrlson, 5,176,108,
Weaver, 1,041,028, and Bidwell, 264,
133, Cleveland’s vote was only 13,685
greater than it was four years before
when he was defeated, while Harri-
son-s vote was 264,108 less than it was
in 1892 when he was elected. That
shows what a small change is required,
it they are in close siates, to make
what the people call a tlidal wave win-
ning for either side.—Blissfield Ad-
vance.

but it was the songs, mﬁ:ﬂ cour-
age-inspiring, volced ve_men,
that made stanch soldiers stancher, and
drew into the ranks of those battling
for a country meni who might otherwise
have remained laggards in war. Nor
have these songs, springing from the
necessity, ceased to find the indorse-
ment of enthusiastic patriotism when-
ever they are heard.

The greater portion of these stirring
songs and equally stirring tunes,
though It is not generally known, are
Chicago produetions, and it was in this
city that they were first sung. Since
then the echoes have resounded around
the world.

Some are aware that several of these
battle songs were published in this city
by the late George F. Root. But the
men whose volces first Intreduced
“Rally Round the Flag, Boys,” “Tramp,
Tramp, Tramp, the Boys Are March-
ing,” and other national favorites are
comparatively unknown to the public.

These men who popularized patriotic
music by such an inspiring rendition
of songs that it made thousands of sol-
diers were the Lumbard brothers, Jule
and Frank, who lived in Chicago until
a few years ago, when the latter dled,
Jule moving to Omaha, Neb., where he
still sustains his reputation as a vocal-
dat. The surviving brother possesses
an impressive personality as well as a
voice which rich compass i unimpair-
ed. Jule Lumbard, now 65 years of age,
is a handsome old man, erect In figure
and of kindly countenance. A gener-
ous growth of long white hair recalls
the prototype of the Silver King. The
volce which once made soldiers now
sings the sacred music of peace victo-
ries in an Omaha choir.

The Lumbard brothers came to Ch)-
cago In the '50s. Frank Lumbard was
In charge of the music in public schools.
Jule was a lawyer. Both were born
musiclans. When “Ben Bolt” and *“The
Old Oaken Bucket™ were published Jule
was the first man in the West to sing
them.

When the civil war broke out Dr,
Root wrote “Rally Round the Flag,
Boys.” He took it at once to the Lum-
bards for. its introduction at a mass
meeting to be held at the old court
house on Clark street that evening,
After one rehearsal the brothers at-
tended the meeting, and were intro-
duced to the audience by the composer
of the song. At that time Dr. Root
called it “The Battle Cry of Freedom.”

Then the inspiring straing of Dr.
Root's production were given to the
world for the first time, “T'he Lumbard
brothers were at thelr bhest. "Their
hearts were In the song. Whed the
chorus was finished with its great cli-
max of rallying around the flag, 10,000
throats cheered In patriotic approval.
Men shouted and sung themselves
hoarse. The sound of a brass band,
willch endeavored to play another tune
later, was drowned in the uproar which
demanded repeated renditions of the
new national song. The popular voice
renamed the song “Rally Round the
Flag” and as such it became known.

The song quickly reached the army
and was soon heard at every IFederal
camp fire.

Jule Lumbard remembered the song
and gave it to'B. R. Hanby, who wrote
“Nellie Gray.” Hanby arrang>d it and
sent it to the publisher. The fsong,
which thus originated in Gen, McPher-
son's tent on a Southern batle field, soon
became famous, Another link In a
chain of unbroken successes of songs
popularized by the Lumbards was the
staple sentimental ballads, “The Ol
Arm Chair” and “Nellie Gray.”

Lincoln was a great admirer of the
Luombards, and it was the herole Pres-
ident who complimented them as the
“singers who made soldiers—men with
hearts in théir voices who served their
country well."—Chicago Times-Herald.

Garrison ls Officially Decad.

According to the records of the War
Department, J. L. Garrison, who served
for some months in the Seventh West
Virginia regiment at the outbreak of
the war, has been dead for thirty-three
years. The records show that he died
in hospital during the winter of 180G2-
63. But Mr. Garrison comes forward
to say that he did not die in the winter
of 1802-03, nor at any subsequent time.
He asserts that he is alive and resides
at Pollytown, Green County, Pennsyl-
vania, and he has interested Congress-
man Dooner of West Virginia to intro-
duce a bill in the House to officially
recognize his existence and put the
records of the War Department
straight,

When Garrison enlisted, in Beptem-
ber, 1861, aged about 22, his father was
dead, and he left his mother and a
younger brother to manage as best they
could the family estate of TOO acres.
Things did not go well at home, the
mother became sick, and the young re-
eruit, in the summer of 1862, by ar-
rangement with the officers of his regi-
ment, employed a substitute and went
back to the farm. The substitute's
name was John Kennedy, but he sery-
ed under the name of J. L. Garrison,
and when he suceumbed to disease in
hospital the following winter, not John
Kennedy, but J. L. Garrison was mark-
ed as dead on the rolls of the regiment.
Bo the records of the regiment remain
to this day in the files of the War De-
partment,

Garrison is now 58 years of age, and
would like to have the record correct-
ed and dan honorable discharge issued
to him by the Secretary of War. Sovy-
eral of his nelghbors at Pollytown, who
served with him in the Seventh West
Virginla Regiment, hiave made affda-
vit that Garrison employed a substl-
tute, as above stated; that the substl-
tute answered to Garrison's name, and
when the substitute died Garrison was
marked as dead on the regimental rolls.

