It is used there as a food
for the diminutive buff eattle, which
have made the name of the island
known all over the world.

The giant California kale tree was
grown on the grounds of the State Ag-
ricultural College at Berkeley. The
college authorities say that the leaves
are much relished by chickens, and as it
produces green leaves the year aroun
in the mild climate of California, it is
highly regarded. The particular plans
which has attained such an enormous
growth does not differ from scores of
others on the farm, except in the mat-
ter of size. The stalk has been stripped

ground. It tapers gracefully and re-
sembles a young hickory tree. The
top Is surrounded by a bunch of yellow,
feathery flowers.

Some years ago a cabbage plant was
exhibited at the Ohio State Fair, which
was 7 feet high. It took a prize, and
was supposed to be the largest cabbage
ever grown, but it was small com-
pared with the Berkeley monstrosity.

Decoration to a zob_ll “O.Wm‘
Not Descrt a Wounded Beaman.

The Queen has conferred the decora-
tion of the Albert medal of the first-
class on Willlam Johm Nutman, late
master of the steamer Aldar of Liver-
pool. The following is an account of
the services In respect of p’hich the
decoration has been offered: At 2 a. m.
on Jan, 19, while the steamer Stafford-
shife of Liverpool was on a voyage
from Marseilles to Port Said, signals of
distréss were observed to be proceed-
ing from the steamer Aidar, also of
Liverpool, and the Staffordshire imme-
dlately proceeded to her assiStance. As
the Aldar was found to be sinking fast,
three of the Staffordshire’s lifeboats
were at once launched, and, with great
difficulty, owing to the darkness and
the heavy sea, succeeded In rescuing
her passengers and crew, twenty-nine
in number. At 6:10 a. m. the only per
sons left on the Aldar were Mr. Nub
man (the master) and an injured and
helpless fireman whom he was endeav-
oring to save, and whom he absolutely
refused to abandon. The steamer was
now rapldly settiing down, and as it
was no longer safe to remain near her
the officer in charge of the rescuing
boat asked Mr, Nutman for a final an-
swer. He still persisted in remalning
with the Injured man, choosing rather
to face almost certain death than to
lpave him to his fate.' The men In the
boat were obliged to pull away, and
immediately afterward, at 6:17 a. m.
the Aldar gave oné or two lurches and
foundered. After she disappeared Mr.
Nutman was seeh on the bottom of an
upturned boat, still holding the fire-
man, Half an hour elapsed before the

rescuing boat could approach, but even- |

tually Mr. Nutman and the fireman
were picked up and taken on board the
Staffordshire, where the injured man
was with dificulty restored by the
ship’s surgeon.—Pittsburg Dispatch.

Relative Cost of Crops
Any crop that leaves the soll
condition will cost less than

starch and water. The soll should vot
be considered os a source of food {or
plants, but rather as a location for

growth, the food for the plants to be

provided by the farmer, according to
the requirements of the crop.

No crop pays that leaves the soll
poorer, unless sold at a price which
will canble to restore the plant food
and also receive a fair profit for his
time and labor. 'The soil I8 the stora-
house of the farm on which Is stored

the raw material for future crops, mudl

the real wealth of a farm is In its soil,
as It can be drawn upon in the future
for crops that may be in demand.
Whether a farmer recelves a largs re
turn or fails sltogether during any
year, he has the soll as a savings bank,
representing much of thugl which has
been applied to it previously. -
Water is a staple article on farms,
and Is sold more extensiyvely than avy-
thing clse. Milk contains about 87 per
cent, of water, and frults of all kinds
are considered more valuable If whter
predominates in their composition,
Even a grain crop is not free from
water, while grads and vegetables are
mostly composed of water. Water is
therefore the cheapest substance pro-
cured by good cultivation (for he ob-
tains more of ft by good cultivation
than would be the cnse otherwise), and
next to water is carbon. When oll,
butter, sugar and stareh are produced
on the farm thedeaves of the trees and
plants derive carbon (carbon dioxide)
from the air and store it in their cells.
When the anlmals consume plants
they convert this carbon into com-
pounds familiar to all, but the cost of
which so far as the fertility of the soil
Is concerned may be very small, and
when the goil can be made to do service
without loss {lie galn 18 correspondingly
as great to the farmer as from a sale.
The real cost of crops on nearly all
farms is that of labor, but labor is prof-
itable according to the uses to which it
is applied, and the labor-saving Imple-
nicHts must nssist the laborer. If the
farmer continues to grow crops for
which he knows' there will be low
prices his labor will be more expensive
thun with seene better erop: Just what
that better ¢rop may be depends upon
the location of the farm, the markets,
the soll an:l other conditions.. There
are seasons when some crops pay bet-
ter than others, as was the case with
peaches last year, which gave good re-
gults. An acre of onions may be more
profitable than five or ten acres of
wheat, and yet the cost of the onlons
may be less than that of the wheat pro-
portionately, A'diversity of crops
should be the rule, for no farmer can
afford to tske the.’rlsk of depending on
a single crop. Tlie cost will be accord-
fng to the skill and judgment used by
the farmer, and the estimate of profits
must always Include that which the
soll - has - also - gained.—Philadelphia
Record.

A HORSE IN THE NAVY.

Official Regulations a Little Vague ng
to the Treatment of Liye tock.

Several years ago a band of naval of-
ficers was ordered by the commandant

of one of pur naval stations to hold s =

survey on one of the horses belonging
to the station. The board met, examin-
ed the horse, found that he was suffer-
ing from “the scratches” and “string-
halt,” and was generally run down.
An examination of the navy regula-
tions showed that only 1 recom-
mendations could be made by the
board, as follows: :

“To e turned into store for use.,” “Te
be retained In or for use,” “Seold”
“Used for scrap metal,” “To be issued
for any other purpose,” “To be throwif
on the dump,” *“To be transferred to
some other station,” “To be used for
repairs for some other article,” or.“To
be extensively repaired.” Since it was
the unanimous opinion of the board that
Le ought to be treated by a veterinary
surgeon, it was recommended, in con-
formity with the regulations, “that
ke be extensively repaired.”

This was three or four years ago, and
he was “extensively repaired” by a
veterinary surgeon, but evidently the . .
“repairs” were Dot lasting, as the se-
quael will show. _

Recently there came a recommenda-
tion from the present commandant that
the horse be shot, as he was old and
worthless, and that it would be a kind-
ness to put him out of his misery. °

In the same mall came a requisition
from the same commandant asking for
aunthority to buy ten tons of Al, firet-
class fertilizer. :

It was then shat the navy depantment
indorsed on the requisition “Why not
use the horse to produce the fertilizer?

The commandant promptly returned
the paper with the endorsement, “Since

the horse is not an Al, first<class horse,.
