FAIL TO GET METEORITE.

Steamer Hope of Peary Espedition Re.
turns te Vort.

North Sydney, C. B., Sept. 28.-—The
steamer Hope, of the Peary expedition,
arrived here at 11 g’clock Saturday
morning from its exploring trip north,
Capt. Bartlett reported all well on
board; but it was added that the main
object of the expedition, that of bring-
ing to the United States the 40-ton me-
teorite discovered by Lieut. Peary at
Cape York upon a previous trip, had
not been accomplished. It was found
impossible to rig a derrick strong
enough to move the meteorite. In spite
of all this, scientists on board have ob-
tained great results from their voyage,
All on board expressed themselves as
being delighted with their trip, al-
though unexpected ice difficulties com-
pelled them to return earlier than ex-
pected.

Boston, Sept. 28.—One of the most re-

WILL NOT RUN.

John Boyd Thacher Declines the Noml-
nation for Governor.

Albany, N.Y., Sept. 28.—New York
silver democrats are now without a
nominee for governor. John Boyd
Thacher on Saturday formally refused
to. run on the Buffalo indorsement of
the Chicago platform. He made this
announcement to the notification com-
mittee appointed Tuesday night by the
stute committee, and took occasion to
reiterate his adherence to ‘*sound
money." . In refusing the nomination
for governor Mr. Thacher recounted the
facts of his now famnous letter to the
state committee and summarized the
contents of that communicatibn. He
declares he did not seek the nomination,
but was willing to do all in his power
to bring about an end to the system of
“bogsism” which is in control of public

taffairs in the state of New York, believ-

ing that the fizht in the state should be
confined to state issues, He continues:

“It has developed that there is a very Jde-
eided desire on the part of the democratic
party to contest the election on the ab-
stract question of the unlimited coinage of
silver at the unalterable ratio cof sixteen
to one as compared with gold, and to ignare
or to subordinate every other state issue.
It is apparently the purposé of the party
at this Ume to make the acceptance of an
extremely ‘' political sentiment the sole test
of a candidate of the democracy. It dnes
ne. seem to be enourh that men are willing
to support the regular candidate on the reg-
ular democratic ticket, but they are re-
quired to subscribe to every letter and
phrace of the platform. Itisimpossible for
me, with the views I hold, to make a con-
test on the coinage issue, I bel'éve in the
good old democratic docirine of the joint
frec and equal use of gold and si'ver. Tnis
doctrine is far removed from the vingle use
of gold, which enables speculators to juggle
with its value, as it {s from that other
principle which secks to establish an im-
possible ratio for its sister metal There-
fore, entertaining the views I do. and now
thoroughly impressed with the bellef that
the party will consent to make the contest
only or primarily upon the silver issue, 1
feel that as an honorable man I should
make way for some one who can carry the
banner with that device,

of schemes in order to get a peep at the
inside pages.

The stands in the ferry houses and
railway stations suffer the most from
these. penurious eranks, fcr there is
nothing else to attract their attention
while they are waiting for a boat or a
train.
