In one case to which my attention was
recenfly called, the bondsmen of the
guardian had both died, no new bond glv-
en, and when the guardian was called to
account it was found that he had squan-
dered the estate and the minors were left
witkout a dollar.

While no probate judge can exercise a
personal supervision of all estates at ‘all
times, yet to prevent such misfortuues in
the future, | hereby notify all guardians
and trustees of estates, that an aonual
accounting must be made, and the court
satisfied by proper showing at the time of
the accounting, of the financial respon-
sibility of all bondsmen om such bonds.
A neglect or refusal to comply with this
notice, will be deemed by me a suffiient
canse for immediate investigation into
the management of such estates as I
have mentioned.

On Saturday a body ef 3,000 Greek vol-
unteers posted at the Mgcedoaian frontier, ,
opposed to a larger Turkish force, ad-
vanced into the enemies’ territosy without
orders from the Government at Athens.
King Geeorge is said to be trying strenu-
ously to avert war, but sc far there is no
disavowal of the act of invasion. The
Turkish anthorities are alive to the situa-
tion, and are making mighty efforts to
concentrate a force to oppose the advance
of the Greeks. The plan of the insur-
gents was to occupy Baltino, ou the fron-
tier of Macedonia, in order to prevent the
Turks from taking up a more advanced
position. Directly the Urecks crossed the
frontier their leaders issued a proclama-
tion calling upon the Macedonians and
Epirotes te rise for freedom. A special
dispatch Monday [ Wrikhala says the
Turkish garrison of Baltino, numbering
about eight hondred men, which was be-
sieged by the Greek msurgents, has cut
its way through the Greeks, with a loss of
thirty men killed. The fighting whas stub-
born. It was only at the fourth attempt
that the Turks were able to issue from
their barracks. The insurgents, the spe-
cial dispatch further states, continued
their march into Macedonia and have cap:
tured the town of Krania. They pursuned
the Turks close to Cipria, which is only
twe bours distant from Grevena.

Planked Whitefish and Shad.

fish is, as a rule, confined
to clubhouses, where large, open fires
are accessible, but Mrs. 8. T. Rorer, in
The Ladies’ Home Journal, tells how
planked fish may be served to perfection
in the emallest and most modest home in
America. ‘'The peculiar flavor imparted
by the heating plank makes the fish more
delicious than when cooked in any other
way. If one has a gas stove, the method
is quite simple, but the oven of a coal
range may also be used with sucecess.
Secure a two inch plank the size of the
oven, made from hard wood, oak or
hickory. When ready to use, put it in
the oven until it is so hot that you can-
not bear your hand on it for an instant,
Have the fish split down the back. Put
it, skin down, on the hot plank. Dust
with salt and pepper and baste with
melted butter. In an ordinary coal
stove, pdt it on the oven bottom, elose
the overr door and bake for 80 minutes,
basting two or three times.. When' the
fish is done, take it from the oven, gar-
nish with parsley and lemon and send
it to the table on the plank, placed on

: FiON.
Beven l'easioners Whoae Hasbands
Servel Unlér' Washington.

“Seven waomen are still drawing pen-
slons as the widows ¢f men who saw
active service in the war of the revolu-
tion: women whose husbands served
nnder Washington more than a hun-
dred.  and twenty years ago”
writes Cliford Howard in the La-
dies” Home Journal. “The eldest
of these surviving widows of the
revolution is living at Los Angeles,
Californla. She is Mrs. Lovey Aldrieh,
now in the ninety-eighth year of her
age. Her husband was Private Caleb
Aldrich, who was born in the year 1763,
and served as a soldier boy in the New
Kngland campaigns of the war. Mrs,
Nancy Jones, of Jonesborough, Tenn.,
whose husband was Darling Jones, a
private in one of the North Carolina
regiments, is the youngest of the revo-
lutionary widows, being now about 83
years of age, The other five are Naney
Cloud, who is living at Chum, Virginia,
and is the widow of Sergeant William
Cloud, of Captain Christian’s Virginia
line; Esther 8. Damon, of Plymouth
Unlon, Vermont, whose husband was
Private Noah Damon, of Massachu-
sctts; Mary Bnead, living at Parksley,
Virginia, widow of Private Bowdoin
Snead; Nancy A. Weathérman, who
lives at Elk Mills, Tennessee, and
whose first hushand was Robert Glas-
cock, a fifer in one of the Virginia regi-
ments; and Rebecca Mayo, living at
Newbern, Virginia, widow of Stephen
Mayo, a soldier from Virginia, ‘Chat
these women can be the widows of
revolutionary soldiers is readily under-
stood in view of the fact that thelr hus-
bands were well on in years when they
married.

