Climate and Orop Buletin,

The following bulletin based on the re.
ports of the Directors of the several
Cliwate and Crop Bections, is furnished for
the public:

Temperature—The week ending July
25th was warmer than usual 1o all distriets
east of the Rocky mountaine with the ex-
ception of the upper Missouri and Red
river of the North valleys, and along the
New England coast, where it was slightly
cooler than usual, In Florida and over
the central Gulf States there was & general
but slight excess. The week was cooler
than usual over the northern Rocky moun
taln distriots, and generally throughout
the Pacific coast States,

Precipitation—The rains of the week
have been very irregularly distributed.
The areas receiving more than the average
Are numerous though not extensive, the
greater part of the country east of the
Rocky mountains recelving less than the
usual amount, Very heavy rains éccurred
in Louimans, and over northern portions
of the east Gulf Btates.

Summary of Crop Conditions — The
drouth conditions of the previous week in
the Btates of the Central valleys and Lake
region have been relieved in sections only,
and at the close of the week ending July
25th rain is needed over the greater part of
the Lake region, Ohio, Mississippi and the
Missouri valleys, in portions of New Eng-
land and the middle Atlantic States, and
the greater part of Texas, while portions
of the east Gulf and south Atlantic Sius
have suffered from excessive rains. Com
paratively few local storms of sufficient
severily to damage crops have been re-
ported. Light frost occurred in North
Dukota and north Minnesota, hn the 20th,
but caused no serious injury.
Michigan—Showers on Tuesday were
beneficial, but insufficient and poorly dis-
tributed. More rain needed, especially for
corn, potatoes and pastures. Corn is roll-
log anc pastures drying up. Oats harvest
well advaneced, but yields are light. Fali
plowing has begun.

Ohio—SB8howers very beneficial in some
places, but generally corn, grass, gardens
and potatoes meed more ruin. There are
good crops of hay, and wheat threshing is
fair to good. Rust and drouth hurt oats,
and both straw and heads ure short. Har-
vest still continues. Corn is earing, but
the crop is best on bottoms. Tobacco is
fair growth, and some is topped. There
are several complaints of shrunken wheat
grains, chinch bugs on coin, and tobacco

worms.

WAR NEWS,

Admiral Dewey protested agalnst
the German admiral's disregard of the
blockade of Manila and informed that
fndividual that if Germany is at peace
with the United States he must change
his methods.

OUR WOMEN AT PARIS,

They Should Not Be Permitted to Re=
peat Their World's Fair
Mistake in 1000,

That quiet man?

American women are arranging to
make another exhibition of them-
selves at the Paris exposition in 1900,
proportionately similar to the painful
“Woman's building” at the world’s fair
in Chicago in 1893. It was not that the
women who projected the “henhouse”
(at the world's fair), as it was irrever-
ently called by many, were altogether
to blame, nor was its failure due to
lack of energy. The failure was in
the idea itself. It was unwise, and in-
telligent women on all sides did not
hesitate to express their opi.nion%.
They objected, and rightly so, to be
classed apart, and have their handi-
work shown as that of a set of freaks.
If their work was good, they asked,
why should it be separated from the
main exhibits simply because it was
the work of women? What did their
sex matter if the work was of merit?

There is no sense, however, in mak- |

ing this mistake for the second time,
particularly within the boundaries of
another country and for another peo-
ple to laugh at. The idea at Chicago
itself was wrong, and the idea for
Paris is equally wrong. It is signifi-
cant that the women who were fore-
most in the Chicago experiment refuse
to have anything to do with the Paris
project. This should speak volumes to
the women who are persisting in mak-
ing this second mistake. If sodirecta
hint does not suffice, however, the
United States government, with a full
knowledge of the result of the Wom-
an's building at the world’s fair in
mind, should, and doubtless will, re-
fuse to allow American womanhood to
be held up again to ridicule. The
American woman's ingenuity can have
adequate expression in the general
American exhibit at the Paris exposi-
tion in 1900. But her handiwork must
be shown with the handiwork of men,
and not apart from it. The lesson
must be enforced upon continental Eu-
rope that in America merit is recog-
nized irrespective of sex.—Edward W,
Bok, in Ladies’ Home Journal.

