Force of Gravity Over the ODceans.

The force of gravity over the land
is determined by counting the number
of swings of a pendulum of known
length that occur in a known lapse
of time. Dr. Hecker, of Potsdam, has
recently made an attempt to deter-
mine the relative force of gravity over
different parts of the Atlantic ocean
between Hamburg and Bahia by means
of a barometer and a hypsometer (a
boiling point thermometer). The ba-
rometric formula contains a term de-
pending on the intensity of gravity at
the place of observation. The hyp-
gsometer is independent of this influ-
ence. A comparison of the results of
simultaneous observations by the two
methods affords a means of determin-
ing the force of gravity approximate-
ly. The preliminary results indicate
that gravity of the deep ocean is near-
ly normal and they confirm Pratt’s
hypothesis in regard to the isostatic
arrangement of the masses of the
earth's crust.—N. Y. Bun,
