WILL OPEN

Authoritative Statement From One Who
knows the Plans,

Rumors that haveso loog been In the air
with regard to the completion of the Bo-
land road have at last taken tangible
shape and the road will be completed
this year,

Thls has been made possible by the
formatlon of & new and strong syndicate
which will make avallable funds for
completing the road through from De-
trolt to Chloago,

A recent Interview wlth a party In very
close touch with Mr, Boland revealed the
followlng, That gentleman sald: *The
active partles in the syndicate are Wil.
liam Halls, jr., vice presldent of the
Huanover Natlonal bank of New York; W,
N. Coler, jr., of N. N. Coler & Co.,
bankers, New York; N. 8, Potter, mana-
ger of the Jackson Clty bank and & well
known tinancler of that clty, and W, A.
Foote, secretary of the Jackeon & Su-
burban Traction Co, The latter is also
Interested ln companles owning power
plants at Allegan and Plainwell,

“The announcement comes from offl-
clale of the road and Is entirely depend-
able. There has been slgned an agree-
ment to consulidate the line of the Jack-
son & Bnburban Tarctlon Co., which is
operated ln Jackson city and Grass Lake
and Wolf Lake, summer resorls, the
Jackson & Ann Arbor Cu,, usually known
as the Boland company, which has a road
bed aod ralls from Jackson to Dexter
and right of way to Ann Arbar, and the
Detrolt, Plymonth & Northville Electrio
rallway, now operated by the Boland ln-
terests.

Cleveland Cliffs Company's $1,000,000
Furnace Opens at Marquette.

After having been building for more
than two years, the new Marquette
Iron plant of the Cleveland Cliffs com-
pany has gone into commission. The
furnace is the largest charcoal lron
plant in the United States, and has
been erected at a cost approximating
§1,000,000, Its dally capacity will
be 150 tons, With this plant, the
Cleveland Cliffs company, the largest
independent producer of iron ore in
the Lake Superior region pow has
three furnaces in commission.

Trophies and Athletic Equipment for
Jackles of the Missourl.

The strenuous life Is now extend
ing to the navy and at a quick pace,
Bome time ago Secretary Moody, as

President, promulgated an order au-
thorizing the issue to any ship whose
commander should report to the de
partment that his crew has a well-
developed athletic organization, of
certain sporting parapherpalia appro-
priate to the character of certaln
games in which the men excel, and of

a series of prizes or trophles for
which they may contend. Thls has
been acted upon by the battleship

Miesourl, with tke result that orders
have been isshed for her eguipment
with two punching bags, Lwenty-four
baseballs, four footballs, twelve bats,
twelve broadswords, six sets of eight-
ource boxing gloves, six sets of fenc-
ing foils, twenty-four ball-players’'
sults, and an adequate supply of
masks, gloves, protectors, etc., [for
all probable requirements. The sults
are to have the name of the ship
across the breasts of the shirts.,
This move has been made, not
only in the bellef that athletic exer-
cises are good for the men whb In-
dulge in them, but that the interest
exerted by competition between che
ships' crews In manly sports will tend
to take the place of less wholesome
entertalnments when the men are
ashore. The pride of each ship in its
own crack sportsmen will add to the

It is, however, knowa
by most pharmacologists and by many
others that chloroform has dangers
when uskd by artificial light, but this
fact is by no means generally recog-
nized, Persons have been killed by the
decomposition of chloroform by gas
light. It has been attempted to over-
come the danger of the production of
this form of poisoning by placing soda
or borax solution of milk of lime in
the operating room, but these methods
have been shown to be wholly insuffi-
cient.—Philadelphia Medical Journal.
