It Is still & matter of doubt as to
the best time to harvest broom corn,
says & bulletin of the Louislana Ex-

periment Station. In some localities
It is customary to harvest soon after
the blossoms fall, or when the seeds
are In the milk stage. In other sec-
tlons they wait till the seed reaches
the dough or seml-solid state. Buch
partles claim that the straw Is as
good, and they galn In welght, and
the seeds become valuable for feed.

One Important polnt must be held in

mind, however, that the straw grad-
ually loses Its green color as it ripens,
and the price Is materially Influenced
by the color of the straw. Agaln,
overripe straw will not take stain as
readlly as the greener straw, which is
a conslderation, especially in making
middle grade and cheap brooms. The
old custom of “lopping” the brushes
is stlll practiced to some extent, The
stem Is bent at a sharp angle about
a foot or so below the base of the
brush, so as not to sever it from the
stem, but leave the head hanging as
nearly vertical as possible. This
practice originated when It was cus
tomary to allow the seeds to mature,
and the object was to keep the straws
siraight, as the welght of the matur
Ing seeds bent the straws sustaining
them when left upright, and if they
matured In that way, they did not
make a good stralght brush, Early
harvesting removes very largely the
necessity for “lopplng” -the tops.
SBometimes the tops are broken In &
similar mapper, immediately In ad-
vance of the cuttlng, slmply to make
the heads more accessible, where the
stalks are twelve to fifteen feet high.
However, a modification of the meth-
od called tabling Is generally prac-
ticed. This operation immediately
precedes the cutting, and is for the
purpose of [facllitating cutting the
brush. It eonsists in bending the
stalks to a right angle about two and
one-half to three feet from the ground
end diagonally crossing the stalks of
two rows over the middle between
them, so that the stalks support one
another, forming a “table,” the heads
of each row projecting about m foot
beyond the outside of the other row.
The cutter follows, severing the brush
about eight Inches below the base.
The brushes are placed in piles on the
table by the cutter and they are car-
ried to the dry house. The geeds are

LOCKIAW 9

AND RABIES &

We have before us a letter from an
[Hinols swinebreeder who describes
sickness and says he thinks it is lock-
Jaw that is affecting his young pigs.
The pigs are ten weeks old and were
eastrated two weeks ago. Now they
are gshowing the following symptoms:
They are quite wmmble to eat, are
stif and froth st the mouth. The
muscles of the body are hard and at
first quiver a good deal. The pigs
are so stift that they can scarcely
walk. They and thelr dams have been
properly fed wpon nitrogenous rations.
We had also a letter recently { om a
farmer whose plgs were sick with a
similar trouble, which proved fatal
in four or five days. The latter was
an outbreak of rables due to the bites
of a mad dog which he remembered
having gone through his herd some
time previous to the commencement
of the trouble. He dld not suspect
rabies, but was positive this trouble
existed after he had been told the
symptoms indicated that disemse and
he bad remembered about ‘the mad
dog, which until then had escaped hila
memory or not suggested itself as tho
probable cauvse of the trouble. Every
owner of swine should be able to tell
the difference between lockiaw and
rables, hence we shall give a few
prominent symptoms of = each dis-
ease 80 that he will be posted in fu-
ture. In tetanus (lockjaw) the mus-
cles of the neck or other part of the
body are hard from the first, so that
the animal is stiff and every now and
then or whenever exclted, the patient
will have spasms, during which the
muscles draw up and the animal may
fall down, frothing at the mouth.
Blobbering or frothing is always pres-
ent and |8 most seen when animal at-
tempts to“eat or drink, which It s
unable to do, Where mouth Is not
altogether .held shut by the disease
89 ihat plop may be taken, animal
will live ten or fourteen days and
sometimes recover if kept qulet and
properly fed, but medicine is of .little
use, In rabies the animal always
dies In four or five days, sometimes
even sooner. In rabies the patient is
not stiff at first.

Lockjay most
often comes from germs introduced
into & cl wound as in puncture
of the foot by a nail and is also com-
mon following castration when the
wound Is small and allowed to close
at once, To prevent lockjaw always
make a very large incislon in the scro-
tum when castrating and see that the
piE 18 placed in a clean pem on fresh
bedding or In a new grass fleld.
Where cases have occurred as an ex-
tra precaution dust the wound in the
scrotum with a mixture of one drachm
of fodoform and six drachms of bo
racle acid at time of castratlon and

AGRICULTURE

The last Congress showed that it
recognized the, Importance of agricul-
ture to the natlon, by making appro-
priations for agriculture beyond apy
previous Congress. The total appro-
priations amounted to $12,005,133.80.
Of this $1,000,000 ls for eradlcating
the foot-and-mouth disease, which
brike out some months ago in New
England. Nearly every bureau and
division recelved Increased appropria-
tlons. The largest increases are for
the Bureaus of Plant Industry, Anl-
mal Industry, Forestry and Solls, The
Bureau of Animal Industry receives
an Increase of $100,000 for the exten-
slon of its meat and other Inspection
work, makipg a total of $1,287,380.
The Bureau of Plant Industry re-
celves an Increase of $42,200 for its
work in vegetable pathology and
physiology, botanical investigation,
studles of the pomaceous frults and
their handling, and the experiments
with grasses and forage plants, It is,
therefore, proposed to extend the
work of plant breeding, especially to
secure crops resistant to alkall, dis-
ease-resistant beets, the hardy orange
and the improvement of Indian cornm.
About $10,000 willl be expended for
the introduction of seeds mnd plants
from foreign lands, The total for this
Bureau Is $674,930. The annual ap
propriation for the Bureau of For
eatry 18 incremased to $350,000, which
Is over $58,000 more than that for the
current year. The Bureau of  Solls
gets $42,000 more than last year,
making an annual appropriation for
the next two years of $212,480. This
will permit the Bureau of Solls to
carry on lla work In 32 states, instead
of in 26, as doring the past year,
About twenty parties are now In the
fleld for this season's work. One of
the new things begun this year is
the Model School Garden on the De-
partment of Agriculture grounds at
Washington. This garden is to be In
charge of some of the puplls of the
public schools.

