SAILOR HUGHES CONTINUES

———

Around Cape Hors, Shark Fights, Naval Bal-
fles and Other Intarestin: Experiences
While Clroumnavigating the Earth,

As was mentioned in last week's isspe |
Tom, on this voyage, went round Cape
Horn. Thisis & place where a sailor
gets all that is coming to him. The
weather there is ofton flercely cold and
the wind bafling, Tom suys that he has
been on ships that rounded the Horn in
five hours and thatagain it has required
nine weeks, For four and a half honrs
one wintry night he was lashed to the
mast, while acting as loakont, and the
ship was plowing her nose continually
into the icy water. He soon became so
numb that he did not realize that both
feet and a hand and his cars were being
frozen, but so they were.

Atter rounding the Horn the course,

as before started, was northward to
Puget Sound. After calling at several
ports on the Sound the ship loaded and
sailed back around the Horn to Buenos
Ayres on the LaPlata river From
thence his ship passed for 600 miles up
the Parana river. It was on this river
that a cargoof watermelons, which had
been thrown overboard by some river
freight boat, were discovered loating
down the stream. Tom, as the ship's
boy, was let over the side with a basket
and was able to pick up many of these
melons, These melons had seen better
days and perhaps it was the eating of
this fruit which hastened the attack of
lever which brought Tom to the hospital
in Rosario, But from there he escaped
one night in & fit of delirium and when
found unconscious in the street he was
placed on board his ship again by the
English consul, and s0 he was soon off
ngain, the vesscl in the meantime having
loaded with mules to the number of 260.
With this cargo they salled eastward
across the Atlantio, rounded the Capd of
Good Hope and went thence to l[lurltl-
us m.mn,wmh lie mto’r Madagasc;

O 'V with the'n mle
in hiinging them over, q- all tho uetdan,
Which had come with them, were too sick
to look after their charges. It was

that three dead mules were thrown over-
board, and it was these mule carcasses
that precipitatod a fight among the
sharks which were following the ship,
This fight, Tom : s, was a very
ferocious spectacle.

At Mauritins there were plenty of
experiences in store for Tom in a tropi-
cal country, It wasa great place for
hunting, and espeeially good fun was
the trapping of monkeys. This was
done in several ways: one of which was
to feed them™ bread souked in 'rum, on
which they made themselvés drunk;
another way to capture them was to fill
a coca-nnt shell with rice through a
small hole that would just admit the
monkey's hand. As so0on as the groedy
little-beast doubled up his flst with a
handful of rice he never knew enough
thereafter to drop Lhe rice;and as the
cocanut was attached to a string, they
were thus easily taken. It wasa good
plan though to look out for their sharp
teoth.

From Manritus. loaded with sugar,
they sailed next across the Indian ocean
and arouud to the south of Australin
and thenup to 8ydney, New S8outh Wales,
From there they went to Newecastle,
comparatively nearby, and loaded with
copl and shale, With this as a cargo
their course was again laid westwand
across the Pacific ocean to Valparaiso,

FIFTY TEAII OF PROGRESS

Annual Report ugn Superintendent Delos
Fall s a Record of Advancement Outweigh-
ing the Cost,

The annual report of Btate Superin-
tendent of Public Inatruction Fall for
the past year presents a striking con-
trast to that of Francis Shearman of fitty
years ago. At that time thorp was no
zﬁgh'ichool in the state, Today 552 grad-
districts have high schools, The
wholo number of pupils of school age in
the state in 1805 was E18,28%; in 1002 it
wos 738,184, The amount of primary
school money distributed was 38 conts
per capita, while last year it was $2.02.
The University of Michigan, fifty years
ago, had seven teachers and 84 students,
and the expenses for the year were
$11,280.41. Now there are 202 membors
of the faculty and 4,000 students,and the
dishursments for lﬂ}i were §$505,058.54,
There are 8,104 sohool houses in the
state, with 16,252 teachers, and the total
wages pald these instructors last yoar
wos $4,997,76860, The grand total of
expenses in the common schools was
$10,200,827.70.
_ Mr. Fall finds that the average month-
ly wage of male teachers in ungraded

+ | schools was $2045, and in graded schools

$84.70; for femaleteachers in ungraded
schools §20.00, and, ln graded schools
$15.04.

Pasturing Winter Wheat.

To what extent winter wheat can be
pastured without great=detriment to
the crop is a problem, Much experi-
menting remalns to be dope to solve
It. "The Oklahoma station made some
tests in this line last vear and the ex-
perlmenter's roport on the result
makes interesting reading. The plan
was to give different wheat fields dif-
ferent treatment In this regard. Some
of the flelds were pastured only when
frozen, while others were pastured
both fall and spring. Even in the win-
ter pasturing the Eround was badly
“punched up." Check flelds were not
pastured at all. The report of the
result says: ’ )

The quality of the wheat from the
Spring pastured plots was quite in-
ferior to that of the others, testing
68 pounds, while that from the others
tested from 61 to 63 pounds per bush-
el. The unpastured plots were the
earllest In maturlng, Lut were very
little different from the others, with
the exception of the spring pastured
plots, and as compared with these
there was several days difference.

No rust or chinch bugs bothered
these plots to speak of and everythirg,
was favorable for a good crop. The
continued wet weather might be said
to have made the conditions for pas-
turing unfavorahle, but it was quite
fortunate that rains continued up to
harvest so as not to allow the ground
to hake after Lelng tramped while wet.
Just about the time the wheat was
heailing the ground was getting quite
dry and if this little drouth bad not
been broken just when it was by
abundunt rain it is doubtful if the
wheat on the pastured ground would
‘have been worth cutting. If the con-
ditions had been' suitable for-the de-
velopment of the rust, the pastured
plots, particularly the spring pastured,
would have suffered much more than
the plots not pastured.
