PRUNES.

One of the questions which the
frult man is called upon to answer is
In regard to the prune, Tq the unin:
itlated it is a fruit by itself. So the
question is often asked, what I8 the
prune?

Perhaps there ls no better way of
answerlng the guestion than to quote
from the Encyclopedia  of Amerlcan
Horticulture: Prunes are the dried
frult of certaln varieties of plums.
Any plum that can be successfully
cured, without removing the pit, into a
firm, long-keeping product, may be
used for making prunes. The chiel
requisite for & good prune-making
plum is that It has a large proportion
of sollde, more particularly a large
amomt of sugar. “Extrd flne prunes
are sometimes called prunelles; these
are often packed in mass as are dates
and are sold as a confection.”

The prune, then, is really an artk
ficlal product; in other words, it is
not a prune till it has been dried,
having something of the relation to
the plum that apple-sauce has to the
apple, on]y a little more tlpwlg con-
peeted, There are some varleties of
wums that are called prunes, but the
term should be considered as a part
of the variety name and not as a dis
tinct species. In the prune-producing
districts, however, the green fruit, as
well as Lhe dried, is called prunes, so
that the term is popularly spp}led to
the varieties most commonly used for
the purpase. d

pounds annually, while the latter
gsends out on the average of 130,000,
000, Oregon, Washington and Idaho
stand third with 30,000,000 pounds,
which 1s likely to be increased con-
siderably within the near future.

The frult is allowed to remain on the

tree till fully ripe, so that it drops off,
as it ig found to obtain the greatest
store of sugar in this way. It is then
in ho' lye-or run through a machine
graded by machinery and efther
dipped in hot lye or run through a
machine which punctures the skin by
means of needles, to as to make the
skin tender or full of holes for the
escapé of molsture,
In Europe the fru't is generally
cooked a little before the evaporation.
The California process conelsts in
sun-drying, which is the more eco-
nomical method, though the other
method is thought to produce g bet-
ter quality of prune.

“The Illinois Farmers' Institutes
have recommended a course of ele:
mentary agrticulture to be taught in
the public schools of that state. Be-
fore anything in this direction can he
accomplished in any state, the sland-
ard of intellectual equipment for the
school teachers must be raised. One
way to do this is to pay betler salar
fes, - Another is to make an effort to
retain a good teacher frgm year (o
vear. A change every term is the rule
in many districts. Still another rule
for country districts to adopt is the
appointment of teachers on a basis
of merit and not of personal prefer-

and clavers, put in separate plates and
invert other plates over the onea con-
{aining the sand, and let them sland
at the\temperature of the living room
for veveral days, belng sure that the
sand 18 kept molst, he can readily de-
termine how much of his eeed will
germinate and whether It is worth
hig while to sow it. Seed testing is
such a simple process that it is sur
prising that every farmer does not
give more attention to it, especlally
when it is so very important. Though
the experiment station has tried to
uge (iscretior in the purchage of seeds
it has i-een found that many samplés
sent us would not show 25 per centl
of germination; some went below this,
wiille very few cowe up to a feir stan-

We must con-
tinue this work, though it is very sloy
as n process, It is a great task ta
care for a thousand seedling trees and
bring them to a bearlng age. They
must be planted at first in seedling
rows and then transplanted. Ther
must be cared for after the best meth~
ods for years till they come into fruit-
ing. Even after that it is somelimes
necessary to keep them for other

them, for a tree will sometimes show
inereased fruitfulness as the years go
on, Among the things that must be
done for the trees are keeping the
ground fertile and the trees sprayed.
The borers must be hunted out and

Even if he develops a superior
variety, other years must 'elapse be-
fore he can make enything from it3
and even that will depend on his busi-
negs acumen and business energy.

They are durable, and thus save much
valuable time lost in -patching cheap
substitutes, and ape a guarhntee that
stock will be found in the pastuiz
not in the corn aor some neighbor's
field. Good fences, moreover, are Or-
namentdl and indicative of good farm-
ing. A little good fence each year,
built of woven wire and good seasoned
posts, will in a few years enclose the
farm and fields in a manner both dura-
ble and effective,

Bulbs for Winter |
. Flowering

I'rom Farmers’ Review: ¢ Order
vour bulbs as early as possible in [fall.
The sooner they are potted, the hetter,
| because, if exposed io air, they rap-
idly part with the vitality stored up
in their fleshy ecales. They “dry ont,”
we say, and hecome willed and flabhy.
Such bulbs seldom give good flowers.
The hest kinds to order are Holland

Hyacinths, and the white Roman
Hyacinth, The Holland bulbs come
in a wide range of colors. If yon are

fond of double flowers you can get
double varieties in all colors, but to
my mind the single sorts are prefer-
able, a8 they are less formal; there-
fore more graceful. Roman Hyacinths
are always single, and their flowers
are loosely arranged alopg their
stalkg, but as they have from four to
slx stalks of flowers where the Hol-
land sorts have but one, they produce
quite as strong an effect. For cutting,
they are very fine. Among the tnlips,
[ would use only the single eorts, The
double ones do not force well. 1 would
have at least taree varieties of Nar-
cissns, or Doffodils—Van  Blon,
Trumpet Major and Paper White. And
anyone who has ever seen the Ber-
muda Lily—better known as the
vgEaster Lily” because it Is used so
extensively at that season aof the year;
will be sure to want several plants of
this mnst lovely flower. Fortunately,
it is ons of the easiest of all bulbs
to grow.

