RUSSINS
EVIL DAYS

MUTINY IN THE CZAR'S
ARMY IS NOW
SPREADING.

SERIOUS REVOLUTION BEGUN
THAT STARTLES THE
NATION.

Scenes at Sevastopol.

The following statement regarding
tho mutiny of the soldlers and sallors
at Sevastopol has been Issued by the
admiralty department:

“The events at Cronstadt have found
echo in the Black sca fleet. Vice-Ad-
miral Chouknin reports that sallors,
under the infinence of the socialistie
propaganda, have organized at Sevas-
topol a serles of demonstrations.

“The movement has spread (o sev-
eral organlzations of the army, Vice-
Admliral Pisarevgki < was seriously
wounded while trying to prevent . a
meeling being held.

“The sltuation is serious, though, ac
cording to report recelved Saturday
evening, no attempts had been made to
pillage.””

Headed by moen carrying the flag of
the revolution and by a brass band,
the mutingers marched to the ratlway
station and compelled the employes
‘there to cease work,

The comparatively orderly copduct
of the mulineers, as compared with
the rious scenes enacted elsewhere,
where plllage scemed to be the chlel
object of the disturbers, is accepted as
a certain sign that an intelligent polit-
ical force is back of the movement.
The sutherities appear to b¢ making
no effort to suppress the mutiny, and
the movement is spreading.

The revolt of the Brest regiment is
one of the most serlous features of the
situation. It is the first time an infan
try regiment as a whole has mutinied,
and the gquestion on the lips of every
one in the capital is how long It will be
before it is followed by others, perhaps
even tho 8t Petersbhurg garrison,

That the outbreak at Sevastopol is
no drunken frolle as was the case at
Cronstadt, but a serlousiy planned rev-
olutionary demonstration,” was made
clear by the tone of the oflicial state-
ment issued by the admiraity. - The
revolutionary ferment, in spite of the
efforts of the officers, is known o have
affected  a portion of the 'enlisted

AGAIN.

MARY MABEL ROGERS, OF VER-
MONT MAY NOT ESCAPE THE
HANGMAN'S ROPE.

Leib Was Removed.

President Roosevelt has removed
from office Wm. 8. Lelb, assistant Unit-
ed States treasurer at Philadelphia,
for “eonstant and persistent violation
of the elvil service law while in of-
fice.,” The president gave Mr, Lelb o
hearicg last Friday, at the request of
Senators Penrose and Knox, of Penn-
sylvania, Mr, Lelb submitted a long
statement in answer to the charges
made ageinst him, and was supported
in his defense by Representative Pat-
terson, of Pénnsylvania.

After careful consideration of all the
facts developed by the inquiry, the
president declded to remove Mr, Leib
from oflice, it being shown, according
to the statement, that there was “con-
stant and cousistent effort on your
(Mr. Leib's) part to evade the provis-
lons of the clvil service law, to hamper
its workings as far as possible, and 1o
obstruet in every way the action of
the commission.”

The president declared that the evl
dence showed fraud In the civil service
examinations, the frand in ouwe In-
stance implicating Mr, Leib's sister,
Lelb, he charges, gave her tips on ex-
amination questions. After reviewing
the case pretty fully, the president
concludes:

“Under these elrcumstances of per-
glétence 'in wrong doing on your parl,
it seems to me that there is no alter-
native but to remove you from office.”

Mrs. Rogers’ Case.

The supreme court of the United
States hos affirmed the decision of the
United States district court of Ver-
mont in the ease of Mra. Mary Mabel
Rogers, under sentence of death
Vermonpt for the murder of her hus-
band, The effect of the decision will
be to again place the responsibility of
dealing with the case in the hands of
the state nuthoritiecs and If in the
meantime neither the governor nor
the staie courts take action in Mrs.
Rogers' behalf, her execution must
oceur on the day set, December 8 next.

The court held, in effect, that it was
without jurisdiction in all the polnts
raised,

Democratic Support.

Senator Tillman has informed Sen:-
tor Dalliver that not more than four
Democrats in  the senate will vole
against the presidential program o
regulate rallroad rates.
