WOODLOTS FURNISH FORAGE

Hogs Make Good Gains Frequently on
Acorns and Other Seeds.

East Lansing. Mich—The waoodlot
has long heen prized a8 a cool and re-
freshing place for foraging sheep and
eattle, but 1t frequently happens that
tarmers forget that thelr hogs also
might. gain something from the hrow-
sing beneath the trees, 1t s said fn a
press hulletin Just Issued by the Michi-
gan  sgriculiural feollege.  In forelgn
eountries hogs are often futlened ex-
elusively upon the nuts, seeds and
roots they piek up and dig in the
woods,

Hogs should bhe permitted to elean,

up the acorns, The razor-back of the
South beging to fatten us soon as the
feorn erop matures, but In this sec-
tion the crop s usunlly deft for the
squirrels, - The forage resources un-
der onk trees In early antumn are
abundant.

There need he no fear of hogs eans-
ing serions harm to the trees,  They
goldom eat the follage éven of seed-
Inge and thelr rooting up the soil
seems to better prepare 1t ns o seed
bed. Enongh seed s overlooked by
the swine to give abundant réproduc
tlan for another crop of (rees,

Pog foraging In oak woods lhias an-
other sdvantage in that many insects
in the acorns and other seeds are de-
voured, In forelgn countries this for-
nging 1s looked upon very favornbly as
a means of keeplng down Inscet pests,
In this country also it shonld recoive
more sttentlon as o means of conserves
ing the supply of other hoy feeds,

ONION BULBS CAN BE STORED

Sheuld Be Fully Ripe Before Pulling
and Well Dried Before
Storing.

By R. E. LOREE.
Department of Horticulture, Michigan
Agricultural College.

Fast Lansing, Mich—Onlons must
be properly matured, harvested and
cured before they are ready for suc-
cersful winter storage. August and
September are the harvesting months,
and crops grown from enrly sowings
should now show signe of matority.
These become apparent In a wenkening
and shriveling of the neck above the
bulh, and a yellow color of the tops.
Bulbs to be stored should become ful-
Iy ripe hefore pulling. The tops shounld
be dend and the outer skin of the bulbs

dry.

There are usually some scullions, or
those with thick necks, which still re-
maln green. These do pot make suit-
ghle bulbx for storing. If they can be
matured, it will be by pulling and giv-
ing the necks an opportunity .to dry
down,

As @ rule, it pays to pull the entire
crop when the larger portion of the
tops have become dead. _Delay In har-
vesting sometimes results in a second
growth which Injures the bulbs for
storage purposes. The bulbs, after
pulling, may be entirely dried or cured
in the garden or fleld. If the wenther
{8 moist, however, the hulbs when par-
tially cured may be removed to n well
ventilnted hoose or shed, where they
should be kept for severnl weeks,
They should not be put Into winter
storage until perfectly dry. The tops
shonld rattle and crackle when han-
dling.

D)o not attenipt to store soft and im-
mature bulbs and bulbs with thick
necks,  Use or sell these nt once b
eause they do not keep well. Befors
storing, 1t I8 customary to remove 2
part of the top. When topping, lenve
at least an inch of the stem above the
bulh. Bulbs which have been topped
too close will sprout and become a
Joss,  Handle earefully to avold bruls-
ing and store in a cool, dry, well ven-
tilated place.

In all, 618 samples were annlyzed.
Of these, 135 or 26 per cent, ‘were
found to be bhelow gunrantee in one
or more constitnents; and 92, or 17f
per cent, were helow guarantee In
potash, . Potash deficiencles - were
more numerous than either nitrogen
or, - phosphoric acid, which Indientea
ihnt because of the high cost an
comparative searcity of this constitu-
ent, the munufacturers are attempt-
Ing to hew as close to the ling ar
possible.

especially a8 regards labor, picking
und packing house foremen, and have
packing houses in order. Have crate
and box muterial on hand, Make ev-
ery possible provision for the proper |
und careful bundling of perishable |
produce,

If precooling facilities are avall-
able, have them In shape for handling
the maximum capacity, eficiently and
quickly,

Remember we must conserve as ef-
ficiently as possible all the food prod-
ucts produced,  The farmer will do
his share only If he exercises every
enre in his handling, picking and pack-
ing operations o as to eliminate all
possible waste in transportation, as
on the care exercised In handling de-
pends largely the econdition of the
produce when It reaches the market.

