SCARCITY OF GARDEN SEEDS

Gardener Is Reminded of Importance
of Growing and Saving as Much
as He Will Require.

The scarcity and high price of gar-
den seeds, together with the unprece-
dented demand, made it impossible for
miny growers to plant as much as they
wished. As denlers were out of the
virieties ordered, substitutions were
common and much disappointment re-
sulted, These fuctls impress upon every
gurdener the wisdom of growing and
saving as many of his own seeds as
possible, - It requires only a little effort
to do this and the gain is much more
thin represented by the cost of'seeds,

It is an easy matter at this time to
pick out n few of the best radish and
lettuce plants and allow them 1o grow
amd form seed. Two or three plants
will produce a8 much seed as one needs
to plant in the home garden. Pick out
the very best plants for this purpose,

In the sume way you can save se ml
of spinach, tomuto, peppers,
beans, peas and many Hllt-l
tables.  Where more than one variety
of sweet corn, melons, squash or cu-
cumhers are grown near together, the
seed will become mixed and of little
vilue to p]:lnl.
