For the first time in the history of
the world & war is being waged that
fulls most heavily upon the classes
who, in times past, have most profited
by war.

In this country, as yet, the results
of that new aspect of the conflict are
not glaringly evident. But in England
they are so striking that they amount
to a revolution. There, it is the poorer
classes that have gained in material
comfort, in political power, in control
of their conditions of life, in happiness
and in freedom. It 18 not merely thiat
wages have been raised, that the cost
of living has been controlled, that the
people have taken over the direction
of the ratlroads, und of the coal mines,
and of the food supply, and of the
organized industries of the nation, It
Is not merely that the workingman has
been given a larger place in the gov-
ernment councils and the idle rich
man a smaller place—his income taxed
to the bone and his profits reduced to
extinction. It is, above all, that lo-
dustry itself has obtained a democeratic
government of its own, so that the
workingman now sits with the em-
ployer at the board of business man-
agement and helps to make the rules
under which he works and to regulate
the conditions of his labor,

The reforms for which British
sociallsts have been struggling for 50
years have been obtained overnight.
A revolution that could not have heen
effected in o century of peace has been
forced by three years of war. The
conditions which forwarded that revo-
lution nre the conditions that are so
apldly advancing a similar revolution
here.  Our soclulists, who cry, “This
{s a rich man's war; let the working-
man oppose it are as blind as those
soclallsts In Great DBrituin who orig-
innlly ruised the same ery and similar-
Iy opposed their own advantage,

We have already obtained, in this
country, measurcs of state socinlism
that looked*as far away as the millen-
fum to our socialists three years ago,
ve shall have to corry the still more

incredible reforms that have carried

In England if we are to defend our-
solves as well as the English are de-
fending themselves. We, too, shall
have to “democratize Industry,” as the
phrase is, if we expeet our working-
man to reinforce our battle line as
the BPBritish  workingman  has  rein-
forced the British front.  And not only
that, After the war is over, our in-
dustry and our commerce will not be
uble to live in the snme world as Drit-
{gh Industry and commerce—io  say
nothing of the French nnd German—
if our workingman is not as loyal and
satisfled and happy and efliclent as
theirs.  Our reévolution will have to
continue, because the life of the na-
tion in peace, as jo war, will depend
upon continuing it,

A rich man's war! A war that has
exterminated half the evils of oppres-
sion of which the predatory rieh have
been accused! A war that has re-
duced their power, curtalled their priv-
tleges, confiscited their profits! A
war that has made England, In three
years, a radieal democracy, not only
politieally, but industrialiy!
