FARM HAND WAGE $£30

State Commissioner Supgests Il as
Reasonable Stipend.

Governor  Sleeper's  farm  labor
comnuission has fixed on what it be-
lieves will be a just wage for farm
help duving the coming summer, It
sugpested $50 o month with prere-
quisites as a reasonable figure for a
man with a family, and $40 a month
with certain other benefits as  ade-
quate for a single man,

“We have no power o fix wages,"”
said A. I Cook, Michigan's federal
farm  labor director.  “"Thiz com-
ission is slmply naming these figu-
res s o bosis for farmers to work on
in hiring men.” 1

“Pyerpgnisites,"” for o man with 2
family, were set forth as “fuel, milk,
the use of n house and garden, aind
such other items as may be agrecd
upon—or the equivalent of an esti-
mated wage of $S1,000 in the city.”

“Prerequisites” for o hived man
wore named as board and lodging.”
