FLAG DAY PROCLAMATION,
Flag Day scems to have been first
observed in 1894, when, by order of
the governor of New York, the na-
tional flag was hoisted on the public
buildings of that state in honor of
the one hundred and seventeenth an-
niversary of its adoption by congress,
June 14th, 1777, The idea has spread
until every state in the union has
adopted the custom.
This veur the flag has for us a
deeper meaning than ever before. It
means more to the world, It ecarries
4 message of universal hope amd
cheer. It has become the symbol of
the world’s freedom, The world
looks to us te save it, and by this
sign we shall conquer. Our glorious
banner proclaims the hope of the
world.
Let Flag Day be a doy on which
those who have come to us from
other lunds, and have here found
freedom and opportunity, shall re-
afirm  their loyalty to the United
States and her institutions; and lot
us all on that doy pledge anew our
allegianee to our flag, and our faith
in those prineiples of liberty and jus-
tice upon whieh the Republic was
founded.
Therefore, 1, Albert 1. Sleeper,
Governor of the State of Michigan,
do issue this my proclamation, and
urgently request that Friday, the
fourteenth day of June, 1918, be ob-
served as Flayr day.

Plans far the rehalbilitatlon ond re-
ciducation of soldiers nnd saflors dis-
abled In the war, so that they may
earn higher wnges than before their
enllstment, are  outlined in two  re
ports subimited to by the
federnl board of vocation:! edoeatlon.
Both veports urge an sappropristion
for the training of tepchers for the
work aml  for esinblshing  greal
sehools near hospitals Inoall parts of
the eonntry.  They polpt out that
while congress has mude  full plans
for fighting the war, it has neglected
to fornish woney for the reclamation
of the wounded men o that they may
heeome not only sell-sopporting, but
he an wsset to the nation by turoing
haek Into eivilian life a food of well
trafned and disciplined men who will
be highly valunble fn Industry.

Unless the work of training the
men for new occupations or for hetter
places in thelr old occupations Is -
dertnken while the soldlers are In the
hospltals or In the convaleseent cenmps,
. A Prosser, the director of the
survey, ns=eris, the men will lose thelr
will power and diseipline, become
morbid and indolent, aopd finally bes
come perpetual wards of the govern-
ment. It 08 expected that the eser-
elses training the wounded for new
pecupitions or for better pluees in
their old orcupations will develop the
museles that remain inactive thiongh
the hospital perfod,

Director Prosser says that the train-
Ing is one of the ecures in the treat-
ment of the war's wounded, because
It will buoy up thele spirits and hopes,
It will demonstrate to them that they
are not public burdens, nod that “after
they have ployed the man's part in
the supreme tnoment of history they
may toke up a oman's job again In
clvilbun lfe at wages higher than they
recelved  before  they  entered  the
army.” In some cpses where men nre
bedrldden for wonihs he suggests that
the trnining be undertnken at the bed-
side, e calls all these workshops
“eurative workshops,"

PECULIAR EXPERIENCE
MICHIGAN SOLDIER

Brighton Bay in  France Detailed
to Guard Hun Prisoners,
His Dwn Coupsins.

Robert W. Hodge, whose parents
reside near Drighton, Livingston
county, iz with the American troops
in France and recently had the uni-
que and unusual experience of guard-
ing his own cousing as prisoners of
war., Regarding the incident, the
Brighton Argus suys:

In a letter just received by his par-
ents he only casually mentions the
matter but it is a very unusual coin-
cidence, one that would happen ence
in a million times. He told his
mother that he found some of her
relatives among the prisoners that

GERMAN SUBMARINE SUNK

Ann Arbor Boy on Hoat Which Ram-
med Atlantic Coast Raider.

Rumaors that a submarine operating
off the Atlantic coast had been sunk
by a United States destrover were
circulated at the time the U-beats
were first destroying shipping off the
Jersey const, but ne stitement to
that effeet has been made by the na-
val authorities.

Information contained in a letier
received yestorday in Ann  Arbor
shows that at least one German raid-
er was put out of commission. , The
letter wag received by the father of
one of the men on the U, 8. boat, and
follows in part:

“Here 1 am in New York.
Norfollk, Tucsday at noon. Now
comes my first war experience, Of
course you have been reading in the
papers of the subs off the Atlantic
eoast. We were procecding at full
speed (81% knots) at 2:30 in the
morning and ull lights were out. The
night was very dark, and no stars
were out. I was in bed at the time
and was awakened by a erash, or
sather, thud, 1 thought we were tor-
pedoed sure. T tumbled out of my
hammoek snd peered out the open
gun port, and just then the forward
searchlight beamed out and 1 saw
the sub just as she sank.

“She had been lying on the surface
and did not sec us until we were up-
on her. We lowered n lifeboat and
took three survivors to the Brooklyn
navy yard.”
