FIFTH LIBERTY LOAN
IS DUE IN APRIL

Will  Issue  S600,000,000 in
Honds in Preparation.

In prepuration for the Fifth war
lonn the Unifed States treasury an-
nounced Wednesday the issuance of
£600,000,000 or more of certificates of
indebtedness, payable May 6, 1919,
and paying 4% percont interest.

The subseription period will run
from December Hth to December 10th,
The maturity date of the issue indi-
cates the Fifth loan will he floated in
April,

Heretofore the first issue of loan
certificates matured about a week
after the loan  eampnign  closed.
'I'ru::sm-‘y oflicials have indieated that
the publie loans hereafter will be sub-
seribed during a period of not more
than three weeks, the length of the
Fourth liberty loan drive.

tubers and also the stems, cnusing ir-
regular, warty ouigrowths, bheginning
In the tender tissues near the eyes and
enlarging untll the entire potuto may
be chaneged inte a black and worthless
s, The young gnlls are whitish
or greenish, snggesting g cnuliflower
head, In the present outbreals the dis-
opse manifests ltsell in o very sever2
form, though in o Nmited area, prace
tieally destroying the whole crop in
{many of the gardens affected.
E There is little danger that the dis=
"ense will spread rapldly to neighhbors
ing states, as the Penpsylvanin state
authorities, under the leadership of
Teonomic Zoologist J, G. Sunders, are
co-operating In the survey aml wiil
tnke the necessary restrictive meas-
ures to prevent fnfeetive material from
woving out of the distriet,

1t Is feared that other shipments of
Eurapean potatoes, made prior Lo the
quarantine, have earried the disense
to other distriets, It should be saught
for, especially In the gurdens of indus-
trinl and mining villnges, whicl were
the principnl markets for cheap, for-
cign potatoes. In such plaees garbage
1s thrown into the garden and potatocs
are grown continuousty, (hus favoring
the spread of wart diseases.

Europenn ‘experience with ware dis-
ense, partieutarly in Englumd, indi-
cates it to he a very serions temble,
The saving feature s the diseovery
that certaln varieties of polatocs are
fmmmne, and only these are now al-
Towed to be planted on infested Innd.

No Amerlean varleties have yet heen
found resistant.  The English sorts
will be tried, though experience fo dnt@
18 that Buropenan potatoes as n class do
not give good results in this eountry.
