They have given us slips to send

Well, T don’t suppose Il get any
mail for awhile until they find out
where 1 am located.

HOT WATER FOR FARMERS,

An economical system to heat soft
water in the farm home has becn de-
signed by the farm mechanics depart-
ment at the M. A. C. By this plan
running hot and cold water iz made
available at the kitchen sink at all
timeg, and at a very reasonable cost,
according to the experiments earried
on by the college experts.

The system consists chiefly of an
ordinary range boiler, attached to the
heating coil i the range: fire-box, and
a small hand force pump, Installa-
tion expense is very low, due to the
fact that all piping is exposed. Only
one hole need be bored in the floor
and that the one for the cistern feed
pipe.

The Washtenzw county local selec-
tive service bourd has been required to
make u detailed report, giving u sum-
Iary of the registrations and class-
ification of all men inclwled in the
army draft for this county, with the
elaims wllowed and the reasons for al-

lowing or refusing claims.
