The vital necessity of increas­
ing profits to solve our, growth, 
unemployment and international-
payments problems has not been 
given the emphasis it deserves, 
Profits are often mistakenly re­
garded as a passive result rather 
than a creative fo*rco in the form­
ulation "of ~our national programs 
for meeting these problems. 

It is high'time-that-, jthe jia-
tional attitude be reoriented to­
wards the, proper understanding 
of just what increased profits 
have done in the past and can.do 
in the future. Profits generate in-
vestment, creuto jobs, expand 
growth and rairfe our living 
standards. Until this fact is real­

ized and steps are taken to rectify
