the earth receives more heat from 
the sun than is lost each day. The 
earth will be storing up more heat 
than it is losing, because the at* 
mosphere acts like a  blanket hold­
ing back some of the heat falling 
on the surface. Consquently temp­
eratures are likely to keep climb­
ing until around ^he first of Au­
gust, when the 'earth  will begin to 
lose more heat, than, it is taking in.

Fortunately we are farthest from 
the; sun during our summer and 
nearest it during the winter, so

The campaign for a newi Junior 
.High School is on. Contrary to 
the belief of some people, the old 
building has never been con 
demhed. This was verbified by the 
administration at a meeting in 
April. Had it been,- ouf children 
would not be allowed to enter the 
building. It is too bad that the ad 
ministration has seen fit for many 
years how to woefully neglect the 
building; evê i to the extent that 
it would. be unsanitary1 for the 
children. It is interesting to note 
the manner in which bricks on the 
exterior walls were pointed up . . .  
with white caulking which natur 
ally is very noticeable. It is not 
unusual to .point up brick walls, 
but I have never seen it done with 
a material such as this. Well done, 
it would not be noticeable.

According to the article by the 
Board-im-The-Standardr^the^build^ 
ing is about ready to collapse! I 
have had an opportunity to read 
the report by the inspecting engi­
neers and that fact is hardly born 
out by their report. Here are a 
few - quotations from it:
Unit 1, Southwest corner—>

“Roof trusses, "roof joists “and 
ceiling joists all in good condi­
tion. Joist' bearing on exterior 
walls OK.” “Lathing for plaster 
ceilings still tight to ceiling joists 
and in good’ condition," “F irst 
floor framing condition same as 
second floor and OK for continued
use.”----- -----------  - r

Basement Level—“Stone, founda­
tions OK and mortar is tight on in­
side walls.” : .

Outside of Unit 1 — “Brickwork 
and mortar joints in fairly good 
condition on this building. One 
crack on east wall near entrance 
up high near roof should be closed 
with mortar. This is an old condi­
tion from previous foundation set­
tlement.” (The building committee 
had been told by the engineer that 
there appeared to be no further 
settling .).
' Conclusions, Unit 1—“Building, 

although old, .is in a reasonable 
good_ structural condition. . .” ■ _
' Unit 2 (Old High • School) — 
“Ceiling joists have considerable 
sag. but OK.” “North main truss 
at east end is not in good shape. . . 
It is safe for dead loads but I 
think it should be 'repaired anti 
strengthened in case a heavy

east end all slope due to previous 
foundation settlement.-Lsee-no in­
dication- of additional movements 
so would consider floor safe.” ;

Conclusions — “I believe Unit 
2 to be structually safe with ex­
ceptions .noted above and if ' north 
roof truss is repaired.” .
, Unit 3 (Gym, northwest corner) 
—Brickwork and foundation looks 
good.^Conclusions — “Unit 3 has 
no., structural problems.” 
i Unit 4 (Home Ejc. and-Sciejice 

-wing) —“- “Hoinev Ecr and Science 
wing has no apparent structural 
problems. .Construction also would 
:me'et present day fire requirements 
structurally. Unit 4 in good shape 
structurally.”

Incidntally,'"it is quite interest­
ing to dote that the Board vo,ted 
to ask for' ,a new Junior "High 
before th^ inspection engineers 
had time to finish' the inspection 
or to issue a report . . . this at a 
cost of about ,$&0b. Why was this, 
money spenti if I’t.heyalready kiiew 
what they wanted to do?
I  The poard states that repairs 
and alteration^ on the Junior High

school would prolong the use of it 
for only about five years, Why 
should this be: New wiring, heat­
ing plknt, fixture*, staircases, etc., 
do net wear ou  ̂ it) five years 
Many of the taxpayers of the dis­
trict have remodeled their homea, 
some of which are, much older than 
the school building, and come up 
with fine results . . . .  Some of 
these hpmes have been included 
in the payed for tours of fine 
Chelsea homes. If $125,OOP would 
make a building useable, $200,000 
should do a pretty good job and 
this would be a very, very l small 

'portion of the- amoupt -that would 
be spent for interest on a new 
building. The 1 % m i l l i o n  cost 
for a neW building would be saved 
(with itffbrest the cost would run 
to $3 million.)

Are we really doing something 
for our children when a child in 
the first grade now will stULbe 
-paying for the building-for-a num­
ber of years after:he is an adult? 
Those graduating this year will be 
paying- for the high school we 
built until they^are about 45 years 
of age. We are indeed doing them 
a service! Let’s remember tha t by 
having us vote on three buildings 
at a time .we-are getting~a- pack­
age d ea l. . .  a vote for any one will 
mean a vote for all three . . .  and 
taxes. accordingly.

Perhaps some of the loyal CHS 
students who wrote to The Stand­
ard can do some good to their 
community by getting across to 
their age group the fact that m arr­
ing public buildings, old or new, 
is S 'very childish action, distaste­
ful--to look at and expensive^ It 
seems that a few have now gradu­
ated from painting the boudler on 
the school grounds to smearing 
paint on the brick walls of the gym. 
What is being done about this?
