Michigan Lore Preserved at 
Reconstructed Straits Fort

Through the, cannon ports of 

blockhouses stacked between the 
palisades , of Fort Michilimackinac 
at Mackinaw City visitors can see 
Michigan’s upper peninsula, Mack- 
irvac .Island the; mujestic Mackinac 
Bridge. 1 \

With the exception of the 
bridge, the view is much the sartie 
today as it was, in 1715 when the 
French, seeking ( to. exploit the 
tareafs . lucrative-fur trade, con­
structed the original fort: to, guard 
the strategic Straits of Mackinac.

In the 65 years that followed, 
Fort Michilimackinac was the set­
ting for trea'cljery, violence, in­
trigue and despaiiv Its everchang- 
ing east of chavactevs was com­
posed of French and British mili*’ 
tary personnel, voyageurs, Indjanaj. 
ctnireuvs- derbois, trappers^ mis­
sionaries and traders.

From, here, an Indian party was 
assembled to. help rnut British 
General- Braddock’s expedition in 
Pennsylvania; here the British 
garrison was massacred under the 
encouragement of Chief Pontiac. 
Here. Mahor Roberl-Rogers* plans 
to find a - northwest passage be­
gan and. ended dismally.

During' the next 100 years, the 
elements that swept across the

lonely strait?,were able to accom­
plish wibat the fort's adversaries 
WYer drtuld. Time .and the weather 
.crumpled ^he fort and covered the 
residue jWlth sand. i ’
. In 1958 archeologists began,dig­
ging’ arid 'sifting t îe area in search 
O^artRaCtS and earth stains.' Over 
the past several years their efforts 
K6ve beeity richly rewarded with 
thousands of .iteirts and fragments 
left bphlnd by the early military 
and settlers.v The larcheologiCal 
'firnjlngSj. ■ coupled with research 
conducted in Canada and as far 
away as England, have helped 
draw the. plans for today’s recon­
structed-fort.

History springs: to life for visi­
tors to tha1 roiborn^fort at the. tip; 

UndeV the 
direCwori tof the Mackinnc Island 
State Payk Commission, buildings 
which were once part of the-fort
complex. have been reconstructed, 
based. on (detailed research.

Included within (the palisaded 
confines of the fort are such re­
constructed buildings as the Com* 
manding Officer’s Quarters, where 
Major1 Rogers' ruled the garrison, 
was accused as a traitor, and later 
acquitted; the guard house, sold* 
iers’ barracks, storehouses and the 
homes of officers,' traders and 
other inhabitants.

At the Qhurch of St. Anne de 
Michilimackinoc .visitors can* at­
tend a wedding—a re-enactment of 
a ’cereipony that occurred some 269 
years agen-stagee) by means of 
modern electronics, sequence light­
ing and stereophonic sound.

The Great. Lakes aiewife boom 
is reflected in hatch:records of 'com­
mercial fishermen. In 19B7, they 
netted only 35,500 pounds of those 
fish from,: Michigan waters, L^st 
year, their take totaled 3.3 mil­
lion pounds; Another 1 2  million 
pounds were harvested from Wis­
consin waters of Lake Michigan in

Although production figures are 
impressive' at a glance, commer­
cial fishermen look - upon the' ale- 
wife as a low-value "trash” spe­
cies which is hardly worth the cost 
of catching. The havvest of these 
fish, which are sold mostly to pet­
food companies, brings only

For the majority of • commrecial 
ojp.eVators,. the aiewife is a trouble­
some nuisance which clogs nets in 
large numbera: and discourages 
them from settinl? deep-water nets, 
during certairi times of the year 
because of this problem. '

...WhileJ the aiewife.- is now- the
:bane 'of - fishermen and shoreline 
owners, it may actually turn out, 
to be a blessing in disguise.

One of the reasons: Large num­
bers of these fts-h—are— caterr' by 
lake ti out. This .means that when 
the sea lamprey is controlled and
lake trout re-established, the ale- 
v/ife will provide a ready spurce 
of foo)l for the big, highly prized 
lakers. - ,

Conservation Department fish­
eries biologists estimate \ that if 
lake trout return to-(them former 
abundance in the Great Lakes, 
they could consume ns much ,â  90 
miUion pounds of aiewife -“each 
year. . .

Department fisheries men are 
looking. into other possibilities to 
see if they can expand sport fish­
ing opportunities in' the Great 
Lakes and solve, the alewifie prob­
lem in one neat stroke.

