" Before the ferret was outlawed
as a hunting aid in Michigan cot-
tontail was at the mercy of any
hunter when. there was tracking
snow. Rabbit tracks wound up at
a woodchuck burrow, ferret went
down ‘the hole and the terrified
rabbit popped out, a straight away
target for a shotgun,

It would be interesting to Te-
view a list of all cottontail sub-
species found in North America,
from arid desert to the everglades.
In southern marshes there is a
rabbit that is as at home in water
as on land, as shown by its run-
ways through matted aqua-
tic growth.

No animal could be as successful
as the cottontail unless it were
adaptable. When woodchuck bur-
rows are not available rabbits hole
up under buildings. On occasion
they will take tc hollow trees,
scampering several feet above
ground level within a tree trunk.

A stone fence gives a cotton-
tail the kind of refuge that
shields it even from a farm boy
with a ferret. The hunter, hear-
ing the death squeal of a rabbit

in a stone fence, simply went
home, leaving the ferret to sleep
off its feast, hoping that the
next day the ferret would be
eager to return to the comforte
of home.

Fitting a ferret with a collar and
line might prevent 2 long diges-
tive wait underground, but if the
ferret .on & line went under a root
on the way in, then pver the samsz
root ‘on the way out, it was bad
news. To recover the ferret, wortn
$2 or $3, it was necessry to rack
through a thlck layer of :frwen
earth.

We beheved that a young fe-
male ferret was less likely to kill
a, rabbit down a ‘hole.. .We alSo
believed that a -big male- would
tackle anything. ‘We, understood
that mink would “leave its ‘den to
escape a big ferret.

Anyone who ever saw a mink
that was real angry might doubt
that tale.
