‘man who had worked most of
his life as a sealer before he
,studied for the priesthood.

There are other forms of wild-
life on the islands such as the
blue fox and shrew and a herd
‘of reindeer that were imported..
‘Many kinds of birds nest on
the islands and some of the most
‘beautiful wild flowers I have
iever seen seem to carpet the
landscape as there are no trees
growing on the islands. All in
all, it was a real pleasant ex-
perience and I took several hun-
dred feet of movie film of the
entire operation (see picture)
including the wild flowers and
some of the birds.

I must be running along now.
Will include Mt. McKinley Na-
tional Park in my next article.

Farm Mechanization
Reqgiiires Safety ‘Rules
Modern farm equipment is much
more -dangerous than traditional
“horse power,” points:out Richard
Pfister, Michigan State TUniver-
sity extension safety engineer.
Farm . safety becomes more im-
portant each year with increased

mechanization and automation. of
farm operations, vemxnds Piister.

He suggests that farm workers
start practicing safety by read-
ing—and heeding—instruction
manuals. Keep guards and safety
devices in place, he warns. Stop
machines before unclogging or
adjusting. Stay clear of moving
parts. Keep children off and
away. -

Avoid tractor upsets by going
slowly on {turns, on slopes or
rough or muddy ground, Pfister
cautions. Slow down near ditches
and embankments and wateh for
hidden hazards, holes or other ob-
stacles, Equip tractors with safe-
ty belts, plus protective frames
or erush-resistant cabs.

‘Have proper lighitng and SMV
(slow-moving vehicle) emblems
for safer voad travel. Keep the
SMV emblems clean, in good re-
pair and correctly mounted. Have
a first aid kit and fire extin-
guisher on each tractor.

Always train young or inex-
perienced workers to operate ma-
chinery safely.
