Bound Juniors 

Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude 
Tests, or PSAT's as they are com­
monly known, will be administer­
ed at the Chelsea High school .li­
brary, Tuesday morning, O c t 20. 
Theiexam is for all college bound 
juniors. 

A PSAT i s a very accurate 
measurement of a potential col­
lege student's behaviour. When 
administered in the junior year of 
high school, i t not only indicates 
to a student how he can expect to 
perfoim on the SAT, or college 
board exams, but it gives the stu­
dent exposure to the kind of test 
that he will be taking on the col­
lege boards. It also gives a stu­
dent some indication of the kind 
of school he should consider, when 
considering his college choice. 

Most colleges and universities re­
quire that a student take either 
the SAT or the ACT college board 
exam prior to admission. The P-
SAT, which is in effect, a mini-
SAT, measures, like the SAT and 
ACT, a student's verbal and math­
ematical ability.
