Proposal ‘C is an extremely com-
plex_issue. The wording of the
proposal to amend the . Michigan
State Constitution is such that a
voter: is hard pressed to figure
out just- what answer, “yes,” or
#no;” will bring about the voter’s
desired effects—the passing or the
defeat of the proposed amendment
to the constitution. -

Furthermore, even the attorney
general of the staté does not know
exactly what the effects, upon the
school systems, and .education in

' ‘the state of Michigan would be in
|| the ease- that the amendment  is

adopted.

The' result is that. many people
are “truly confused and even the
politicians aren’t Very vocal con-
cermng their stand on the issue.

Thé wording of the proposal, as
it ‘will appear on the hallot :is ‘as
Yollows:

“Proposed Constxtutmnal Amend-
ment To. Prohibit . Public " Aid* to
Non-Public' Schools and Students.

“This amendment adds language
to the comstitution to: ‘

(a) Prohibit ase .of pubhc
funds to.aid.any non-public elemen-
tary or’ secéndary school;

“(b)- . Prohibit use of/ " public
funds;” except . for - transportation,
to support attendance of any stu-
dents or the employment of any
person ‘at’ non-public schools  or ‘at
any other- location or institution
where instruction is  offered. in
whole .or in part to non—pubhc
school  students;

“(¢) Prohibit any payment, cred-

i|it, tax benefit, exemption or de-

ductlons, tumon voucher, subsidy,

“Should this amendment be ad-
opted? Yes. No.”

This wording has such a.wide

f i range of interpretations that it is

not safe to espouse any of them
as' the “true” meaning' of  the
amendment.

Basically, the = issue is: shall
the state of Mlclngan adopt a pro-
posal ‘to ban all monies going to
non-public schools? A “yes” vote
would do this. That means that
all public services, with the excep-
tion of police, fire, and sanitation
services, would be demed 1o -non-
public schools. .
