Soil Conservation Service peo-
ple know, and they see a grey-
ness to the soil that tells them
how 'dry this year has been, but
also, how wet that ground would
be in mormal years.

That’s their business, being
able to read the signs in the
soil. - At present the field sur-
vey men are completing the
fourth year of a six-year pro-
jeet to test, sample and class-
ify all the soil .in Washtenaw
county.

They’ve finished Dexter town-
ship this summer and are com-
‘pleting work in Freedom and
Lima before the Nov. 11 cut-
off date for this year.

During. the summer they dig
pits, bore holes and record their
findings. During the ° winter
they complete the maps and
charts of the various townships
showing what kinds of soils are
located in every nook and corn-
er of the area.

This is a joint project of the
Soil Conservation Service and
the Michigan Agricultural Ex-
perimentation Station being car-
ried out for the Washtenaw
County Board of Commissioners.

Nice land, good location, great
place fo build, he thought, But,
when the health department
came rtound to.test the soil for
septic tank installation, etc.,
they found not one parcel suit- .
able for building, not one they
would approve for a septie tank.

This particular man had pur-
chased the property without a
contingency agreement in the
contract stating that, should he
not be able to build because of
some fault with the property,
the sale would be cancelled.

‘Now, what do you do with 20
acres of ground if you can't
build?

Another example: People in
the Honey Creek area built their
homes after an extremely &y
year, not even as dry as this
one. They had full basements
and all looked dine until the
spring thaw and rains came and
the water table returned to nor-
mal. Now, in one house, it takes
two sump pumps running 24
hours a day just to keep the
basement from flooding.

The point of the latter ex-
ample is that when you dig a
hole like the one in the corn-
field, or in an area for a base-
ment and don’t run into water
you assume that there is none
at that level.

It's easy to imagine your
dream house on that nice roll-
ing piece of land, but especially
this year, today’s dry land could
have been last year’s swamp, or,
worse, next year’s, after your
house is built.

Soil Conservation Service sci-
entists arc seeing the sad after-
maths of mistakes made after
the last dry year. They can
help prevent the same kind of
mistakes happening after this
one.
