Many Rural Homes Lose Electric Power...

(Continued from page one)

Ed Sherburne, Detroit Edison
district manager for a three-county
region, reports that the townships
west of Ann Arbor were the hard-
est hit of all of Washtenaw coun.
ty. He explains that the power
failures, which began as early as
10 p.m. Friday, were caused by
downed lines and poles,

The lines were often brought
down by falling branches weighted

down with wet snow. The poles
fell viatims of skidding cars that
were out of control on icy roads.

Some areas were without power
for 48 lhours, says Sherburne, be-
cause repair men could not reach
the trouble spots. ‘“We couldn’t
reach the downed wires except by
snowmobile,” he explains, “and you
can’t repair a pole with a snow-
mobile.” ‘

Power wasn’t fully restored in

the area until 7:30, Monday morn.
ing, even though crews worked for
18 hours straight, caught some
sleep and tackled the job again,

This storm, the wonst, says
Sherburne, in the last seven years,
left 6,500 ‘oustomers without serv-
ice,

The area to the west of town
that is serviced by Consumers
Power was luckier. Fewer homes
were powerless there.
