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Despite eloquent efforts of to-
cal residents, Lima township of­
ficials, m a n y environmental 
groups and the Department of 
Agriculture, the Department of* 
Natural Resources (DNR) has 
sanctioned Mill, Creek Park plans 
with tentative approval. 

H u r o n Clinton Metropolitan 
Authority (HCMA) now h a s 
only to secure federal funding 
from the Bureau of Outdoor Rec­
reation (BOR) to make its brain : 
child a reality. -

Federal money could be, avail- , 
able to the.park planners as 
early as July 1, 1974 if BOR's 
environmental impact statement 
which is required by law, is fa­
vorable. HCMA's timetable fore­
casts that. it will be ready for 
public perusal and reaction in 
public hearings by early next 
year. 

it will be at least 10. years 
from the funding date before 
land acquisition and development 
will be completed. Only then 
would the park be ready for 
public use. 

Realists in the Mill Creek Re­
search Council and in Lima 
township government have little 
hope that BORs impact study 
will support the findings of 
planning consultants Johnson, 
.Johnson & Roy who labelled the 
park a detriment to Lima town­
ship's ideal/development. The 
federal agency is not expected 
to be attentive to local opposi­
tion. 
"Yet hope-springs eternal in 

the hearts of die,hard,park op­
ponents. They are heartened by 
the fact that DNR's approval is 
given tnetatively. It will be 
withdrawn if the environmental 
impact statement and thewater 
of the park is unwise. 

Twice in the position state­
ment issued by DNR to explain 
the approval of. the , plans, di­
rector A. Gene Gazaly states 
that sufficient information about 
the effect of Mill Creek Im­
poundment on the area's water 
quality has yet to be produced. 
"Certainly no final decision can 
be made until that information 

is available from the Gannon 
study," writes Gazlay. • 

Encouragement for anti-park 
factions also comes from another 
spurce which is somewhat re­
moved from* the Lima township 
front. HCMA is under fire in 
Detroit and Wayne county for 
spending millions of their dol­
lars on parks out of reach of 
residents in those areas. As a 
result, Wayne County Commis­
sioners have temporarily withheld 
their, share of HCMA dues, de­
manding that HCMA build a 
parkway in' their county. 

Although t h e commissioners 
may rescind this action after 
reconsideration at their May 31 

meeting, the possibility that 
HCMA funds could be cut fills 
Mill Creek park opponents with 
glea. It would at least bog down 
work on Mill Creek, 

In the position statement sent 
out last week, Gazlay acknowled­
ges that reaction to the Mill 
Creek plans is mixed. He pin­

and would be much more expenj 
$ive even if available/', ,. i 

Furthermore, he argues , tha( > 
the; needs of Washtenaw county] 
residents for; .water based recj 
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reation are amply documented. 
"The'construction of a park in 
this area fits in the Michigan 
Recreation Plan (as revised in 
1970) which was approved by 
BOR to qualify the state to con­
tinue to be eligible for Land 
and Water Conservation Funds," 
states the position statement. 

Thftt plan emphasizes, among 
other things, the urgency of 
continued "aggressive,action to 

. acquire, and develop recreational 
facilities to meet the needs of 
the southeast sector.where ap­
proximately half o f ' Michigan 
people, live," 

After giving this general just­
ification for the park, Gazaly 
explains the grounds on which 
the many arguments raised a t 
the March 15 public hearing were 
dismissed. ' 

The argument that there i s 
inadequate sewage treatment fac­
ilities in the area to support 
the park, an argument put forth 
by the Chelsea Village Council, 
was judged irrelevant by DNR. 
It's answer: "The state of Mich­

igan would require adequate pro­
vision for sewage treatment be­
fore it would allow the park to 
operate." 

In response to Fred Mills' pre­
sentation at the March 15 pub^ 
Jic hearing, the DNR said that 
the loss of tax base for Chelsea 
School District would soon b e , 
compensated for by the value of j 
peripheral development; The loss 
of revenue, according to Gazlay, 
would be slight and only tem­
porary. 

Those who argued that access 
to the park would be difficult 
along the already clogged 1-94 
corridor were countered by DNR's 
assertion that the interstate must 
be improved anyway. \ The cost 
of redesigning the 1-94 inter­
change at Fletcher Rd. would be 
great, says DNR, but it is like­
ly that improvements. would be 
necessitated by the expected in­
crease in population whether or 
not the <park is built.-, 

DNR sided with HCMA in bat­
ting down the suggestion that 
HCMA build a series of smaller 

parks closer to Detroit rather 
.that the 4,800-acre Mill Creek 
/project. While DNR supports 
the concept of smaller parks, it 
believes that they are the res­
ponsibility of county and munic­
ipal governments. 

