Monday night Chelsea Board of
Education set a reduced millage
request of 13.5 mills for a two-
year period for the May 15 opera-
tional millage election.

Current operational millage is
22.2 mills, 1098 of which has been
voted for the past five years, but
which expires after the present
school year, The new request rep-
resents an increase of 2.52 mills
in the operational levy; however,
the board plans to reduce the debt
retirement levy for the 1974-75
school year by 1.52 mills, making
the net tax increase one mill more
than the previous voted milage.

on March 26, the board has re
evaluated hoth Its spending  this
current year and its proposed bud-
get for the coming year,

This study has resulted in tighter
economic controls of the current
hudget, making possible a carry-
over of funds, as well as the re-
stricting of gpending in the next
?)%hool year, The 1973 74 budget will

kept unde $2 546,000 mark

Reduced Millage Set
For May 15 Election

while the 1974-75 budget has been
projected at $2,808,000, an increase
of approximately 10 percent.

For the 1973-74 school year, the
tax levy was 22.2 mills operational,
plus three mills debt retirement,
a total of 25.2 mills, The requested
mitlage for the 1974-75 school year
would be 24.72 mills operational,
plus 4.48 mills debt retirement, or
a total of 28.2 mills,

With the passage of the bond is-
sue in December of last year, the
debt retirement levy was expect-
ed to total six mitls, but with the
increase in assessed valuation in
the school district, this can be re-
duced by the 1.52 mills to a 4.48
total,

Determining the total tax levy
for the 1975-78 school year (the
second year of the 13.5 operational
request, is Impossible at this time,
the board says. One event which
may have an effect on that levy
was the introduction by Sen. Gil-
bert Bursley on April 10 of a bill
in the Michigan Senate. Bursley’s
hill proposes to reduce property

Bulldog track men raised their
record to 3-0 by taking a double
dual victory over Tecumseh ‘and
Pinckney. Tuesday afternoon.~

Chelsea topped Tecumseh 63-60,
and Pinckney, 68! —5412; Pmckney
defeated: Tecumsft Ap t hiee tRIfR
part of the double dual, 67-56.

Run in ideal early-season weath-
er, the meet featured some ex-
cxtmeg good - early-season times,
heights, and distances.

The meets, run simultaneously,
progressed about according to pre-
dictions against Tecumseh, with a
dropped baton by a leadmg Chel-
sea 440-yard relay team making it
closer than it might have been.

Pinckney proved to be the sur-
prise of the meet, wmmng both
hurdles and showmg depth in the
sprints and relays. Pinckney’s de-
feat of Tecumseh was totaily un-
expected.

Coach Bert Kruse rated Rick
Sweeny’s school record-setting high
jump of 6 ft. 2 in, as “the outstand-
ing performance of the meet.”

Craig Coltre was top point-getter
for Chelsea, taking three firsts
against Tecumseh and a first and
two seconds against Pinckney. Karl
Gauss again swept both 100- and
220-yard dashes and anchored the
winning 880-yard relay team, How-
ard Salyer had good performances,
winning the 440-yard dash and
running on two winning relays,

‘Chelsea. made him 'sound like a
&l¥egular soothsayer ‘last ‘Thursday,
downing Saline in the dual meet
and conference opener, 8614-361%.

As anticipated, Bulldogs came
out of the field events with a big
2914-614 lead, but they didn’t
stop there. Chelsea runners took
eight out of 11 running events,
including a sweep of the three re-
lays, and one-two finishes in the
180 low hurdles and 220-yard dash."

“Craig Coltre led the way,”
Coach Kruse reported happily.
Coltre captured both hurdle races
and the long jump, and then ran
in the winning 440-yard relay team,

Junior Karl Gauss, expected to
be a leader in a Bulldog strong-
hold, the sprints, won both the 100
and 220-yard dashes, plus anchoring
the winning 880-yard relay team.

“The wind hindered some of the
performances,” Coach Kruse noted,
“but Rick Sweeny’s six foot jump,
John Tandy's 4:50.1 in the mile
run, Karl Gauss’' 23.8 in the 220
and the time of 4.0 in the 440-
yard relay were all’good early-sca-
son efforts.”
