A 1976/whestaiIPlnient, will be 
established, automaticaijy for most 
farms xhat had a wheat allotment 
in 1975. 

To, be eligible for a new farm 
allotment, the operator must ex­
pect to receive more than 50 per­
cent of his income from farming. 
Neither the owner or an operator 
niay h§ye*an interest in any other 
f|riti which has a 19/6 wheat aliot-
meht, and the person making ap­
plication must have had at least 
one year production experience in 
a pripr year. 

Applications for a, new farm 
allbtment must be filed in the 
county office on or before July 1, 
1975. Any interested producer who 
can meet these requirements 
should contact the county office 
before the final date for filing an 
application.

SWIMMING ALL YEAR AROUND will be 
made possible once: the pool, now under construc­
tion at th£ JPeachi Middle school }s complete. The 
42' by 104' pqol will sport a four foot wide mobile 
bulkhead which will allow the pool to be divided 
into a 25-yard or 25-meter pool. The bulkhead will 
also allow for a 42' by 30' shallow area for chil 

dren's swimming. There wilf be seating for 600 
spectators, and locker and shower facilities for 200 
men and women. At present, the foundations, foot­
ing and pouring of walls for the pool, and part of 
the exterior masonry walls have been finished. 
School officials say they hope the pool will be 
complete in January or February of next year. 

TWO NEW ROOMS FOR SCIENCE are under 
'Construction at Chelsea High school. The two rooms, 
a lab and a lecture facility, will complete the 

science building, where there are presently, four 
existing science labs. 

TEN NEW CLASSROOMS at CHS will be 
housed within this structure now under construction 
on the high school grounds. The building will 
house a new instructional materials center, better 
known as a Media Center (library) and a business 
education room. The new Media Center will allow 
for an increase of at least 5,000 volumes to the 
library, a mechanical room, conference room, work 
office and audio-visual storage room. According 
to Fred Mills, Chelsea School District business 

manager, this new building will allow the high 
school to revert to the seven period 55 minutes 
per class day with five minutes for passing. Dur­
ing the past school year, the students operated on 
a nine period day with #3½ minutes per class. 
Mills says they are pushing to have the building 
completed by September. The masonry is 90 per­
cent complete and the erected steel structure 80 
percent complete. Mechanical and electrical instal­
lation are proceeding. 

Friends of Library Begin Campaign for Memberships 
The 1975 membership drive of 

the Friends of McKune Memorial 
Library is now in progress. Con­
tributions received from this an­
nual campaign go toward improv­
ing and beautifying the local li­
brary. 

According to Miriam Klemer, 
president of the Friends Associa­
tion,, some of the Friends' past 
years projects have been land­

scaping the front lawn, purchas 
ing new furnishings and. carpeting 
for the upstairs club room, in addi­
tion to carpeting the children's 
wing and stairway. 

A sizeable portion of last year's 
contributions, which amounted to 
$787, will be used to remodel the 
Historical Room. 

Mrs. Klemer extends an invita­
tion to the community to visit the 

library at any time to see the im­
provements which have been made 
possible by contributions received 
from the annual drives conducted 
by the Friends of the Library. 

The ability to hear, like life 
itself, is a God given gift-which 
once lost or destroyed cannot be 
regained, hearing specialists note.

Over the past few months , I 
have received a substantial 
amount of mail concerning re* 
leases and escapes of patients 
from the Forensic Center in Ypsi-
lanti and the recent McQuillan de­
cision by the State Supreme Court. 

There is no question that steps 
must be taken immediately to 
clarify or, if necessary, to correct 
legal circumstances / surrounding 
the: handling of persons referred 
to as the "criminally insane, \ 

I think it is equally important 
tĥ at all of us have a clear under­
standing of the magnitude of prob­
lems engendered by recent court 
rulings. 

It is not true that the streets of 
Michigan : are being flooded with 
the criminally, insane, • ' 

The McQuillan decision was 
issued last September. Since that 
time, 152 forensic patients have 
been discharged by the center in 
Ypsilanti. Qf this number, six have 
been reported in trouble with the 
law since their return to society. 
This represents less than 4 per­
cent bf the total. 

