And they are still going strong today. In fact, 
we Americans eat more bananas today than, 
any other fruit...actually about eighteen pounds 
per yoar for every man, woman and child in the 
nation! 

In closing, I'm aping to take liberties with an 
old song by saying "Yes, Polly's has bananas."
