Department has revised -
wari tgre su;f)pohrt pricesi ;o;'@ 9%
marketings of, shorn. w me:,
hair, The lncentxv‘le prl(c)g for sl'rorQn
wool is increased from 72 to 99
cents per pound and the support
price' for mohair is changed from
80.2 cents to $1.498 per pound.
The secretary also announced sup-
port prices for 1978 of $1.08 per
pound for wool and $1.647  per|
pound for mohair. ‘

The higher support prices were
authorized by the Food and Agri-
culture Act'of 1977 through an am-
endment to the National Wool Act.

| The former support levels had been

in effect from. 1970 through 1976.
On Dec. 22, 1976, the U. S. De-
partment ,of Agriculture had an-
nounced support prices for 1977|,
would continue unchanged.

Pulled wool will continue to be
supported at a level comparable
to the support prices for shorn
wool through payments on un-
shorn lambs.

As"in the past years, shorn wool
payments will be based on a per-
centage of each producer’s returns
The ‘percentage will he
required to raise the National av-
erage price received by all pro-
ducers for shorn wool up to the
announced support price of 99
cents a pound for 1977 and $1.08
for 1978. Currently, shorn wool
prices are averaging 70 to 75 cents
per pound.

“Due to the number .and com-
plexity of changes in farm pro-
grams. triggered by the new farm
flact, some of the details of the
new programs will not be avail-
able as soon as we and area farm-
ers would like,”” Raymond Gir-
bach .said today. “But, we do ex-
pect to be raaking. an announce-
ment concerning proposed farm
program frules verx ‘soon,””  Gir-
bach added. Girbach is chairman
of the Washtenaw County Agricul-
tural Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Committee, which is charged

with administering’ Federaf farm

programs, . ‘
- “Farmers are quite naturally in-
terested in pgetting program de-
tails resulting from .the new. farm
act as soon as possible, because
some of the changes will also af-
fect some crops planted and har-
vested in 1977, .in addition to the
crops ‘covered . during the four-
year life of the new law,” Gir-
bach said L

We are currently gearmg up to

make wheat deficiency payments,
which were ‘generally increased by
43 cents per bushe} for 1977 crop
}yheat by a provision of the new
aw.

“The process can oniy work just
so fast with so many changes, and
we hope farmers will be patient
with us for the short time it will
take from. the signing of the law

Juntil the new regulations are de-

veloped,

“The law has some new wrinkles
that have to be ironed out,” Gir-
bach said. “For example, the law
requires us to establish the 1977
acreage on:each farm which is
normally used for the production
of crops, or ‘normal cro
acreage,” a term farmers will be
hearing a lot, Clunty and State
ASC Committee members are very
much a part of the process bein
used to determine program rules
on normal crop acreage. This . is
one reason it's important that
farmers report ‘their 1977 cro
acreage to the ASCS office, if they
have not already done so. g '

From an economic standpomt
if government were to provide
100 percent parity for farmers,
under the present supply and de-
mand conditions in the {U.S. and
world-wide, our prices would be
compietely out of line with world
prices. While the U.S. does in-
fluence world prices, it does not
set them. Let’s use wheat as an
example. The U.S. produces ap
proximately 13 percent of the
world’s wheat supply. However,
we currently are holding nearly
30 percent of the world’s. wheat
stocks. In other words, we are al-
ready a residual market for wheat.
Furthermore, world wheat stocks
incréased by roughly, 65 percent
between the 1975-76 marketing
year and the 1976-77 marketing
year Thus, and artificially high

U.S. price would place this coun-
try at a future competitive dis-
advantage in world markets under
current supply - conditions,

1t should also be recognized that
at the beginning of the 1977-78
marketing year we had carryover
stocks of wheat amounting to 1.1
billion bushels in the U.S. We
added another 2.1 billion bushels
at harvest, for a total supply on
hand of neariy 3.2 billion bushels
of wheat. Domestic use is ex-
pected to be only 858 million bus-
hels. This leaves more than 2.3
billion bushels to do something
with, We need to be more ag-
gressive in selling our products
to customers outside the U.S.
This is where U.S. agriculture’s
future les,

Wheat is perhaps a dramatic
example of the problem grain
farmers are facing right now.
But it also serves to illustrate a
point well establishéd in econom-
ics: that if the price of any com-
modity or service is kept too high,
some of that commodity or ser-
vice will remain unused or un-
sold, 1f the government were to

insure 100 percent parity for far-
mers the price would be -out of
line with world markets. And at
Jeast in the case of wheat, this
would mean further growth in do-
mestic surplus; which would in
turn ‘lead to further acreage and
planting. restrictions and thus,
more government controls.

Federal subsidies only serve to
discourage adjustments to chang-
ing market supply and demand
conditions, Such subsidies also
protect inefficiencies and’ encour-
age the misallocation of scarce
resources. Furthermore, such sub-
sidies would create resentment on
the part of the taxpayer-consumer.,
Thus, from an economic point of
view Government Guarantees ap-
pear to be unsound,

What about from a political
point of view? The government
cannot be expected to eliminate
all risks for any business. . Far-
mers already can avail themselves
to crop insurance and disaster re-

hé” new Food ‘and Agriculture
Act last fall. This Act already
has -expanded government's role
and financial obligations to agri-
culture over that provided by the
previous farm bill.

Federal government officials are
also having a terrible time with our
trade balance. If they raised gov-
ernment supports to farmers and
exports of agricultural products
were curtailed as a result, our
trade balance would suffer even
more,

But perhaps the biggest reality
of all is a campaign promise made
by President Carter and restated
by new OMB chief, Mcintyre: A
balanced federal budget by 1980,
This will be a monumental task
when you consider the federal
budget in 1976 ran a deficit of
nearly $76 billion.. To implement
a 100 percent parity price guaran-
tee for 1978 it is estimated, would
cost the government $44 billion.
It does not seem likely that the
President or Congress will be in
any position to capitulate on the
issue of higher government guar-
antees for agriculture,

]oIntly), personal exemptions, ang
the general tax credit. The zero
bracket amount replaces the old

standard deduction and is based|

on filing status, not income,

While forms have been restyled, |
the IRS pointed out that both the

1040 and 1040A provide the tax-

payer with an opportunity to des-{

ignate $1 of his or her tax lia-
bility to the Presidemtial Election
Campaign Fund. The forms also
accomodate uge of the pre-address-
ed label and coded envelope that
come with the tax package.

Along with the restyling of the
forms, taxpayers will note that
the forms reerct various changes
in the law relating to, for exam ple
the treatment of capital gains and
losses, sale of a house by a tax-
payer age 65 and older, moving
expenses, Individual retirement
arrangements, alimony payments,
and child support,