Unfavorgble Condition .;Al;m ™
the Farming Industry Is Reported—
Dirty Kgus Wil Not Keep—Value of
the Harrow ae a Cultivator,

Condition of the Farm

The statistical report of th.:?lwhtt-
ment of agriculture indicates a rather
unfavorable condition of affalrs In
the farming Industry. The exhibit
shows the number of head of live stock
In Jan, 1, 1805, and agaln on the cor-
responding daté-of. the present year.
Every kind of. Mve stock showg a very
marked decrease during the ydar. As
between the two exhibits there ls a

ber of horses, 2.3 per cent. in mules,
22 per eent. in milch cows, 6.0 per
cent. In oxen and other cattle, 9.4 per
cent. In sheep and 8 per cent. in swine,
or a decrease of over 28 per cent, In
the number of live stock in the coun-
try In a siugle year, /
With the exeeption of horses and
mules the stock named s all In farm-
ers’ hands, and constitutes not only a
very considerable part of their wealth,
hat Is one of their chief means of ac-
cumulating property, while they are
important In maintaining the fertility
of the soll and the production of the
farm. Not only does the report show
a decrease in the number of animals,
but a shrinkage in the value of all
except cattle and sheep, which aver-
age a little, but not much, higher. As
a rule, surplus of grain, such as there

the last year, makes the price of stock
firm, because it Is more profitable to
feed graln to stock than to sell it at
the low prices that abundant bharvests
generally create. But the Indications
are that owing to hard times and low
prices of grain farmers have had to
dispose of such commodities as could
be most readily exchanged fol' money
to enable them to pay their debts and
taxes, \

The showing of the department does
not give a very flattering indication
of agricultural prosperity, and with-
out prosperity among farmers and pro-
ducers there can be no very stable

Dirty Eges Will Not Keep.

In laying dewn eggs for winter use
care should be taken to see that they
are perfectly clean. The shell is por-
ous and the odors of any filth attach-
ed to It quickly penettate to the In-
terior and begin the process of decom-
position. It Is lmpossible to keep eggs
many months and -have them exactly

the egg robs 1ts of moisture, though
this is largely prevented by immersing
the egg in llme water. But all water
except that which has twn just bolled
coutains some air. Packing eggs In
salt will keep them for a short time,
and Is the easlest and cheapest way
for keeping for home use,

Don't Eparec the Harrow.

The progressive farmer now does
most of his cultivating of what used
to be hoed crops with the harrow. He
harrows before planting and afler
planting, before and after the crop I8
up, and keeps harrowing until the cul-
tivator is called in because the harrow
can't reach the ground on account of
the big growth of the crop. Such use
of the harrow would have scared a con-
gervative farmer out of his wits a few
years ago, but it means clean fields and
good crops at the minimum cost of

labor.

Black ve. White Oats,

There is a popular prejudice agains:
black oats in this country, owing to d
belief that they are more chaffy, and
thelr chaff is harsher than that of the
white cat. “This is not true, Lhowever,
of all kinds, We have seen white oals
that would welgh within a few pounds
as much per bushel as barley, and
whose husk was almost as hard as a
barley beard. It is the kind of husk,
rather than its color, that the purchaser
of oats should look to. It is not a good
plan to feed oats unground, -especially
it they are of the rough, bearded, kind.
The ground oat will be digested better,
and in any event its husk will be so
broken up in grinding that it will aid
perfect digestion, instend of preventing
it, as white oats often do.

Croseing Brabhmas aud Leghorns,

The first cross of Brahmas and Leg-
horns makes a very desirable fowl ror
farmers’ use. They are good layers
and are more hardy than the pure Leg-
horns and are also better for the table.
But the cross must not be interbred or
it -will inherit the poor points of both
straing. The roosters should always
be pure-bred fowls, either of the Brabh-
ma or Leghorn, according as which
style of fowl ls" best adapted to the
breeder's alms.

Cleaning Land with Biuckwheat.
The quick growth of buckwheat, and
its broad leaf completely shading the
ground, fits It to suppress most of the
annuai weeds, It has even been said to
kill the Canada thistle, bul this is more
probatly due to plowing the thistles
under in June'as-preparation. for the
buckveat than the erop which follow-
ed. But there Is a better reason for
the belief that growing buckwheat
clears the land of wire worms and In-
sects that destroy vegetation. There
Is no msect that wil eat either the root
or stalk of buckwheat, and sowing it on
any place of land for two years will kill
the wire worms by furnishing nothing
for thl'm to eat.

Elrunken Wheat for Poultry.
The very best use of shrunken wheat,
some of which will be found In every
crop, Iy as food for poultry. The grain
belng shrunken, is deficient in starch,
but it has all the greater proportion of
glutep, which is the chief element of
the ellg, while the outside husks or
bran Js rich in phosphate, which helps
to mske the egg shell. The poultry
dealef can usually buy shfunken wheat ||
at a léwer price than the perfec!: grain,
while for feeding fowl it is really bet-
ter fo1 belng shrunken. :

Rare-
ly during the daytime, at least, was
it out of sight, and if for an hour or
two It was lost to view while feeding
on the refuse cast overhoard, it soon
reappeared, and the last seen of it was
within a few miles of Sandy Hook,
when It disappeared, perhaps to follow
some outward bound steamer back to
Ireland.

Turkish Proverba.
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The spider Is so well supplied with
the silky thread with which It makes
its web that an experimenter once
drew out of the body of a single speci-
men 8,480 yards of the thread—a length
but little gshort of two miles.