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This statement has been compiled from
statlstlies gathered hy the Department of
Agriculture. It is based upon & chart pre-
pared under the direction of the chief of
the weather bureau showing the extent of
the flood. T¢ this chart the department
has applied“the crop statistjps of 1806, as
representing more closely than any other
available data the acreage and value of
the crops of 1807 now in jeopardy. The
statistics of population, of the number
and acreage of farms and of the value of
farms and farm implements, are those of
the censns, and the statistics of live stock
are the department's own figures for Jan.
1, 1897,

It is significant that this report is from
only the southern districts that are flood-
stricken. No estimate has been prepared
of the damage done in the Northwest, The
Dakotas, Nebraska, Minnesota, Iowa, 1l-
linois and other sections are still flooded,
but no figures have been compiled to show
what havoe the torrents have wrought.

o mention is made of the loss of life.
While few persons have been drowned in
any one locality, it is conceded that the
total figure is very high, but there is no
way at hand to make even an estimate, as
In most cases the people drowned have
been away from all centers of trade or
communication,

Details . f the Disaster,

The total area under water April ¢ was
15,800 square miles, of which 7,900 square
miles was in Mississippi, 4,600 square
miles in Arkansas, 1,750 square miles in
Missouri, 1,200 in Tennessee and 450 in
Louisiana.

This region contained in 1800, so far as
can be determined in view of the some-
what indefinite boundary lines of the
flood, a population of 379,685, of which
186,480, or about one-balf, was in Mis-
sissippi, 100,235 in Arkansas, and the re-
mainder, almost equally divided between
Missouri and Tennessee.

The flooded districts contain, it is esti-
mated, 38,500 farms, of which 18,500 are
in Mississippi, nearly 10,000 in Arkansas,
and a like number about equally divided
between Missouri and Tennessee. These
farms contain a total area of 3,800,000
acres, onc-half of which is in Mississippi
and rather over one-fourth in Arkansas,
the proportions in Missouri and Tennes-
see being about the same as in the case
of the number of farms. The total value
of these farms, with their improvements,
farm implements, etc,, is $635,000,000, and
here also the proportions in the different
States are about the same as above noted

Pestilence Muy Come,

The people of the United States will
never realize the extent of the great flood,
and can hardly appreciate the suffering
which it brings to several hundred thou-
sand human beings, Not only are these
flood sufferers wanting for the necessities
of life, for food and shelter, but on al
sides ruin stares them in the face and
they are almost staggered by the knowl-
edge that the savings of years have been
swept away and that it willtake a decade
or more of toil and privation to reach the
condition they were in before the flood
came. Nor is this the most distressing
feature of the situation, for their great
'I_ro:ul now is the imminent danger of pes-
tilence when the waters subside. Fevers
and plagues hover over the submerged re-
Kion and are ready to snatch their victims,
“."‘ raging waters have dealt mercifully
with human lives—probably not more
than 200 being drowned through the cn-
tire valley—but the pestilence will not be
so sparing of loved ones and it will cause
suffering horrible to contemplate;

It is impossible, of course, to estimate
even approximately the damdge done by
the-floods, but it surely will not fall be-
low $100,000,000, More.than 150,000 per-
soys are homeless, sheltered under strange |
roofs, in tents, box cars and barns. More
than twice as many are still living in their
homes, surrounded by water, ang with
cellars filled with water.

Electric Eyes.

The latest adjunct that science gives
to the surgical operator is an electric
eye. BStrictly speaking, it is not an eye
at all, but rather a sort of searchlight,
which is used to aid the human eye in
delicate surgical operations.

Oftentimes surgeons are handicapped
in their work by the fact that they can-
not see distinctly the parts upon which
they must operate. The formation of
the human body is such that in many
instances no light can be put directly
upon the particular part of the human
anatomy that is to be operated upon.
The eye can see to the extent of human
but in intricate operations,
ng the light in the operat-

ing S may be, the rays lack that
penetration and powen of concentration
80 necessary to. delicate surgical opera-
tions.

Professor Charles E. Quimby, of
Bellevune hospital, New York, has pat-
ented this new aid to surgery., From an
ordinary electric light wire a connection
is made with this device, which fits the
face much in the manner of a pair of
spectacles. The appliance in itself con-
sists of two small incandescent lamps,
which are fitted one above and the other
below the eye of the operator. They are

and some of them angry and threaten-
ing. These, if the private secretary is a
judicious man, the president never
hears of, and the malicious intent of the
writer is thwarted. The requests for an-
tographs are scarcely numerable, Patoh-
es for bedquilts and lunch cloths add to
the burden. Begging letters, for num-
ber, take the second place in the presi-
dent’s mail. .