The War Department has closed a con-
tract for the transporiation of the Spanish
soldiers that surrendered at Santiago to
Spain, and they will be sent as quick as
the ships can get to Santiago to tuke them,

The rush to enlist has not been equal in
the States, Seven Biates—Indiana, Min-
hesota, Missouri, New York, Rhode Island
Virginia and Wisconsin—have furnished
more men than their quota, but all the
rest are short, a majority al least one-third,
and North Carolina has only sent 55 men
10 meet its quota of 788 under the Presi.
dent’s second call.

Gen. Shafter seems to bave had the law
on his side when he declived, after the
Spaniards had surrendered to him, to allow
Admiral Bampson to take possession of the
Spanish merchant ships that were lo the
barbor at Bantiago, and put prize crews in
charge of them. Several decisions by the
United States S8upreme Court have a direct
bearing upon this matter. In ove of them,
the opinion by Justice Field, It was stated
that no prize money could be allowed for
captures or for the destruction of vessels
by the navy, where the army had aided,
even by its operations several miles dis
tant. It is claimed by some that the above
,decigion will bar the payment of head-
. mouey to the officers and crews of the ves.
sels which destroyed Cervera's fleet, be-
cause it was the operations of the army
which virtually drove the fleet out of Sap-
tiago harbor; but what seems to be draw
1og it rather fine. and the wrong way at
that, while the natural presumption is that
if there is any stretching to be doae it will
be in favor of, and not against, the gallant
fellows who destroyed Cervera's fleet
General Shafler was right in claiming that
the navy hiad nothing 1o do with the ships
that had sutrendered to him, but be would
not be right in claiming, and nobody who
knuows him believe that he will claim, to
have assisted in destroying Cervera’s fleet.

According to an official report to ithe
War Department, the Russians are experi-
menting with aluminium borse-shoes for
their cavalry, and have found that the lat-
ter metal is better than iron and the shoe
can be made now for about the same cost,
with the probabidity of considerably les-
sening it when facilities for making them
in large quantities are available. The
sluminium horse-shoe weighs 21§ ounces
less than the iron shoe, and belng less af-
fected by moisture outwears it.

United States Consul Skiuner, at Mar-
seilles, France, bas reported to the Depart-
ment of State the completion of »« movable
bridge at the eotrance of the canal be-
tween the Meditarrancan Sea and Bizerte
Lake that reflects no little credit upon
French engmneering skill. Two stell tow-
ers, 318 feet in height, have been evected
. .on opposite sides of the canal, and by an
arrangement of steel cables the bridgeis

easily elevated to the top of these towers
in forty seconds upon the approach of a

vessel, allowing the vessel to pass under,

One great advantage in the keeping of
fowls is the possibility it makes of dispos-
ing of waste products, not only of the
table but of the farm They will take the
grain field after harvest and make most
assiduous gleaners. They will dig the
kernel out of the chaff, and if we will giye
them the opportunity they will eat up all
the bones, in the form of bone dust: This
latter suggests the advice to every poultry
raiser to secure & bone grinding or bone
cutting mill. Bones contain much of the
valusble constituents that go to make up
thé body of the fowl and the bulk of the
egg- Every ycar we waste hundreds of
pounds of this yaluable feed. In many
cases the mill would pay for ifself in one
year,

It is stated by experts that it will take
1,000 quarts of milk at 21§ cents a quart to
pay for the keep of a cow one year. Every
quart over that smount is prefit. Such is
a0 estimate made by a difryman who bas
kept accurate accounts. It is plain, there.
fore, that if one cow yields 8,000 quarts of
milk in a year, and another 2,000 quarts,
the one ylelding the larger quantity will
produce twice as much profit as the other,
although she gives ove-third more. This
is due to the fact that the first cost of sup-
port of the cow must be met without re-
gard to the yield. It is well known that
some cows will yield more milk on the
same quantity of food than others, and a
slight increase of milk may change a small
profit into one that is large.

More than one day of this year will
benceforth be commemorated in recurring
anniversaries.