C. L. Hill: Above all things that a
bull needs, and not nearly &nough of
them get is plenty of exerclse dally,
On many farms where this item of ex-
pensa |s not counted, a man will walk
and lead & bull for an hour daily, and
while it Is doubtless efficient, few of
us wish to spend our time In this way.
By far the cheapest and best way ts
exercise a bull is In a tread power,
and we have so exerclsed our bul'a
for the past ten years. Nearly all of
them learn it readily even if old, and
it will do no harm to work them an
hour each day. More than that, they
can easily earn their board, running
separator, or other light machinery,
It will not do to have the power very
stesp, for they will slip. Another ex-
cellent way to exercise a bull s to
work him In a harness. There are
many other ways to exercise a bull,
but I think the best one is to tie him
by a rope around his horns to an over
head wire or rope 50 to 100 feet long.
3et a post 15 feet long, four feet in the
ground, and run a wire from the tap

-of this-post to a tree or bullding. 1t

the wire runs through & hole in the
top of the post-to a short post close to
the ground, you can readily arrange a
tightener with a rod with nut on the
end. We use about the same plan to

At an Ontario farmers’ institute,
Simpson Rennie gave the following
instructions on the eradleating of
some of our most common weeds:

The Canadian thistle and perennial
sow thistle can be entirely killed in »
single season by a properly-worked
corn or root crop. As soon as the

velop leaves it commences to store
away plant food in Its underground
stem and roots, so that by the time
it is In tull bloom It will have stored
sufficlent plant food to live through
another season, no matter what Is
done with the top, or what cultivation
Is given to the land.

Bind Weed—This Is a perennial and
one of the most difficult weeds to
eradlcate. It can scarcely be killed
in a single season, About the only
way to subdue this weed In one ses~
son Is to leave the land without &
crop, and as soon as they appear In
the spring cut them off with a wide
shear cultivator., This must be re-
peated about every seven days until
they become exhausted. '

Couch Grass—To eradicate, plow
Immediately after harvest, ‘but not
more than four or flve Inches deep, as
the rootlets usually are near the sur-
face, When the weather {s dry use
harrow and sulky horserake to rake
them into rows where they cam be
burned when dry. A spring tgoth cul-
tivator Is a good Implement to use'as
soon as the roots are reduced so that
It can be worked up without blocking
up. This implement is very effective
in drawing the roots of the Coucly
Grass to the surface. If this is fold
lowed the next year with & well-
worked corn or root. crop thers will

Oxeye Daisy—The dalsy is mos%
troublesome in pasture and sod land,
but is not much seen in well cultl
vated fields; consequently when BNy,
seeding down s done it should be te
clover, and again plowed up after the
one crop is cut and taken off, which
should be before any Dalsy seeds have
matured.

Wild Flax, Pigeon Weed and Chess
~—These are blennizls or winter an-
nuzls. They start to grow in the fall
and produce their seed the next sea
son. It is pot dificult to eradicate
these If fall wheat Is left out of the
rotation. Plow light or cultivate im~
mediately after harvest, and by so do-
ing the seed will germinate and grow.
Before the winter sets in plow themy
down, and by repeating this for a few
falls even the fall wheat can be agaim
grown, and any of these weeds ap-
pearing In the erop could be easily
pulled by hand. [

Rag Weed—To eradicate this weed
avold sowing latd maturing ocropsy
Plow the land immbdiately after the
crops are taken off and before the
Reg Weed has had time to mature its
seed, and In A few years this weed
will be no more.

Wild Oats—An annue! weed which
is spreading very fast. To eradlicate,
work the land as soon as the crop is
taken off, and as far as possible en-
courage the seeds to germinate. The
Bext season put in some hoed crop.
The second spring the land should be
sown with some grain without plow-
ing and seeded down to grass. If
allowed to remain in sod for three of
four years most of the seed will be
beyond the power of germination.

Wild Tares and Wild Mustard—Al-
though only annuals, these mre very
troublesome especially so on account
of their vitality, To eradicate these
troublesome weeds plow or dise the
land Immediately after harvest, After
this is donm® work the land fine. This
will encourage many of the seeds to
germinate and by introducing a hoed
crop the next summer even these
weeds will be greatly reduced.

Selected Recipes.

Squash Muffins.—One cup of squash
as prepared for the table, a cup of
milk, two tablespoonfuls of Bugar, a
tablespoonful of melted butter, a tea-
spoonful of baking powder sifted with
flour enough to make & dough as thin
a8 can possibly be handled. Roll ont,
cut In biscuit shape and bake, If pre-
ferred, the batter may be thinner and
dropped In mufin rings,

Gingerbread Loaf. — Melt four
ounces of butter in a basin and stir
into it by degrees a teacupful of mo-
lasses. Add half a teaspoomful of
mixed splce, one teaspoontul of ground
ginger, one teaspoonful of carbomate
of soda and a teacupful of warm milk.
Sprickle in sufficleqt flour (stirring
the Ingredients all the time) to bring
the cake mixture to the consistency
of a thick batter, beat it well, add two
tablespoonfuls of split which
have been slightly dredged with flour,

Butter a cake tim,
dust it with flour, pour In the mixture

oven.