A good soll for bulbs is made by
using equal parts garden loam, old, |
rotten cow-manure &nd sand, One-
third sand may seem “too much of a
good thing” but-use it for a season
and I do not belleve you will care-to
lessen the quantity thereafter. Mix
these well together and you have a
compost mellow, rich and well adapt
ed to the requirements of all the bulbs
| have named,

I would advise using elx, seven and
elght-inch pots, with from three to
balf & dozen bulbs in eash pol, In
this way you econdmize space, nud
you secure & more solld color-efiect
when the plants come into bloom. And
the plants do better in larger pots,
because they are not so likely to dry
out after they are brought into thé

set so close that they touch each
other without iInjury, Press Tulips,

Hyaclaths and Norcissus down &
Never cover. As soon-as potted

water well to settle the soll.

From Farmers' Review: It Is redl-
ly surprising to note the limited fur-
nishings and working conveniences of
the average farmhouse kitchem, Out
of the vast number of patented labor
saving devices that are on the market,
how few are found in the homes of
farmers—the place where they would
seem to be most needed.

A sewing machine, a clothes wring-
er and, perhaps, a washing machine
are all that are at all common, with
little else that {s much Improvement
over the working tools of the houses
keeper of a half century ago, unless we
conslder the cook stove or range.
Most kitchens have a stove with a res:
ervolr, although there are some withe
out evep this necessity.

Why are not farmhouse kitchens
a8 well supplled with Inventions for
saving time and labor as the average
town house kitchen, or even the far-
mer's own domain? Look at the farm
tool sheds, Almost overflowing with
new Inventions and old ones too, for
lightening the farm work,

Notice tha modern, well finished
town house or flat. Zinc lined einks,;
hot and cold water faucets, stationary
tubs, beside an almost endless array
of convenlences and labor savers; car
pet sweepers and stretchers, dish
washers, vegetable cutters and slicers,
fruit presses and dishes for all sorts ot
uses In baking, cooking and serving.

"Bl.!l," says the town housekeeper,
“I can not keep my servants unless |
provide such things."

Indeed! Perhaps that Is a hint to
some overworked farmer's wife. I
have knowa farmhouse kitchens where
the work for & large family beslde the
“farm hands" was done, furnished
with a small cook slove—nao reservoir
—two {ron kettles, an iron “gpider,” a
frying pan, and a supply of baking
ting #0 limited that piles and bread
bad to be baked on the instaliment
plan. How long wonld an Intelligent
"girl" struggle with work under such
difficulties?

I have known kitchens of fairly well
to do farmers, where coffee was made
in o etone ware jug and tea in a tin
bagin, but of course thig is an excep-
tional case. Poverty s not respon-
sible for this siate of affairs, for the
homes will be found very comfortable
In other ways that are most lacking
In this respect. Perhaps it {8 becavse
farmers’ wives have little occasion for
- visiting hardware stores where such
things are offered for sale, and kitchen
tools are not so generally and per
sistently gold by agents as farm tools.

How many [armers' wives, reading
this, have a metal dish-scraper, a
chopping machlne, & potato slicer or
ricer, a cake tin with removable bot-
tom, a supply of porcelein lined ket-
tles, stew pans and basins, porcelain
llned tea and coffee pots, an asbestus
gslove mal, & metal molding board, &
rice boiler, a flour box and sifter coni-
bined, a perforated dipper, for taking
up bolled eggs, or other food, a mest
chopper, a patent bread or meat slicer,
an assortment of cake and mixing
spoons, m ralsin seeder, an apple parex,
a folding clothes rack or a patent
irouing board? Have you any Idea
how many labor saving Inventions
there are for women's use? Go to &
hardware store the next time you are
in town and [nvestigale the matter
thoroughly. Be assured that you will
be able to add years to your life by
saving your time and strength at the
cost of a little expense In money.—

HOW TO CHOOSE A BPONGE.

It Is Easy to Tell a Giood One From
a Bad One.