Shipper and Carrier.

Heavier loading of cars will be nec-
essury if all our perishable crops are
to be moved to murket. To prevent
undue deterforation, there must be
full co-operation between shippers
and carrlers. The shippers can aid
greatly in making possible the suc-
cessful movement of our perishable
food products, through more careful
attention to handling, to maturity of
product at time of harvesting, to the
securing of quick cooling by cool night
tempergture, by pre-coollng or quick
handling to refrigerator cars, and,
last but not least, to proper stowing
and brucing in, the car to facilitate
quick refrigeration and provide safety
of lnding from breakage In trausit.
Due attention to proper strength of
puckages is also essential.

1t is not sufficlent for the frult and
vegetable growers slmply to order
their shipping packages in advance.
The manufacturer should be directed
to ship them at the earliest possible
date. Unless this is done it Is prob-
able that in many sections the grow-
ers will be without packages when the
harvesting scason arrives. Storage
space should be arrunged for, even
though It requires additional handling.

. Careful Grading.

1t is of the utmost importance that
frults and vegetables be carefully
graded before being shipped to the
markets. The high cost of production
makes this of greater Importance this
year than ever before. Shipping the
diseasell with the sound, the overripe
with the properly matured specimens,
and failyre to classify the product to
meet the varlous demands, result in
deterloration, decay and ineflicient
dlgtribution.  The unmerchantuble
and inferior grades should be con-
verted Into by-produets, or discarded,
and the good frult or. vegetablés sep-
arated Into clnsses according to thelr
quanlity, in order to winlmjze contain-
ination and therefore prevent Wasle
as well as to reduce the cost of mar-
keting.

An example of the effect of poor

grading can be seen in the marketing |

of the early potatoes. Poor grading
to u large extent causes the glutting
of the market ind consequent 10sS to
the preducers, dealers and wll .con-
cerned. i
Co.operative Shipping.

Shipping orgunizations ean pool the
output of thelr members and load cars
of some commodities to full capacity
for large markets, Cars should be
loaded and unloaded by shippers In
‘the shortest possible time, snd any
work In regard to diversion of  cars
in tronsit  should reduce delny a8
much as possible,

Southern growers should study datn
published by the bureau of erop s
timatés with a view to determining
what Northern crops scem to be short,
and plan thelr fall plowlng ete. in
preparation for pianting the crops for
which: there seems likely to be tho
grentest need next spring. Both the
condition and the ncrenge, as well us
the estimated yield,  should receive
careful consideratlon.  °

Farmers should estimate their labor
needs as far in advance a8 possible—
that 18, not only. the number of the
help which wiil be needed, but the
approximate time when they will first
be necded aod the length of time that
they wiil' be needed it each locality.
Farmers shiould ~co-operate in every
way practicable ‘Wwith local, state or
natlonal employment. burenus,

Shippers sbould pay more attention

BETTER QUALITY OF

Problem Will Vary This Season
According to Location, Says
Kansas Horticulturist.

Thin the apples and get a better
quality of fruit. Is the suggestion of
¥, 8. Merrdil, assistant professor of
Lorticulture in the Kansas State Agri-
cultural_college.

The problein of thinning will vary
this year according to locality, accord-
ing to Professor Merrill. The season
of polliuation was unfavorable and
the set of frult generally Hght,  Some
districts report a particularly heavy
set and consequently some of the big-
gest growers are planning to thin this
Year. -

Thinning conserves plant food ‘for
the use of the best specimens, reduces
liability of llmb breakage, reserves the
stored-up pinnt food for the develop-
ment of next year's crop, and gives
larger frult with better color. - If
properly dobe, it removes the diseased
specimens, und thus reduces somewhat
tlungn\r‘uf Inter infeetion.

The work should be done soon after
the June drop Is completed or when
the apple 15 the size of a hazelnut, It
thinning 18 done early there Is loss
whste of plant food for the developing
fruit although the later thinaing would
have some yalue In préventing break-
age of the Nmbs,

BELLIGERENTS PLEADS FOR
END OF WAR.

FEARS ENTIRE RUIN OF EUROPE |

Buggests Return of All German Col
enies, Restoration of Pelgium,
Serbia and Roumania.