7 Continuing my. review of 1966 
legislative actions, this week's col­
umn will be devoted to state spend­
ing for the coming year. The. figr 
ure will reach a whopping $1.7 
billion, including the so-called'''ear­
marked” funds, federal ‘grants in 
aid, etc., and the general fund 
budget.

This- year’s legislature approved 
the highest, general fund budget 
in the state’s history—appropriat­
ing, a record $820.4 million. They 
toppped the Governor’s recommen­
dations by over $30 million-and 
last year’s budget by $136 mil-, 
lion. The total would have soared 
even higher had the Governor not 
dampened the Demorcatic spending 
spree- with the threat of vetoing 
some -of the measures being' pro­
posed unless they were accom­
panied by corresponding legisla­
tion 5 to' provide the wherewithal

state treasury, this seemingly rosy 
financial picture is misleading. A 
.closer look quickly tells us that 
the threat of fiscal crisis is very 
real arid very near — unless a com­
prehensive tax reform program is 
evolved* by the legislature soon.'

On Sept. 14 legislators wll -re­
turn to Lansing for their second 
bout in the 1965 session — with a 
promise frOm the Democratic ma­
jority that the state's most crucial 
problem — fiscal .reform —- will be 
tackled.
. If something is not done, the 
many programs already enactet 
into law, coupled with new tax ex­
emptions ' granted and a vapidly 
increasing population,, will soon 
gobble up this seemingly large 
surplus—aqd Michigan will face 
financial chads.

One reason for this 
is that the psychiatrist is .prt&ohditioned by his own standards of 
right and wrong and the, suggestible patient quickly senses just what 
his doctor thinks culpable and what he regards leniently. Thus, i f  
the patient feels the doctor forgives him, he can forgive himself, and 
theoretically at least be-freed from guilt.-He may even subconsciously 

identify" his“doctor-with—GodrTfiis_may'not "be'how it' is suppoaed ’ 
to work, but this is actually how it often does work out in practice;

Evejy fish-eater is entitled to 
his preferences but along without 
preferences most of us have preju^ 
dices. There is a Fish and Wild­
life Service publication, “Fishes of 
the 5Iidd!e West,” intended to re­
move some.common notions about 
the edibility of various species of 
fish.

The Great Lakes fish- called 
burbot, losh, lawyer or ling is 
generally discarded except by saga­
cious commercial fishermen. For 
one thing, losh livre is a great 
delicacy. The liver is huge, in pro­
portion to the size of the fish. It 
is rich in Vitaniin A.- The lawyer 
is a fresh-water edition of the 
codfish. It. prefers deep, cold water, 
down to 700 feet, coming into 
shallow water at night to feed. 

Says ■ the government booklet.
^Tn Europe it has long been es-- 
teemed as a great delicacy, bo'th 
for its white and delicate flesh 
and for its liver.” , .

It didn’t seem possible that-a 
spokesman for the United States 
government would have a good 
word to say for the dogfish as a 
delicacy. But. here it is;

“Try smoked bowfin as1 a sub­
stitute for smoked salmon, herr­
ing or finnap haddie.’ The chances 
are you~wtll—agreif with- Gowan- 
locb, Louisiana biologist and gour­
met, who pronounced the bowfin 
’one of the best of all smoked 
fishes.’ ”

Those who have tried fresh Idog- 
fish tell me it resembled cotton 
batten.

Never did I expect to find the 
gar pike recommended for eating 
purposes.

Gar pikc arc lively fighters, but 
hard }.o hook. A fine wire snare, 
or cluster of'"snakes, surrounding a 
minnow on a wire leader,’leading 
to a lengthy cane pole, is said tW 
bo effective for gar pike. At a 
strike, you yank; hoping to snare 
the- miuwle of the gar pike.

The booklet says that carp is 
not merely palatable, “but a real 
delicacy; broiled, fried, baked or 
stewed'^’ .

Producers 
who are. participating1 in the 1965 
wheat diversion program or̂  have 
new wheat allotment farms and 
planted within: their allotment are 
eligible for support,on their 1005 
production Doletzky stated.

A producers may take his wheat 
to an approved warehouse and ob­
tain a negotiable warehouse ro- 
ceipt or if the producer has ac­
ceptable storage on' fiis farm, he 
may -obtain a farm stored loan.