The largest portion of the po­
sition statement is devoted to 
consideration of the most impor­
tant issue raised by the park 
plan, the loss of agricultural 
land, "DNR takes very seriously 
the contention of its sister state 
agency, the Department of Ag­
riculture, that high-quality lands 
in Michigan must be reserved 
for the continued production of 
food and fiber." 

If the land could be "frozen" 
in its present use, says Gazlay, 
DNR would consider that alter­
native .to the park. But, accord­
ing to growth rate projections, 
"people will simply overrun the 
tend." 

"The DNR's best judgment is 
that suburban development of 
Lima township, including the Mill 
Creek Metropark site, is inevita­

ble" unless the park is construc­
ted. ;,. 

In the event of a food crisis, 
says DNR, park lands are more 
easily reassigned to agriculturel 
-purposes than land developed for 
residences. In this way, DNR 
attempts to mitigate the Depart­
ment of Agriculture's warnings 
that all the farmland available 
will be needed for food produc­
tion in the future. 
The position statement con­

cludes with an explanation or 
why DNR gave its approval of 
the plan before an environmental 
impact statement had been pre­
pared. It had been suggested 
that DNR conduct its own study 
rather than leaving the chore to 
BOR. 

The BOR study is required by 
law and must be done whether. 
or not a local study Is already 
completed. For the state to con­
duct its own study would be an 
unnecessary and wasteful cupli-
cation of effort, says the state 
agency.

Pay Cut Questiona?)le 
A group ojf ira^e citizens has 

been busy the past year circulat­
ing ' petition^ around the state 
Calling"for a'constitutional amend­
ment to cut back the pay of mem­
bers of the legislature. 

The proposal would set a base 
pay of $15,000 and require a vote 
of the people to raise the amount 
above that. , 

The idea has been met with a 
very receptive audience in numer­
ous places; Since the legislature is 
cept when people want something 
from it,, this presents a chance to 
"get" all 148 members at once. : 

But the idea bears a closer look, 
since it would make a very sig­
nificant change in state govern­
ment over the long period. 

Basically, legislative salaries rep­
resent only a drop in the bucket 
of state government spending. The 
budget for the state for the com­
ing fiscal year will total more 
than $5 billion when all taxes, 
federal' money ;>|nd other revenues 
are* atfded up.'. Legislative salarj.es 
will total less than $3 million— 
only six one-hundredths of one 
percent of the total budget. 

Indeed, legislative salaries make 
up less than one-sixth of the leg­
islative budget j which tops $19 
million. 

So a cut in salaries, even if 
they were completely abolished, 
would have little effect on the 
budget,or on taxes. 

Then there is the question of 
what effect the forced cut would 
have on the legislature. Would it 
produce better legislation of better 
legislators? The answer has to be 
no. 

Now, $15,000 a year is nothing 
to sneeze at. Most Michigan fami­
lies live on less that -that. But it 
is less than many people make, 
and if the highest quality of per­
son is going to be expected to 
serve in" the legislature, he or she 
can't be asked realistically to take 
a financial bath to do it. It's the 
old truism about getting what you 
pay for. 

At $15,000 a year, the lawyers 

and other pfojesjionals woujd eith­
er quit ajt^etji^i- bi* &(fenti jesjs 
time on legislative work. In other 
words, they'd eitfcer leave altoge­
ther or spfnd leis effort in order 
to make iMrb money oh the out­
side. Few can be expected to 
serve for little money for long out 
for ^public spirit. 

It might be true that some mem­
bers of the legislature wouldn't be 
worth the money if they had their 
check cut in half. But many put 
in long hours and, do not get rich. 

If people are truly upset witfi 
what the legislature does, they can 
show it at the next elecjipn by 
defeating their state representative 
or senator. It's not as if m'embers 
were locked in for life. 

Tre salaries now are set by the 
State Officers Compensation Com­
mission, which showed last Novem­
ber, that it is responsive to how

Beach school science students have had the oppor­
tunity in the Jast two weeks to learn just how 
refined that process has become.

Junior High Science Classes 

Classroom education does not 
have to be completely circum­
scribed by four walls and a basic 
textbook. An example of an alter­
native is the curriculum offered to 
8th grade science pupils at Beach 
school. 

Their term-long study of the 
environment takes their noses out' 
of! books and opens their eyes to 
the world around them. They are 
given an opportunity to see ex­
amples of what they have read 
about in the Nature Center, in 
Waterloo Recreation A r e a , in 
the village and even in their own 
homes. , 

The ecology unit, as.taught by 
science teachers Alice Steinbach, 
Carla Linkner, and Carol Steiner, 
begins with an examination of a 
small habitat such as the pond in 
the Nature Center. Once the stu« 
.d^tjs^re .sufficiently familiar with 
the interdep^nde^rrelatioris'fiipse'x-
istfng there, they are exposed to 
a larger eco-system, the Waterloo 
Recreational Area. 