You might say that six is too 
many; I would agree. But I am 
also firmly convinced that. Qiir 
ability to effectively cope with 
these problems Will depend on pur 
ability to concentrate oh facts, 
not emptions. " 

Legislation has been introduced 
which would amend the Criminal 
Code to establish a new verdict, 
"Guilty, but mentally ill." This 
bill CH.B. 4363) passed the House 
qn March 24 and is actively under 
consideration in the Senate Judi­
ciary Committee. 

this legislation would provide, 
that if a person committed a 
criminal act, he could be found 
guilty of that act and sentenced 
just as any other criminal. If the 
court determined that the person 
was also mentally ill, he would 
be admitted to an appropriate 
forensic program for treatment, 
and could be returned to prison 
following his treatment to serve 
the remainder of his sentence^ 

I support thjs concept. 
Forensic admission and dis­

charge procedures Were signify( 

cantly altered by the McQuillan 
decision of the >• State ;-Supreme 

Court* That decision held thai 
persons found not guilty by reason 
of insanity should be treated in 
the same way .as Others who are 
mentally ill. The McQuillan deci­
sion was based on federal court 
rulings. •.-.,-

It remains to be seen whether 
Q? not Action on the part of the 
State Legislature,can hold up the 
face of this judicial precedence. 
But I believe we musi try. 

As the\ deliberate, legislative pro­
cess continues, other actions can, 
and should, be.taken by those in 
both our mental health and crimi-
ha) ju$t|ce systems.•• 

Prosecutprs must mpre thor­
oughly investigate and prepare 
cases to enable rational decisions 
in our courts. v 

Juries must .more carefully 
reich their verdicts, particularly 
with regard to hf^jiis. 

The Department* of Mental 
Health must take' further steps to 
ensure that persons resjionsitjle for, 
cate and treatment of forensic pa­
tients are fully capable of meeting 
jfhe, enormous administrative and 
jpfofe ŝiOnai demands which this 
entails, ; ; ;'•"•,• •'." 
:. This' brings me fb a final. com­
ment—on -'the Center for Forensic 
Psychiatry; 

I Was deeply concerned when 
several patients escaped from the 
Center last year. That episode, 
coupled with what appears to be 
mismanagement of the Taylor 
case raised serious doubts as to! 
the ability of the administrator 
in charge' of the Forensic Center 
to meet the demands of the job.-

I understand; that the Depart­
ment of Mental Health is Care­
fully investigating the Taylor case 
If their findings substantiate con-| 
siderable misjudgment and mis-; 
management, I would strongly\ 
urge that the necessary Correc­
tive actions be immediately taken.! 

Thank you for the opportunity, 
to publicly express my views on' 
this critical set of issues.

The irrigation process works this 
way. if there is danger of frost, a 
fine;" mist is sprayed over the 
plants to prevent blossom injury. 
As the wafer freezes, it releases 
small quantities of heat that keep 
the blossoms from freezing.-If 
additional moistftre is needed; the 
irrigation equipment will creilie 
artificial rain, and on very hot 
days, it cools the fields to keep 
the berries firm arid in good "con­
dition.

MEATS SUITED 
TO OUTDOOR COOKING 
,? There are many cuts of meat 
suited to.outdoor.'cooking and sum­
mer menus. Any meat, cuts suit­
able for, broiling,' pan-broiling, 
pa.n-frying or roasting,can l̂ e suc­
cessfully cooked over the coals. 
But no matter what meat cut you 
user yQur success with outdoor 
cooking lies jn the proper use 01 
equipment and cooking proce-
•dures.;. •'•- ' '•'. 

Steaks, and chops can be.cook-
scion the grill, but they should be 
at least three-quarters tp an inch 
thick for best results and to pre­
vent drying out. 

You should use a shielded or 
covered rotisserie to cook "a roqst, 
Allow about three-quarters to a 
pound per person for bone cpts. 
Boneless cuts require from one* 
third to three-quarters of a pound 
per person. 

Cooking time for a large bone­
less rib roast may be 3½ to 5 
hours. A meat thermometer is 
the best guide to determine the 
goneness of roasts. 

Low td moderate teinperatures 
should be used for cooking meats 
outdoors. Coals should glow ra­
ther than ;flame. The amount of 
heat and the cooking rate can be 
controlled by adjusting the dis­
tance of the. rotisserie or grill 
from the coals. Wind can also af­
fect the heat.