“There are & great many differences
between good and bad sponges,” sald
an importer, “but the persons who
buy sponges at retall know very little
about them. In nine cates out of ten
those nice-looking bleached sponges
seen In drug store windows are a de-
lusion and a snare. The first requisite
of a good sponge is that it shall be

& sponge white destroys ils fibre. Its
clasticity is ruined, and it wears out
much sooner,

“In chooslng a sponge, see that it
has a velvety touch to the hand and
vields readlly to a good squeeze, The
best and most expensive sponges are
the Levant, which come from the Med-
iterranean. The prettiest and the
cheapest are the grass sponges, made
pf numberless small filaments, and
which look and feel like = ball of
wool. The bulk of the sponges used
in this country come from Florida and
Cuba."

It Is Proposed to Raise the Levels
of the Great Lakes. '

Commeres Through Lakes Erie and
St. Clalr Would Be Gueatly Bene-
fited=A Big Dam Near Buf-
fale to Be Bullt,
A matter which is recelving the at-
tlon of Presldent Roosevelt at this
time is the selection of the three
American ‘members of the internation-
al commission to consider plans for

Iakes. Canada is to have A represen-
tation on the commission of three
members, and there 18 no reason to
expect opposition to the~project from
them, inasmuch as Canada has noth-
ing to lose and everything to gain,
for it is proposea to conduct the work
of construction and mainfenance en-
tirely at the expense of the United
States.

The proposition to raise and control
the level of the water of the great
Ilakes has been under conslderation for
years and has received the active con-
gideration and won the approval of the
governing board of engineers of deep
waterways, and of the United States
engineers. Briefly stated the plans
provide for a regulating dam on Ni-
agara river not far from Buffalo. The
regulating feature will be accom-
plished by making a fixed weir with
movable slulce, so that the overflow of
Lake Erie may be controlled at all
all times, and according to estimates
made after careful study of the plan
it appears feasible to maintaln the
level of Lake Hrle about three feet
higher than the usual stage of water
during the low water period in the
latter season of navigation.

A corresponding increase in the low
water depth in Lake 8t. Clair of two
feet would be obtained and Lakes Hu-
ron and Michigan would gain a foot
in depth. Lake Superior is beyond the
range of effect. One of the especial
advantages to be .gained by thus rais-
ing the lake levels {8 in connection
with the work on the Detrolt river.
At present there 1s less than 18 feet
depth over the ghoals at low water and

the necessity of deepening works has
been demonstrated if the increasing
commerce is to be handled.

The cost of construction of the dam
on the Niagara river and the mainte-
nance of the works to operate the weir
would be paid for many times over
in the money which would be saved
in harbor improvements now made
necessary by the low water gtages.
The aggregate cost of improving Lake
Erie harbors has averaged §1,000,000
for each foot of permanent depth se-
cured, and as the proposed regulating
works would give an increasea depth
of three feet it would represent u value
of $3,000,000. This sum taken in com-
parison with the estimated cost of the
proposed dam of $800,000 is a stroag
and convincing argument {2 favor of
Lhe project. Here is a clear saving of
pver two milllon dollars on Lake Erie
alone and the saving -on the Detroit
river and on Lakes Bt. Clair, Huron
and Michizan would swell the sum to
far greater proportions.

Of course any construction works
affecting the level of the great lakes
necessarily -becomes a matter of inter-
national agreement, hence the.appoint-
ment of the international commission.

GUESTS WHO FORGET TO PAY.

Auxocintion of Hotel Keepers Formed
o Give Swell Delinguents
a Gentle Reminder,

Not the vulgar or garden varlety
of “beat” troubles the hotel keepers
these days, but the person of preten-
tious title and often of aristocratic
lineage who forgets to pay his score.
It is against this sort of delinquent
debtor that the National Hotel Keep-
ers' Protective association is operating
through “moral suasion,” and the last
report shows it has made such prog-
ress that neglecting hotel bills is no
longer considered good form among
that uncertain class. The moral Influ-
ence which has been brought to bear
consists of an intimation that unless
the bill {s paid the name of the tardy
patron will be published in the hand-
book of the association,

“I'm not entertaining soclety here to
any great extent,” said Simeof Ford,
of the Grand Union hotel In New
York, “but 1 know of many fashionable
houses where persons who trace their
pedigrees back to the revolution go
away and just naturally forget to pay
their bills. If anything s sald about
it they rise up in ancestral dignity
and say: ‘I won't submit to such a
thing; I'm going right away from
here." "

Edgar A. Waltz, president of the pro-
tective association, sald:

“The campaign is directed agalnst
persons high in official life or near
the top of the soclal scale. For In-
glance, we had on our books a general
who owed one hotel §1,000, which he
paid when his nmame was published,
and later he paid $9,000 more to vari-
ous hotels ‘throughout the country.
Another man, son of a prominent
statesman, was $4,000 in arrears.
Members of congress, men who pose
a8 clergymen, and men who have Lhe
name of belng in very way responsi-
ble, are among those whom it Is neces-
gary to remind of their obligations.”
Reports of the association show that
during the last ten years $270,000 has
been paid In by delinquent deblors.
Last year the hotels received $40,000
of what they called bad debts.