——

Washington- l‘npu Benedlet In an
idontical note to @l belligerents again
avka the cessatlion of hostilitles and
an  early peace, "His proposals in
clude some of the principles of world
peaes for which Presldent Wilson had
declared,

Among the Pope's proposals are ro
duction of armaments, freedom of the
weas and that there shall be no retal-
latory struggle after the war for world
commercial supremacy,

These are regarded as the foundation
stones of the Pope's plan,

The Pope's proposal declares that
the injuries to all belligerents have
bheen so great there should be no
thought of reparation except for the
returm of territory.

The Pope declures Europe is head-
ed for destruction uniess the belliger
ents are willing to listen to the ap-
peals of friends to cease a suicidal
wWar.

Unqualiied approval of  President
Wilson's plan for the avoidance of fu-
ture wars by some form of internation-
al organization which shall have be-
hind it the necessary power to enforce
ite Judgments is given by Pope Bene-
diet.

Included in the restoration of terri-
tary, the Pope's proposals insist should
be the return to Germany of all her
colonies, as well as the complete re
storation of Belginm to her sovereign:
1y.

Conditions in  Europe, the pope
feels, amply justifty him in taking the
present opportunity to suggest what
may be, he says, at least a foundation
upon which peace negotiations may
be Initiated.

Al best Pope Benedict's proposals
are only suggested ag a rough basis
for such megotiations, and he realizes
that the details in all thelr complex-
plity must be worked out patiently and
in & spirit of conciliation by the bel
ligerents themselves.

Plan Permanent Peace.

The pope declares that along with
such a splendid project must go an
effective arrangement for reduction
of armaments to a point just sufficient
for defansive purposes, or to carry out
the mandates of the world court.

It is Inconceivable, the pope holds,
that any permanent pesce can be main.
talned unless the varloun peoples are
willing to gather In an amity founded
upon a recognition of national rights.

Apy attempt to prevent free econo-
mic action between the belligerents,
the pope points out, would be disas-
trous; thercfore he says there must
be freedom of the seas in all that the
term applies.

The pontiff declares thal so exten-
sive has been the Injury to all the
belligerents that there can  be ne
thought now of either indemnity or
reparation.

Must Accept Losses.

In a spirit of concilintion and just-
tice, he says, all the belligerents must
submit ‘to: accept the losses they have
sustained except in the matter of
territory and heside these questions of
indemnity and repapation the pope de-
clares that there must be wo vontinu:
ation of the war by un economic strug-
gle for supremacy thereafter, which
would be purely evil. 5

Thig refers’ directly to the so-called
Paris economic conference which was
follawed by one in' Vienna where the
effort was made to bind the belliger-
ents on either side after the war to
have practieally uo commercigl  re-
lations with their late cnemies.

Establishing of buying agencies at
all the principal terminals, leensing
of elevators and mille, fixing of a price
to be considered fair, regulation of
the middle man and of grain  ex-
changes, with the elimination of trad-
ing In futures, are the chief features
of the plan. The licensing wiil begin
September 1.

The minimum price of §2 for wheat
fixed by congress does not become
effective until next year, but the ad-
ministration proposes Lo exercise a
thorough control over this year's crop
through powers conferred under the
food and export control bills,

The government will prosecuie all
persons who hold more wheat or flour
than s required in their busipess. In
order to ellminate speculation in wheat
and flour, w!l elevators and mills over
100 barrels daily capacity will be re
quired to take out a government i
cense. No wheat shall be stored for
more than 30 dayvs, without the ap
proval of the government.

NO PASSPORTS T0 PEACE MEET

Allied Nations Frawn On Gathering of
Socialists at Stockholm.

Washington-—"There will be neither
labor nor Bocialist delegates represent-
ing England, Italy, Prance or America
at the proposed international Socialis-
tic conference to ke held in Stock-
hold next month.

Russia will be represented there,
but only by delegates who will have
no authority to speak for the new re-
public,

Following the official announcement
in the house that England, France and
Italy had agreed to withhold passports
from such of their nationals as desire
to participate in the Socialist interna-
tional conferenco, it was learned that
this attitude was taken at the sugges-
tion of the United States.

Confidentinl  information  reaching
th state department from Minister
Maurice Francis Egan at Copenhagen
and Minister Ira Nelson Morrls at
Stockholm, showed that the German
Socialists, who have been dominated
by the German ministry, were plan-
ning to control the conference.