In previous years, that exposure 
came through half-day field trips 
to the park under the guidance 
of naturalist Tom Hodgson. This 
year, because of an administrative 
b a n on field trips, Hodgson 
brought the world of Waterloo to 
the class room with a slide pres­
entation. 

Last week, the science classes, 
all nine of them, moved to more 
populated areas of interest. Water 
problems became their focus and 
the water and sewage treatment 
plants became their destinations. 

The tour of the sewage treat­

ment plant is a hit every year, 
according to the science teachers, 
"The students may think "yuk" 
when they first hear where We're 
going," says Alice Steinbach, "but 
they come back excited because) 
it's all so scientific. They go 
home and find that their parents 
don't know half as much about it 
as they do." 

Mel Leach deserves the credit 
for the success of the trips. He 
takes time to escort each of the 
sections through the plant, an ef­
fort that i$ greatly appreciated. 
Tom Dorr does- a similar, job at 
the water plant. " 

Air. pollution will be the final 
area of investigation in the en­
vironment study. This will include 
the problems of controlling emmis-
sions which will become clearer to 
students who, visit local factories. 

I^liceNafe

Mrs. Steinbach says local plant 
managers have been very helpful 
in talking with students who pur­
sue the topic for their Independ­
ent research topic. 

All students will participate in, 
an air quality test by taking sam­
ples of air in their homes. By 
comparing the amount of pollution, 
i.e., solid particles, found in the 
air taken from one part of the 
village compared with that of an­
other, the students will learn what 
factors contribute to air pollution. 

Independent papers and projects 
submitted by students will examine 
even more aspects of ecology. 
With the aid of Librarian Mary 
Ann Paulin, and the resources at 
Beach Media Center, the students 
are able to delve into their topic 
in depth. 

While some students will write 
i.T>n parks, others on endasgered 
^p^ecies ana others on political -ac­
tion, and the environment,';.$ is 
the issues of local interestVthat 
draw the most enthusiasm from 
the students. "They like writing 
on things that affect them", ex­
plains the teacher. 

Possible projects included a cat­
alogue of visual pollution in the 
area with pictures of local e y e 
sores, or pictures of what is good 
about Chelsea's' environment. One 
student is improving the environ­
ment around his father's farm for 
his project. 

"From our 220 students," says 
Mrs. Steinbach, "We'll get reports 
on at least 200 different topics." 
The breadth of interest from stu­
dents is nearly as broad as the' 
topic itself.

TEACHER TOPICS 
.i Should your son or daughter go 
h college? At present, many fac­
tors, indicate "maybe not," We 
have, arrived at a point in the 
United States where a skilled tech­
nician is as much in demand as a 
college graduate. Many schools in 
the mid-Michigan area have al­
ready noted this and developed ca­
reer centers for the non-college 
bound students. 

In a career center, students de­
velop basic skills in technical 
areas w h i l e completing h i g h 
school. Students enrolled in this 
program attend high, school for 
one-half of the day to study basic 
skills in' the career areas of their 
choice. Some of these choices 
could include carpentry, auto me­
chanics, medical and dental as­
sisting, cosmetology, architecture, 
health occupations, printing, home 
and hotel management, and other 
technical skills;' . 

Because of the specialized 
courses offered, each center is 
supported by a one-, two-, or three-
county area. The Oakland County 
Intermediate School District (of 
which South Lyon is a member) 
discussed and formulated plans 
for such a county career center. 
The voters approved these plans 
anfd voted to finance the center^ 
•which: how exists and is ehthusi* 

astically endorsed by South Lyon. 
The Washtenaw County Interme­

diate School District has formu­
lated a plan for a career center 
similar to Oakland county's. Such 
a center would offer training to, 
3,000 students (in three shifts) from 
the 10 school districts in our coun­
ty. Its cost to the taxpayer: 1.25 
mills for 30 years. 

Presently, Chelsea is trying to 
implement its Very own career 
"center" at the high school, a plan 
impractical since the budget will 
not permit the kind of investment 
that should be made. Chelsea has 
also involved itself in the Shared-
Time program whereby students 
are sent to area schools that offer 
specialized training in specific ca­
reer areas. This program, if it 
were accepted as the alternate to 
a career center, would cost the 
taxpayer .905 mills per year and 
would not permit for renovation of 
old equipment or space. 