As i result of this information, Sec-
retary Lansing made it plain a few
days ago that under no circuwstances
would the United States isaue passports
to American Socialists to attend the
conference. . This information also
was communicated to the ' British,
French and.Italian‘'embassies here and,
by them, to their home governments.

CUT IN COAL PRICES PREDICTED

Federal Trade Commission Condemns
Exhorbitant Profits.

‘Washington—FPredicting a cut in re-
tail hard coal prices-and condemning
& September 1 boost of more than 10
cents unless miners' wages are In-
creased, the federal trade commission
has declared that dealers who raise
thelr prices will be gullty of profiteer-
ing.

The statement was issued after a
heated session Dbotween the commis-
sion and representative Washington
coal dealers whose profits, in the opin-
fon of the commission based on the
dealers' own flgures, havé benn exces-
sive on both bituminous and anthra-

The test is to come up in connection
with the conviction before Judge West-
enhaven of the United States district
court at Cleveland of the three social-
ist party representatives charged with
conspiring to defeat the conscription
law,

The case will go to trial with the
opening of the fall term of court. All
other cases will be temporarily set
aside. A uecision is expected in Oc-
tober.

The announcement that the con-
scription law would go before the su-
preme court came from the depart-
ment of justice,

In a dozen or more cases ober the
country where the constitutionality of
the conscription law has been assafl-
ed the protests of this character have
been thrown out of court.

There is supreme confidence among
all ofticials that the case will be set-
tled by a unanimous vote of the court
susLiining the power of the govern-
ment to ralse armies under the selec-
tive system, In fact, government offi-
clals regard the case largely as a for
mality so far as the' decision is con-
cerned.

For Handling Crop—May Be
Short of Help.

The United Sites Is about to hare
vest s great war crop of apples. It
equals two bushels 1o every man, wom-
ah and child in the country, In order
1o send as much staple food as possi-
ble to onr fighting allies, Americuns
ure urged to use as many apples as
possible.  The motto this year 1s: “Eat
an apple and send a biscult.” = 5

War conditlons also confront the
apple growers, for there Is a scarcity
of plekers, and careful preparations
must now be made to see that this
erop is all safely harvested and put
Into storage. Now is the time to be-
Ein organizing pleking erews in every
upple growing section. A survey of
the situation shows that the farmer
will need co-operation from business
men in the towns and élties round
about at which he trades, and which
have just as great an Interest in this
crop s the furmer himself, This I8
emergeney orgunization work to bhe
taken up immediately by chambers of
commerce, boards of trade, state and
county councils of defense, and busi-
ness men generally,

The labor supply to harvest (his
crop exists right in the elties adjacent
to the apple orchards in most eases,
but the draft and demands of fae-
torles and rallroads for lubor have
disturbed the normal supply of work-
ers upon which the farmer usually
draws, and it is necessary to recruit
new kinds of workers. People whe
have never regarded themselves as ap-
ple pickers may this year be asked to
£0 to the orchards and help get in the
crop for patriotic reasons,

The organization work should take
the form of an Immediate survey of
labor resources to see where a picking
force is to be recruited. Stores and
factories ean often release clerks and
workmen for this service If notified in
time.  Families who wonld like a week
or two of yacation in the country with
light, healthy outdoor work at satisfac
tory wages, may also be Induced 1@
Joln the picking army. It has been sug*
gested that the schools might be open-
ed Inter this year o that boys und girls
can be sent to the orchards, but this
will not be necessary in all cases. One
very good source of plckers can be
found among the women's organizi-
tions of this country,

Much Is heard ahout the searcity of
labor, but there Is not as great g scar”
clty as most people imagine, Workers
upon whom the farmer depends in or
dinary times have simply been shifted
Into other occupations, mnd war condl-
tions demand that business men step
In, locate other classes of workers who
can be shifted to the orchards for thi®
emergency und'see that the furmer has =
plenty of help.

The principles of careful fruit pick-
ing are very simple, and easily under
stood.

When the feed Is hard 1o digest and
the first evidence of stomach disorders
appear, & dose of physie i= the best
cure, A few (ablespoonfuls of castor
oll or an equal amount of salts will
remove the offending food and restors
the system to working order sgnln,