Chelsea is fortunate to send ap­
proximately 50 percent of its grad­
uating seniors to college (two-year 
and four-year). But those 50 per­
cent who choose to enter the job 
market immediately both need and 
deserve the kind Of career train­
ing that a single school district 
cannot possibly afford to supply.;

Expected on Holiday Week-end

Michigan motorists, driving more 
than three, million vehicles, will 
log an estimated 795 million miles 
during the upcoming Memorial Day 
holiday week-end, according to 
Automobile Club of Michigan, 

"This traditional kick-off holi­
day for the summer vacation sea­
son is one of the heaviest travel* 
ed periods of the year," said Jos­
eph L. Ratke, Auto Club touring 
manager, noting that the project­
ed mileage for the 78-hour week­
end is nearly five percent greater 
than last year's Memorial D a y 
travel. 

During the period from 6 p.m. 
Friday (May 25) t o midnight 
Monday (May 28), about six out 
of every 10 motorists on t h e 
road will experience some delay 
due to the heavy volume of trap-
fie, Ratke said. 

Auto Club reminds travelers to 
minimize traffic delays by begin­
ning their trips either before or 
after rush periods. 

Peak travel times are: Friday, 
7 p.m. to 10 p.m.; Saturday, 9 
a.m. to 1 p.m. and 6 p.m. to 9 
p.m. and Monday, 2 p.m. to 10 p.m. 

"Travelers probably will encoun­
ter the biggest traffic problems on 
Monday when they return home," 
Ratke said "Sunny and w a r m 
weather will only worsen the sit­
uation since many families will 
extend their stays and then crowd 
the highways." 

Auto Club expects the w o r s t 
freeway traffic problems in the 
state to develop on 1-75 around 
Flint due to a 21-mile-long road 
widening project between the merg­
ing point of 1-75 and US-23 and 
Birch Run. 

Although work will be suspend­
ed during the Memorial Day week­
end, traffic at peak travel times 
around Flint is expected to slow 
considerably due to the c l o s e 
proximity of construction ditches, 
equipment and barrel markers. 

Motorists should have no unus­
ual delays during peak travel per­
iods at the Zilwaukee Bridge, 
which carries 1-75 over, the Sag­
inaw River near Saginaw. Ship­
pers have agreed t o eliminate 
bridge opneings on Friday from 
3 p.m. to midnight, Saturday from 
7 a.m. to 11 a.m. a and Monday 
from 10 a.m. to 7 p.m. 

As in the past, the State High­
way Department has ordered road 
construction stopped across t h e 
state from 5 p.m. Friday to 8 
a.m. Tuesday, May 29. 

Auto Club notes that one prev­
ious traffic bottleneck—the 1-94 
construction gap at the Michigan-
Indiana state line—has been elim­
inated. Now motorists can drive 
non-stop from Detroit to Chicago 
in less than five hours on a toll-
free, four-lane highway. 

Over the Memorial Day week-
most travelers are expected t o 
confine their trips to within a 
250-mile radius of home. Many 
thousands also will be traveling 
the maximum round-trip distance 
of 1,500 miles during the 3½ days. 

"Just because they are not driv­
ing far from home, motorists 
should not get a false sense o f 
security when out on the high­
way," Ratke stated, adding that: 

"Last Memorial Day week-end, 
when 20 persons died in auto ac­
cidents, 17 out of the 23 drivers 
involved were less than 25 miles 
from home." 

Auto Club notes that this Mem­
orial D a y week - end, motorists 
could significantly reduce the num­
ber of fatal accidents by taking 
these precautions: 

—Since alcohol is a factor in 
six out of every 10 fatal acci­
dents, motorists are urged t o 
avoid drinking alcoholic beverages. 
Auto Club points out that t w o 
ounces of alcohol consumed in an 
hour double a motorist's chance 
of having a fatal traffic accident. 

—Drivers and their, passengers 
should wear seat belts every, mile 
they travel to protect themselves 
against other drivers' mistakes. 
Seat belts, Auto Club notes, are 
often the difference between auf-! 
fering serious injury or death and 
walking away from an accident 
unharmed. 

—Headlights should be kept on* 
during daylight hours when driv*i 
ing on two-lane roads to help allf 
drivers see oncoming traffic morei 
clearly and to better determine! 
safe passing distances-. j 

This year Citizens Band radios 
and other civic groups will again! 
offer free coffee to motorists at 
various rest stops along Michigan's 
Interstate routes. Auto Club's 
"Bring 'Em Back Alive 1" bumper 
stickers and safety information al­
so will be available at these rest 
stops. 

The Auto Club's News Service 
will be providing motorists with 
hourly bulletins on traffic condi* 
tions and holiday recreational acv 
tivities daily between 8 a.m. ana 
11 p.m. Approximately 130 Mich-, 
igan radio and TV stations will be. 
broadcasting Auto Club reports,1 

making state motorists the best? 
informed travelers in the nation"
